WAC 132T-100-050 Good standing. The award of a degree or cer-
tificate 1is conditioned upon the student's good standing in the col-
lege and satisfaction of all program requirements. Good standing means
the student has resolved any acts of academic or behavioral misconduct
and has complied with all sanctions imposed because of any misconduct.
The college shall deny award of a degree or certificate if the student
is dismissed from the college based on their misconduct. The college
may withhold awarding a degree or certificate until the completion of
the process set forth in the student code of conduct, including the
completion of all sanctions imposed, if any.
