WAC 132T-100-120 Assault, intimidation, harassment. Unwanted
touching, physical abuse, verbal (written or oral) abuse, threat(s),
intimidation, harassment, bullying, or other conduct which harms,
threatens, or 1is reasonably perceived as threatening the health or
safety of another person or another person's property. For purposes of
this code, bullying is defined as repeated or aggressive unwanted be-
havior, not otherwise protected by law that intentionally humiliates,
harms, or intimidates the victim.
