Ecology believes it is appropriate to consider updates so that 
cleanup decisions continue to be based on the best available 
science.  In addition, certain parts of the regulation need 
updating to reflect new state and federal laws.  Ecology is 
using this opportunity to consider whether the 2001 amend-
ments in practice have worked as envisioned when promul-
gated.  If not, then ecology will consider options for clarify-
ing or revising those provisions.
