BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:8

Sec. 1. RCW 41.50.500 and 1987 c 32 6 s 1 are each amended to read9

as follows:10

Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the definitions in11

this section apply throughout RCW 41.50.500 through 41.50.650, sections12

13 through 17, and 25 of this act, and 26.09.138.13

(1) "Benefits" means periodic retirement payments or a withdrawal14

of accumulated contributions.15



(2) "Disposable benefits" means that part of the benefits of an1

individual remaining after the deduction from those benefits of any2

amount required by law to be withheld. The term "required by law to be3

withheld" does not include any deduction elective to the member.4

(3) "Dissolution order" means any judgment, decree, or order of5

spousal maintenance, property division, or court-approved property6

settlement incident to a decree of divorce, dissolution, invalidity, or7

legal separation issued by the superior court of the state of8

Washington or a judgment, decree, or other order of spousal support9

issued by a court of competent jurisdiction in another state or10

country, that has been registered or otherwise made enforceable in this11

state.12

(4) "Mandatory benefits assignment order" means an order issued to13

the department of retirement systems pursuant to RCW 41.50.570 to14

withhold and deliver benefits payable to an obligor under chapter 2.10,15

2.12, 41.26, 41.32, 41.40, or 43.43 RCW.16

(5) "Obligee" means an ex spouse or spouse to whom a duty of17

spousal maintenance or property division obligation is owed.18

(6) "Obligor" means the spouse or ex spouse owing a duty of spousal19

maintenance or a property division obligation.20

(7) "Periodic retirement payments" means periodic payments of21

retirement allowances, including but not limited to service retirement22

allowances, disability retirement allowances, and survivors’23

allowances. The term does not include a withdrawal of accumulated24

contributions.25

(8) "Property division obligation" means any outstanding court-26

ordered property division or court-approved property settlement27

obligation incident to a decree of divorce, dissolution, or legal28

separation.29
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(9) "Standard allowance" means a benefit payment option selected1

under RCW 2.10.146(1)(a), 41.26.460(1)(a), 41.32.785(1)(a),2

41.40.188(1)(a), or 41.40.660(1), that ceases upon the death of the3

retiree. Standard allowance also means the benefit allowance provided4

under RCW 2.10.110, 2.10.130, 43.43.260, 41.26.100, 41.26.130(1)(a), or5

chapter 2.12 RCW. Standard allowance also means the maximum retirement6

allowance available under RCW 41.32.530(1) following member withdrawal7

of accumulated contributions, if any.8

(10) "Withdrawal of accumulated contributions" means a lump sum9

payment to a retirement system member of all or a part of the member’s10

accumulated contributions, including accrued interest, at the request11

of the member((. The term does not include)) including any lump sum12

amount paid upon the death of the member.13

Sec. 2. RCW 41.50.510 and 1987 c 32 6 s 2 are each amended to read14

as follows:15

(1) The remedies provided in RCW 41.50.530 through 41.50.650 and16

26.09.138 are in addition to, and not in substitution for, any other17

remedies provided by law to enforce a dissolution order against an18

obligor.19

(2) ((Except for the remedies provided in chapters 26.18 and 74.20A20

RCW,)) T he remedies provided in RCW 41.50.530 through 41.50.630 shall21

be the exclusive remedies enforceable against the department of22

retirement systems or the retirement systems listed in RCW 41.50.03023

((in connection with any action or as a result of a judgment, decree,24

or order of)) to recover spousal maintenance pursuant to a dissolution,25

divorce, or legal separation order .26

(3) RCW 41.50.530 through 41.50.650 and 26.09.138 apply to all27

dissolution orders incident to a decree of divorce, dissolution, or28

legal separation whether entered before or after July 1, 1987.29
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Sec. 3. RCW 41.50.530 and 1987 c 32 6 s 4 are each amended to read1

