AN ACT Relating to the award for excellence in health care; and
creating new sections.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature recognizes the critical
importance of ensuring that all Washington residents have access to
quality and affordable health care. The legislature further recognizes
that substantial improvements can be made in health care delivery when
providers, including health care facilities, are encouraged to
continuously strive for excellence in quality management practices,
value, and consumer satisfaction. The legislature finds that when
centers of quality are highlighted and honored publicly they become
examples for other health care providers to emulate, thereby further
promoting the implementation of improved health care delivery
processes.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. There is created an award to honor and
recognize cost-effective and quality health care services. This award
shall be known as the "Warren Featherstone Reid Award for Excellence in
Health Care."
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. The governor, in conjunction with
secretary of health, shall identify and honor health care providers and
facilities in Washington state who exhibit exceptional quality and
value in the delivery of health services. The award shall be given
annually consistent with the availability of qualified nominees. The

secretary may appoint an advisory committee to assist in the selection
of nominees, if necessary.
