BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:11

Sec. 1. RCW 46.12.030 and 1990 c 23 8 s 1 are each amended to read12

as follows:13

The application for certificate of ownership shall be upon a14

((blank)) form ((to be)) furnished or approved by the department and15

shall contain:16

(1) A full description of the vehicle, which shall contain the17

proper vehicle identification number, the number of miles indicated on18
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the odometer at the time of delivery of the vehicle, and any1

distinguishing marks of identification;2

(2) The name and address of the person who is to be the registered3

owner of the vehicle and, if the vehicle is subject to a security4

interest, the name and address of the secured party;5

(3) Such other information as the department may require. The6

department may in any instance, in addition to the information required7

on the application, require additional information and a physical8

examination of the vehicle or of any class of vehicles, or either. A9

physical examination of the vehicle is mandatory if it previously was10

registered in any other state or country. The inspection must verify11

that the vehicle identification number is genuine and agrees with the12

number shown on the foreign title and registration certificate. If the13

vehicle is from a jurisdiction that does not issue titles, the14

inspection must verify that the vehicle identification number is15

genuine and agrees with the number shown on the registration16

certificate. The inspection must also confirm that the license plates17

on the vehicle are those assigned to the vehicle by the jurisdiction in18

which the vehicle was previously licensed. The inspection must be made19

by a member of the Washington state patrol or other person authorized20

by the department to make such inspections.21

The application shall be subscribed by the registered owner and be22

sworn to by that applicant in the manner described by RCW 9A.72.085.23

The department shall retain the application in either the original,24

computer, or photostatic form.25

The tax imposed by this chapter shall not apply to sales of28

passenger motor vehicles which are to be used as ride-sharing vehicles,29

as defined in RCW 46.74.010(3), by not less than five persons,30

including the driver, with a gross vehicle weight not to exceed 10,00031

pounds where the primary usage is for commuter ride-sharing, as defined32

in RCW 46.74.010(1), or by not less than four persons including the33

driver when at least two of those persons are confined to wheelchairs34

when riding, or passenger motor vehicles where the primary usage is for35

ride-sharing for the elderly and the handicapped, as defined in RCW36

46.74.010(2), if the ride-sharing vehicles are exempt under RCW37

82.44.015 for thirty-six consecutive months beginning within thirty38
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days of application for exemption under this section. If used as a1

ride-sharing vehicle for less than thirty-six consecutive months, the2

registered owner of one of these vehicles shall notify the department3

of revenue upon termination of primary use of the vehicle as a ride-4

sharing vehicle and is liable for the tax imposed by this chapter.5

To qualify for the tax exemption, those passenger motor vehicles6

with five or six passengers, including the driver, used for commuter7

ride-sharing, must be operated either within the state’s eight largest8

counties that are required to develop commute trip reduction plans as9

directed by chapter 70.94 RCW or in other counties, or cities and towns10

within those counties, that elect to adopt and implement a commute trip11

reduction plan. Additionally at least one of the following conditions12

must apply: (1) The vehicle must be operated by a public13

transportation agency for the general public; or (2) the vehicle must14

be used by a major employer, as defined in RCW 70.94.524 as an element15

of its commute trip reduction program for their employees; or (3) the16

vehicle must be owned and operated by individual employees and must be17

registered either with the employer as part of its commute trip18

reduction program or with a public transportation agency serving the19

area where the employees live or work. Individual employee owned and20

operated motor vehicles will require certification that the vehicle is21

registered with a major employer or a public transportation agency.22

Major employers who own and operate motor vehicles for their employees23

must certify that the commuter ride-sharing arrangement conforms to a24

carpool/vanpool element contained within their commute trip reduction25

program.26

(2) To the extent that moneys so distributed to the urban arterial17

trust account and the small city account are insufficient to meet the18

requirements for bond retirement or interest on any series III bonds,19

sixty percent of the amount required to make such payments when due20

shall first be taken from that portion of the motor vehicle fund that21

results from the imposition of excise taxes on motor vehicle and22

special fuels and that is distributed to the state. The remaining23

forty percent shall first be taken from that portion of the motor24

vehicle fund that results from the imposition of excise taxes on motor25

vehicle and special fuels and that is distributed to the cities and26

towns pursuant to RCW 46.68.100(1) and to the counties pursuant to RCW27

46.68.100(3).

interest as the same shall become due. The principal and interest on16

such bonds shall be first payable in the manner provided in RCW17

47.26.500 through 47.26.507 from the proceeds of state excise taxes on18

motor vehicle and special fuels imposed by chapters 82.36((, 82.37,))19

and 82.38 RCW.

