To facilitate the evaluation of the25

effectiveness programs authorized under this act, and to assist in the26

sunset review of this act by the legislative budget committee under27

sections 34 and 35 of this act, the rural community assistance task28

force shall develop a performance measurement system. The performance29

measurement system shall be developed in consultation with the30

legislative budget committee and the Washington performance partnership31

by November 1, 1995, and submitted to the appropriate policy and fiscal32

committees of the legislature.33

The performance measurement system shall measure the performance of34

the program in relation to the primary intended results: (1) Increased35

employment; and (2) improved economic viability of families,36

businesses, and communities in the affected areas.
