The office7

shall assist communities in planning and implementing services for8

crime victims, advocate on behalf of crime victims in obtaining needed9

services and resources, and advise local and state governments on10

practices, policies, and priorities that impact crime victims. In11

addition, the office shall administer grant programs for sexual assault12

treatment and prevention services, as authorized in this chapter.13
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