as follows:2

(1) A proceeding to enforce a duty of spousal maintenance ((or a3

property division obligation by means of)) through a mandatory benefits4

assignment order may be commenced by an obligee:5

(a) By filing a petition for an original action; or6

(b) By motion in an existing action or under an existing cause7

number.8

(2) Venue for the action is in the superior court of the county of9

the state of Washington where the obligee resides or is present, where10

the obligor resides, or where the prior dissolution order was entered.11

(3) The court retains continuing jurisdiction under RCW 41.50.50012

through 41.50.650 and 26.09.138 until the obligor has satisfied all13

duties of spousal maintenance ((and all property settlement obligations14

of the obligor)), including arrearages, ((with respect)) to the obligee15

((have been satisfied)).16

Sec. 4. RCW 41.50.540 and 1987 c 32 6 s 5 are each amended to read17

as follows:18

(1) Every court order or decree establishing a spousal maintenance19

obligation ((or property division obligation)) may state that if any20

such payment is more than fifteen days past due and the total of such21

past due payments is equal to or greater than one hundred dollars or if22

the obligor requests a withdrawal of accumulated contributions from the23

department of retirement systems, the obligee may seek a mandatory24

benefits assignment order without prior notice to the obligor. Failure25

to include this provision does not affect the validity of the26

dissolution order.27

(2) If the dissolution order under which the obligor owes the duty28

of spousal maintenance ((or a property division obligation)) is not in29
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compliance with subsection (1) of this section or if the obligee cannot1

show that the obligor has approved or received a copy of the court2

order or decree that complies with subsection (1) of this section, then3

notice shall be provided to the obligor at least fifteen days before4

the obligee seeks a mandatory benefits assignment order. The notice5

shall state that, if a spousal maintenance ((or property division))6

payment is more than fifteen days past due and the total of such past7

due payments is equal to or greater than one hundred dollars or if the8

obligor requests a withdrawal of accumulated contributions from the9

department of retirement systems, the obligee may seek a mandatory10

benefits assignment order without further notice to the obligor.11

Service of the notice shall be by personal service, or by any form of12

mail requiring a return receipt. The notice requirement under this13

subsection is not jurisdictional.14

(1) An obligee who wishes to be notified by the department of17

retirement systems if the obligor seeks a withdrawal of accumulated18

contributions shall submit such a request to the department in writing19

on a form supplied by the department. The request shall be filed by20

certified or registered mail and shall include the obligee’s address21

and a copy of the dissolution order requiring the spousal maintenance22

((or property division obligation)) owed.23

(2) The department shall thereafter promptly send notice to the24

obligee at the address provided in subsection (1) of this section when25

the obligor applies for a withdrawal of accumulated contributions. The26

department shall not process the obligor’s request for a withdrawal of27

accumulated contributions sooner than seventy-five days after sending28

the notice to the obligee.29
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(3) The department ((may)) shall pay directly to an obligee who has1

not obtained a mandatory benefits assignment order all or part of the2

accumulated contributions ((withdrawn by an obligor if, and only)) if3

the dissolution order filed with the department pursuant to subsection4

(1) of this section includes a provision that states ((in substantially5

the following form)):6

"At such time as .......... (the obligor) requests a withdrawal of7

accumulated contributions as defined in RCW 41.50.500, the department8

of retirement systems shall pay to .......... (the obligee) ..........9

dollars from such accumulated contributions or ..... percentage of such10

accumulated contributions (whichever is provided by the court)."11

Sec. 6. RCW 41.50.560 and 1987 c 32 6 s 7 are each amended to read12

as follows:13

(1) A petition or motion seeking a mandatory benefits assignment14

order in an action under RCW 41.50.530 may be filed by an obligee if15

the obligor is more than fifteen days past due in spousal maintenance16

((or property division obligation)) payments and the total of such past17

due payments is equal to or greater than one hundred dollars or if the18

obligor requests a withdrawal of accumulated contributions from the19

department of retirement systems. The petition or motion shall include20

a sworn statement by the obligee, stating the facts authorizing the21

issuance of the mandatory benefits assignment order, including:22

(a) That the obligor, stating his or her name, residence, and23

social security number, (i) is more than fifteen days past due in24

spousal maintenance payments ((or property division obligation25

payments)) and that the total of such past due payments is equal to or26

greater than one hundred dollars, or (ii) has requested a withdrawal of27

accumulated contributions from the department of retirement systems;28
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(b) A description of the terms of the dissolution order requiring1