Bonds and bond anticipation notes issued under the provisions of27

RCW 47.56.740 through 47.56.756 shall distinctly state that they are a28

general obligation of the state of Washington, shall pledge the full29

faith and credit of the state to the payment of the principal thereof30

and the interest thereon, and shall contain an unconditional promise to31

pay such principal and interest as the same shall become due. The32

principal of and interest on such bonds shall be first payable in the33

manner provided in ((this act)) chapter 212, Laws of 1979 ex. sess.34

from the proceeds of state excise taxes on motor vehicles and special35

fuels imposed by chapters 82.36((, 82.37,)) and 82.38 RCW and from the36

tolls and revenues derived from the operation of such toll bridge.37
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Sec. 16. RCW 47.56.750 and 1979 ex.s. c 212 s 11 are each amended1

There is hereby created in the highway bond retirement fund in the3

state treasury a special account to be known as the Columbia river toll4

bridge account into which shall be deposited any capitalized interest5

from the proceeds of the bonds, and at least monthly all of the tolls6

and other revenues received from the operation of the toll bridge and7

from any interest which may be earned from the deposit or investment of8

these revenues after the payment of costs of operation, maintenance,9

management, and necessary repairs of the facility. The principal of10

and interest on the bonds shall be paid first from money deposited in11

the Columbia river toll bridge account in the highway bond retirement12

fund, and then, to the extent that money deposited in that account is13

insufficient to make any such payment when due, from the state excise14

taxes on motor vehicle and special fuels deposited in the highway bond15

retirement fund. There is hereby pledged the proceeds of state excise16

taxes on motor vehicle and special fuels imposed under chapters17

82.36((, 82.37,)) and 82.38 RCW to pay the bonds and interest thereon,18

and the legislature hereby agrees to continue to impose the same excise19

taxes on motor vehicle and special fuels in amounts sufficient to pay,20

when due, the principal and interest on the bonds if the money21

deposited in the Columbia river toll bridge account of the highway bond22

retirement fund is insufficient to make such payments. Not less than23

fifteen days prior to the date any interest or principal and interest24

payments are due, the state finance committee shall certify to the25

state treasurer such amount of additional moneys as may be required for26

debt service, and the treasurer shall thereupon transfer from the motor27

vehicle fund such amount from the proceeds of such excise taxes into28

the highway bond retirement fund. Any proceeds of such excise taxes29

required for these purposes shall first be taken from that portion of30

the motor vehicle fund which results from the imposition of the excise31

taxes on motor vehicle and special fuels and which is distributed to32

the state. If the proceeds from the excise taxes distributed to the33

state are ever insufficient to meet the required payments on principal34

or interest on the bonds when due, the amount required to make the35

payments on the principal or interest shall next be taken from that36

portion of the motor vehicle fund which results from the imposition of37

excise taxes on motor vehicle and special fuels and which is38

distributed to the state, counties, cities, and towns pursuant to RCW39
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46.68.100 as now existing or hereafter amended. Any payments of the1

principal or interest taken from the motor vehicle or special fuel tax2

revenues which are distributable to the counties, cities, and towns3

shall be repaid from the first moneys distributed to the state not4

required for redemption of the bonds or interest thereon. The5

legislature covenants and pledges that it shall at all times provide6

sufficient revenues from the imposition of such excise taxes to pay the7

principal and interest due on the bonds.8

Sec. 17. RCW 47.56.771 and 199 3 c 4 s 3 are each amended to read9

as follows:10

(1) The refunding bonds authorized under RCW 47.56.770 shall be11

general obligation bonds of the state of Washington and shall be issued12

in a total principal amount not to exceed fifteen million dollars. The13

exact amount of refunding bonds to be issued shall be determined by the14

state finance committee after calculating the amount of money deposited15

with the trustee for the bonds to be refunded which can be used to16

redeem or defease outstanding toll bridge authority, ferry, and Hood17

Canal bridge revenue bonds after the setting aside of sufficient money18

from that fund to pay the first interest installment on the refunding19

bonds. The refunding bonds shall be serial in form maturing at such20

time, in such amounts, having such denomination or denominations,21

redemption privileges, and having such terms and conditions as22

determined by the state finance committee.