(c) The name of the public retirement system or systems from which4

the obligor is currently receiving periodic retirement benefits or from5

which the obligor has requested a withdrawal of accumulated6

contributions; and7

(d) That notice has been provided to the obligor as required by RCW8

41.50.540.9

(2) If the court in which a mandatory benefits assignment order is10

sought does not already have a copy of the dissolution order in the11

court file, then the obligee shall attach a copy of the dissolution12

order to the petition or motion seeking the mandatory benefits13

assignment order.14

Sec. 7. RCW 41.50.580 and 1987 c 32 6 s 9 are each amended to read15

as follows:16

(1)(a) The mandatory benefits assignment order ((in)) issued17

pursuant to RCW 41.50.570 and directed at periodic retirement benefits18

shall include:19

(i) The maximum amount of current spousal maintenance ((or property20

division obligation, if any,)) to be withheld from the obligor’s21

periodic retirement benefits each month;22

(ii) The total amount of the arrearage judgments previously entered23

by the court, if any, together with interest, if any; and24

(iii) The maximum amount to be withheld from the obligor’s periodic25

retirement payments each month to satisfy the arrearage judgments26

specified in (a)(ii) of this subsection.27

(b) ((With respect to such a mandatory benefits assignment order,))28

The total amount to be withheld from the obligor’s periodic retirement29
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payments each month pursuant to a mandatory benefits assignment order1

shall not exceed fifty percent of the disposable benefits of the2

obligor ((or the maximum amount allowed by 15 U.S.C. Sec. 1673,3

whichever is less)). If the amounts to be paid toward the arrearage4

are specified in the assignment order, then the maximum amount to be5

withheld is the sum of the current maintenance ordered and the amount6

ordered to be paid toward the arrearage, or fifty percent of the7

disposable benefits of the obligor, whichever is less.8

(c) ((Except as otherwise required by federal law,)) F ifty percent9

of the disposable benefits of the obligor are exempt from collection10

under the assignment order , and may be disbursed by the department to11

the obligor. The provisions of RCW 6.27.150 do not apply to mandatory12

benefits assignment orders under this chapter.13

(2)(a) A mandatory benefits assignment order ((in)) issued pursuant14

to RCW 41.50.570 and directed at a withdrawal of accumulated15

contributions shall include:16

(i) ((The property division interest, if any, of the obligee in the17

obligor’s accumulated contributions, established by the dissolution18

order, which interest shall be stated as either a dollar amount or a19

percentage amount in the mandatory benefits assignment order)) The20

maximum amount of current spousal maintenance to be withheld from the21

obligor’s accumulated contributions ;22

(ii) The total amount of the arrearage judgments for spousal23

maintenance payments ((or property division payments)) entered by the24

court, if any, together with interest, if any; and25

(iii) The amount to be withheld from the obligor’s withdrawal of26

accumulated contributions to satisfy the ((property division interest))27

current maintenance obligation and the arrearage judgments specified in28

(a) (i) and (ii) of this subsection;29
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(b) ((With respect to such a mandatory benefits assignment order,))1

The total amount to be withheld from the obligor’s withdrawal of2

accumulated contributions may be up to one hundred percent of the3

disposable benefits of the obligor.4

(3) If an obligor is subject to two or more mandatory benefits5

assignment orders on account of different obligees and if the nonexempt6

portion of the obligor’s benefits is not sufficient to respond fully to7

all the mandatory benefits assignment orders, the department shall8

apportion the obligor’s nonexempt disposable benefits among the various9

obligees in ((equal)) proportionate shares to the extent permitted by10

federal law. Any obligee may seek a court order directing the11

department to reapportion the obligor’s nonexempt disposable earnings12

upon notice to all interested obligees. The order must specifically13

supersede the terms of previous mandatory benefits assignment orders14

the terms of which it alters. Notice shall be by personal service, or15

in a manner provided by the civil rules of superior court or applicable16

statute.17

Sec. 8. RCW 41.50.590 and 1987 c 326 s 10 are each amended to read18

as follows:19

You shall continue to withhold the ordered amounts from nonexempt44
benefits of the obligor until notified by a court order that the45
mandatory benefits assignment order has been modified or terminated.46
You shall promptly notify the court if and when the obligor is no47
longer receiving periodic retirement payments from the department of48
retirement systems.49

You shall deliver the withheld benefits to the clerk of the court50
that issued this mandatory benefits assignment order each month, but51
the first delivery shall occur no sooner than twenty days after your52
receipt of this mandatory benefits assignment order.53

(2) If you are not currently paying periodic retirement payments to54
the obligor but the obligor has requested a withdrawal of accumulated55
contributions, then you shall do as follows:56

(a) Withhold from the obligor’s benefits the sum of the specified57
arrearage payment amount plus the specified ((property division))58
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interest amount, up to one hundred percent of the disposable benefits1
of the obligor.2

(b) The total amount withheld above is subject to the mandatory3
benefits assignment order, and all other sums may be disbursed to the4
obligor.5

You shall mail a copy of this order and a copy of your answer to6
the obligor at the mailing address in the department’s files as soon as7
is reasonably possible. This mandatory benefits assignment order has8
priority over any assignment or order of execution, garnishment,9
attachment, levy, or similar legal process authorized by Washington10
law, except for a wage assignment order for child support under chapter11
26.18 RCW or order to withhold or deliver under chapter 74.20A RCW.12

RCW 41.50.600 and 1987 c 326 s 11 are each amended to read21

as follows:22

(1) The director or the director’s designee shall answer an order23

by sworn affidavit within twenty days after the date of service. The24

answer shall state whether the obligor receives periodic payments from25

the department of retirement systems, whether the obligor has requested26

a withdrawal of accumulated contributions from the department, whether27

the department will honor the mandatory benefits assignment order and28

if not, the reasons why, and whether there are other current court or29

administrative orders on file with the department directing the30

department to withhold all or a portion of the obligor’s benefits.31

(2)(a) If any periodic retirement payments are currently payable to32

the obligor, the funds subject to the mandatory benefits assignment33

order shall be withheld from the next periodic retirement payment due34

twenty days or more after receipt of the mandatory benefits assignment35

order. The withheld amount shall be delivered to the clerk of the36

court that issued the mandatory benefits assignment order each month,37
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but the first delivery shall occur no sooner than twenty days after1

receipt of the mandatory benefits assignment order.2

(b) The department shall continue to withhold the ordered amount3

from nonexempt benefits of the obligor until notified by the court that4

the mandatory benefits assignment order has been modified or5

terminated. If the department is initially unable to comply, or able6

to comply only partially, with the withholding obligation, the court’s7

order shall be interpreted to require the department to comply to the8

greatest extent possible at the earliest possible date. The department9

shall notify the court of changes in withholding amounts and the reason10

for the change. When the obligor is no longer eligible to receive11

funds from one or more public retirement systems the department shall12

promptly notify the court.13

(3)(a) If no periodic retirement payments are currently payable to14

the obligor but the obligor has requested a withdrawal of accumulated15

contributions, the funds subject to the mandatory benefits assignment16

order shall be withheld from the withdrawal payment. The withheld17

amount shall be delivered to the clerk of the court that issued the18

mandatory benefits assignment order.19

(b) If the department is unable to comply fully with the20

withholding obligation, the court’s order shall be interpreted to21

require the department to comply to the greatest extent possible.22

(4) The department may deduct a processing fee from the remainder23

of the obligor’s funds after withholding under the mandatory benefits24

assignment order, unless the remainder is exempt under RCW 41.50.580.25

The processing fee may not exceed (a) twenty-five dollars for the first26

disbursement made by the department to the superior court clerk; and27

(b) six dollars for each subsequent disbursement to the clerk. Funds28

collected pursuant to this subsection shall be deposited in the29

department of retirement systems expense fund.30
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(5) A court order for spousal maintenance ((or a property division1

obligation)) governed by RCW 41.50.500 through 41.50.650 or 26.09.1382

shall have priority over any other assignment or order of execution,3

garnishment, attachment, levy, or similar legal process authorized4

under Washington law, except for a mandatory wage assignment for child5

support under chapter 26.18 RCW, or an order to withhold and deliver6

under chapter 74.20A RCW.7

(6) If the department, without good cause, fails to withhold funds8

as required by a mandatory benefits assignment order issued under RCW9

41.50.570, the department may be held liable to the obligee for any10

amounts wrongfully disbursed to the obligor in violation of the11

mandatory benefits assignment order. However, the department shall12

under no circumstances be held liable for failing to withhold funds13

from a withdrawal of accumulated contributions unless the mandatory14

benefits assignment order was properly served on the department at15

least thirty days before the department made the withdrawal payment to16

the obligor. If the department is held liable to an obligee for17

failing to withhold funds as required by a mandatory benefits18

assignment order, the department may recover such amounts paid to an19

obligee by thereafter either withholding such amounts from the20

available nonexempt benefits of the obligor or filing a legal action21

against the obligor.22

(7) If the department complies with a court order pursuant to RCW23

41.50.500 through 41.50.650, neither the department, its officers, its24

employees, nor any of the retirement systems listed in RCW 41.50.03025

may be liable to the obligor or an obligee for wrongful withholding.26

(8) The department may combine amounts withheld from various27

obligors into a single payment to the superior court clerk, if the28

payment includes a listing of the amounts attributable to each obligor29

and other information as required by the clerk.30
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(9) The department shall mail to the obligor at the obligor’s last1

known mailing address appearing in the department’s files copies of the2

mandatory benefits assignment order and the department’s answer within3

twenty days after receiving the mandatory benefits assignment order.4

(10) The department shall not consider any withholding allowance5

that is elective to the employee to be a mandatory deduction for6

purposes of calculating the member’s disposable benefits subject to a7

mandatory benefits assignment order. The department shall withhold8

elective withholdings as elected by the employee after deducting from9

the benefit the amount owing to an obligee pursuant to a mandatory10

benefits assignment order.11

Sec. 10. RCW 41.50.620 and 1987 c 326 s 13 are each amended to12

read as follows:13

(1) Service of the mandatory benefits assignment order on the14

department is invalid unless it is served with four answer forms in15

((substantial)) conformance with RCW 41.50.610, together with stamped16

envelopes addressed to, respectively, the clerk of the court where the17

order was issued, the obligee’s attorney or the obligee, and the18

obligor at the last mailing address known to the obligee. The obligee19

shall also include an extra copy of the mandatory benefits assignment20

order for the department to mail to the obligor. Service on the21

department shall be in person or by any form of mail requiring a return22

receipt.23

(2) On or before the date of service of the mandatory benefits24

assignment order on the department, the obligee shall mail or cause to25

be mailed by certified or registered mail a copy of the mandatory26

benefits assignment order to the obligor at the obligor’s last mailing27

address known to the obligee; or, in the alternative, a copy of the28

mandatory benefits assignment order shall be served on the obligor in29
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the same manner as a summons in a civil action on, before, or within1

two days after the date of service of the order on the department. This2

requirement is not jurisdictional, but if the copy is not mailed or3

served as this subsection requires, or if any irregularity appears with4

respect to the mailing or service, the superior court, in its5

discretion, may quash the mandatory benefits assignment order, upon6

motion of the obligor promptly made and supported by an affidavit7

showing that the obligor has been prejudiced due to the failure to mail8

or serve the copy.9

In a hearing to quash, modify, or terminate the mandatory benefits12

assignment order, the court may grant relief only upon a showing that13

the mandatory benefits assignment order causes extreme hardship or14

substantial injustice. Satisfaction by the obligor of all past due15

payments subsequent to the issuance of the mandatory benefits16

assignment order is not grounds to quash, modify, or terminate the17

mandatory benefits assignment order. If a mandatory benefits18

assignment order has been in operation for twelve consecutive months19

and the obligor’s spousal maintenance ((or property division20

obligation)) is current, the court may terminate the order upon motion21

of the obligor unless the obligee can show good cause as to why the22

mandatory benefits assignment order should remain in effect.23

(1) Notwithstanding RCW 2.10.180(1), 2.12.090(1), 41.26.180(1),26

between July 1, 1987, and the effective date of this act , the28
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department of retirement systems ((may)) shall make direct payments of1

benefits to a spouse or ex spouse pursuant to court orders or decrees2

entered before July 1, 1987, that complied with all the requirements in3

RCW 2.10.180(1), 2.12.090(2), 41.26.180(3), 41.32.590(3), 41.40.380(3),4

43.43.310(2), and 41.04.310 through 41.04.330, as such requirements5

existed before July 1, 1987.

deferred under provisions established pursuant to sections 403(b),3

414(h), and 457 of the United States Internal Revenue Code, but shall4

exclude lump sum payments for deferred annual sick leave, unused5

accumulated vacation, unused accumulated annual leave, or any form of6

severance pay: PROVIDED, That in any year in which a member serves in7

the legislature the member shall have the option of having such8

member’s basic salary be the greater of:9

(i) the basic salary the member would have received had such member10

not served in the legislature; or11

(ii) such member’s actual basic salary received for nonlegislative12

public employment and legislative service combined. Any additional13

contributions to the retirement system required because basic salary14

under subparagraph (i) of this subsection is greater than basic salary15

under subparagraph (ii) of this subsection shall be paid by the member16

for both member and employer contributions.17

(14) (a) "Service" for persons who establish membership in the18

retirement system on or before September 30, 1977, means all periods of19

employment for an employer as a fire fighter or law enforcement20

officer, for which compensation is paid, together with periods of21

suspension not exceeding thirty days in duration. For the purposes of22

this chapter service shall also include service in the armed forces of23

the United States as provided in RCW 41.26.190. Credit shall be24

allowed for all months of service rendered by a member from and after25

the member’s initial commencement of employment as a fire fighter or26

law enforcement officer, during which the member worked for seventy or27

more hours, or was on disability leave or disability retirement. Only28

months of service shall be counted in the computation of any retirement29

allowance or other benefit provided for in this chapter. In addition30
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to the foregoing, for members retiring after May 21, 1971 who were1

employed under the coverage of a prior pension act before March 1,2

1970, "service" shall include (i) such military service not exceeding3

five years as was creditable to the member as of March 1, 1970, under4

the member’s particular prior pension act, and (ii) such other periods5

of service as were then creditable to a particular member under the6

provisions of RCW 41.18.165, 41.20.160 or 41.20.170. However, in no7

event shall credit be allowed for any service rendered prior to March8

1, 1970, where the member at the time of rendition of such service was9

employed in a position covered by a prior pension act, unless such10

service, at the time credit is claimed therefor, is also creditable11

under the provisions of such prior act: PROVIDED, That if such12

member’s prior service is not creditable due to the withdrawal of his13

contributions plus accrued interest thereon from a prior pension14

system, such member shall be credited with such prior service, as a law15

enforcement officer or fire fighter, by paying to the Washington law16

enforcement officers’ and fire fighters’ retirement system, on or17

before March 1, 1975, an amount which is equal to that which was18

withdrawn from the prior system by such member, as a law enforcement19

officer or fire fighter: PROVIDED FURTHER, That if such member’s prior20

service is not creditable because, although employed in a position21

covered by a prior pension act, such member had not yet become a member22

of the pension system governed by such act, such member shall be23

credited with such prior service as a law enforcement officer or fire24

fighter, by paying to the Washington law enforcement officers’ and fire25

fighters’ retirement system, on or before March 1, 1975, an amount26

which is equal to the employer’s contributions which would have been27

required under the prior act when such service was rendered if the28

member had been a member of such system during such period: AND29

PROVIDED FURTHER, That where a member is employed by two employers at30
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the same time, he shall only be credited with service to one such1

employer for any month during which he rendered such dual service.2

(b) "Service" for persons who establish membership in the3

retirement system on or after October 1, 1977, means periods of4

employment by a member for one or more employers for which basic salary5

is earned for ninety or more hours per calendar month.6

Members of the retirement system who are elected or appointed to a7

state elective position may elect to continue to be members of this8

retirement system.9

Years of service shall be determined by dividing the total number10

of months of service by twelve. Any fraction of a year of service as11

so determined shall be taken into account in the computation of such12

retirement allowance or benefits.13

If a member receives basic salary from two or more employers during14

any calendar month, the individual shall receive one month’s service15

credit during any calendar month in which multiple service for ninety16

or more hours is rendered.17

(15) "Accumulated contributions" means the employee’s contributions18

made by a member plus accrued interest credited thereon.19

(16) "Actuarial reserve" means a method of financing a pension or20

retirement plan wherein reserves are accumulated as the liabilities for21

benefit payments are incurred in order that sufficient funds will be22

available on the date of retirement of each member to pay the member’s23

future benefits during the period of retirement.24

(17) "Actuarial valuation" means a mathematical determination of25

the financial condition of a retirement plan. It includes the26

computation of the present monetary value of benefits payable to27

present members, and the present monetary value of future employer and28

employee contributions, giving effect to mortality among active and29
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retired members and also to the rates of disability, retirement,1

withdrawal from service, salary and interest earned on investments.2

(18) "Disability board" means either the county disability board or3

the city disability board established in RCW 41.26.110 for persons who4

establish membership in the retirement system on or before September5

30, 1977.6

(19) "Disability leave" means the period of six months or any7

portion thereof during which a member is on leave at an allowance equal8

to the member’s full salary prior to the commencement of disability9

retirement. The definition contained in this subsection shall apply10

only to persons who establish membership in the retirement system on or11

before September 30, 1977.12

(20) "Disability retirement" for persons who establish membership13

in the retirement system on or before September 30, 1977, means the14

period following termination of a member’s disability leave, during15

which the member is in receipt of a disability retirement allowance.16

(21) "Position" means the employment held at any particular time,17

which may or may not be the same as civil service rank.18

(22) "Medical services" for persons who establish membership in the19

retirement system on or before September 30, 1977, shall include the20

following as minimum services to be provided. Reasonable charges for21

these services shall be paid in accordance with RCW 41.26.150.22

(a) Hospital expenses: These are the charges made by a hospital,23

in its own behalf, for24

(i) Board and room not to exceed semiprivate room rate unless25

private room is required by the attending physician due to the26

condition of the patient.27

(ii) Necessary hospital services, other than board and room,28

furnished by the hospital.29
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(b) Other medical expenses: The following charges are considered1

"other medical expenses", provided that they have not been considered2

as "hospital expenses".3

(i) The fees of the following:4

(A) A physician or surgeon licensed under the provisions of chapter5

18.71 RCW;6

(B) An osteopath licensed under the provisions of chapter 18.577

RCW;8

(C) A chiropractor licensed under the provisions of chapter 18.259

RCW.10

(ii) The charges of a registered graduate nurse other than a nurse11

who ordinarily resides in the member’s home, or is a member of the12

family of either the member or the member’s spouse.13

(iii) The charges for the following medical services and supplies:14

(A) Drugs and medicines upon a physician’s prescription;15

(B) Diagnostic x-ray and laboratory examinations;16

(C) X-ray, radium, and radioactive isotopes therapy;17

(D) Anesthesia and oxygen;18

(E) Rental of iron lung and other durable medical and surgical19

equipment;20

(F) Artificial limbs and eyes, and casts, splints, and trusses;21

(G) Professional ambulance service when used to transport the22

member to or from a hospital when he is injured by an accident or23

stricken by a disease;24

(H) Dental charges incurred by a member who sustains an accidental25

injury to his teeth and who commences treatment by a legally licensed26

dentist within ninety days after the accident;27

(I) Nursing home confinement or hospital extended care facility;28

(J) Physical therapy by a registered physical therapist;29
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(K) Blood transfusions, including the cost of blood and blood1

plasma not replaced by voluntary donors;2

(L) An optometrist licensed under the provisions of chapter 18.533

RCW.4

(23) "Regular interest" means such rate as the director may5

determine.6

(24) "Retiree" for persons who establish membership in the7

retirement system on or after October 1, 1977, means any member in8

receipt of a retirement allowance or other benefit provided by this9

chapter resulting from service rendered to an employer by such member.10

(25) "Department" means the department of retirement systems11

created in chapter 41.50 RCW.12

(26) "Director" means the director of the department.13

(27) "State actuary" or "actuary" means the person appointed14

pursuant to RCW 44.44.010(2).15

(28) "State elective position" means any position held by any16

person elected or appointed to state-wide office or elected or17

appointed as a member of the legislature.18
