AN ACT Relating to higher education; anending RCW 28B. 15. 067,
28B. 15. 069, 28B.10.776, 28B.10.778, and 28B.10.784; adding a new
section to chapter 28B.15 RCW creating a new section; repealing RCW
28B. 10. 780, 28B. 10.782, 28B.10.786, and 28B. 80.500; and declaring an
enmer gency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:
TU TI ON

NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 28B. 15 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The legislature finds that, as a partner in financing public higher
education with students and parents who pay tuition and fees, it is
inportant to provide predictability in tuition rates as well as
affordability. To acconplish predictability and affordability in
tuition rates, the legislature intends that annual changes in tuition
rates be based on the average per capita inconme in the state, as
predi cted by the office of econom c and revenue forecast.
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Sec. 2. RCW28B. 15. 067 and 1996 c¢ 212 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Tuition fees shall be established and adjusted annually under
the provisions of this chapter beginning with the 1997-98 academc

vear. Such fees shall be:
(a) ldentical for students enrolled at any community coll eqge;
(b)Y ldentical for undergraduate resident students at research

uni versities; and
(c) ldentical for undergraduate resident students at reqional

universities and The Evergreen State Coll ege.
(2) Tuition fees for resident undergraduate students shall not

exceed the percentage of the undergraduate cost of instruction

specifiedin this subsection (2), updated to the current year, fromthe

cost study perforned by the higher education coordinating board:
(a) For students at research universities, no nore than forty-six

per cent of the cost of instruction per student at resear ch

uni versities;
(b) For students at reqgional universities and The Evergreen State

College, no nore than thirty-five percent of the cost of instruction

per student at reqgional universities and The Evergreen State Coll ege;

and
(c) For students at comunity colleges, no nore than thirty-two

percent of the cost of instruction per student at community coll eges.

(3) Academ c year tuition for full-tinme students at the state’'s
institutions of higher education for the 1995-96 academ c year, other
than the sunmer term shall be as provided in this subsection.

(a) At the University of Washington and Wshington State
Uni versity:

(1) For resident undergraduate students and ot her resi dent students
not in graduate study prograns or enrolled in prograns | eading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nedicine, tw thousand seven hundred sixty-four dollars;

(11) For nonresident undergraduate students and ot her nonresident
students not in graduate study prograns or enrolled in prograns | eadi ng
to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and
doctor of veterinary nedicine, eight thousand two hundred sixty-eight
dol | ars;

(ti1) For resident graduate and |aw students not enrolled in
prograns | eading to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental
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surgery, and doctor of veterinary nedicine, four thousand four hundred
ni nety doll ars;

(1v) For nonresident graduate and |aw students not enrolled in
prograns | eading to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental
surgery, and doctor of veterinary nedicine, eleven thousand six hundred
thirty-four dollars;

(v) For resident students enrolled in prograns leading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nedi ci ne, seven thousand four hundred ni nety-seven dol | ars;
and

(vi) For nonresident students enrolled in prograns |eading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nedi ci ne, nineteen thousand four hundred thirty-one doll ars.

(b) At the regional universities and The Evergreen State Col | ege:

(1) For resident undergraduate and all other resident students not
in graduate study programs, two thousand forty-five dollars;

(1i) For nonresident undergraduate and all other nonresident
students not in graduate study prograns, seven thousand nine hundred
ni nety-two dol |l ars;

(1i1) For resident graduate students, three thousand four hundred
forty-three dollars; and

(1v) For nonresident graduate students, el even thousand seventy-one
dol | ars.

(c) At the community coll eges:

(1) For resident students, one thousand two hundred twel ve dol | ars;
and

(1i1) For nonresident students, five thousand one hundred sixty-two
dollars and fifty cents.

((3))) (4) Academc year tuition for full-time students at the
state’s institutions of higher education beginning with the 1996-97
academ c year, other than the summer term shall be as provided in this
subsecti on.

(a) At the University of Washington and Wshington State
Uni versity:

(1) For resident undergraduate students and ot her resi dent students
not in graduate study prograns or enrolled in prograns |eading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nmedicine, two thousand ei ght hundred seventy-five dollars;
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(11) For nonresident undergraduate students and ot her nonresident
students not in graduate study prograns or enrolled in prograns | eadi ng
to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and
doctor of veterinary nedicine, nine thousand four hundred ninety-one
dol | ars;

(ti1) For resident graduate and |aw students not enrolled in
prograns | eading to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental
surgery, and doctor of veterinary nedicine, four thousand six hundred
si xty-nine doll ars;

(1v) For nonresident graduate and |aw students not enrolled in
prograns | eading to the degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental
surgery, and doctor of veterinary nedicine, twelve thousand one hundred
dol | ars;

(v) For resident students enrolled in prograns leading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nedi ci ne, seven t housand seven hundred ni nety-seven dol | ars;
and

(vi) For nonresident students enrolled in prograns |eading to the
degrees of doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery, and doctor of
veterinary nedicine, twenty thousand two hundred nine dollars.

(b) At the regional universities and The Evergreen State Coll ege:

(1) For resident undergraduate and all other resident students not
in graduate study prograns, two thousand one hundred twenty-seven
dol | ars;

(1i) For nonresident undergraduate and all other nonresident
students not in graduate study prograns, eight thousand three hundred
twel ve dol |l ars;

(1i1) For resident graduate students, three thousand five hundred
ei ghty-one dollars; and

(tv) For nonresident graduate students, eleven thousand five
hundred fourteen doll ars.

(c) At the community coll eges:

(1) For resident students, one thousand two hundred sixty-one
dol l ars; and

(1i1) For nonresident students, five thousand three hundred sixty-
nine dollars and fifty cents.

((£4))) (5) Subject to the limtations in subsection (2) of this

section, for the 1997-98 acadenm c yvear and thereafter, the tuition fee

rates specified in subsection (4) of this section shall be adjusted to
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reflect the forecasted annual change in state personal per capita
inconme, four percent, or the percent linmtations in subsection (2) of
this section, whichever is the |ower anpbunt, except for academ c year
annual increases for students at the University of Washington in the
follow ng categories: Nonresident undergraduates, graduate students in
prograns |leading to degrees of juris doctor, and naster of business
admnistration at the University of Washington only, which are in this
subsection (5). Annually by Decenber 15th, the higher education
coordinating board shall calculate tuition fee rates for the follow ng
academ c year and forecast the tuition fee rates for the next
succeedi ng academ c year, based on the current tuition rates and the
f orecast ed annual percentage change in state personal per capita incone
during the fiscal year in which the academ c year begins, as determ ned
by the econom c and revenue forecast council under chapter 82.33 RCW

(a) Nonresident undergraduate rates at the University of Washi ngton
shall increase eight and three-tenths percent per year for academc
years 1997-98 and 1998- 99.

(b) Resident graduate rates for students in prograns |leading to the
degree of juris doctor shall increase ten and six-tenths percent per
year through academ c year 2002-03.

(c) Nonresident graduate rates for students in prograns |leading to
the degree of juris doctor shall increase six and seven-tenths percent
per year through academ c year 2002-03.

(d) Resident graduate rates for students in prograns |leading to the
degree of master of business admnistration at the University of
Washi ngton shall increase ten and ei ght-tenths percent per year through
academ c year 2000-01

(e) Nonresident graduate rates for students in prograns |leading to
the degree of naster of business admnistration at the University of
Washi ngt on shall increase four and ni ne-tenths percent per year through
academ c year 2000-01

(6) Tuition fee rates established under subsection (5) of this
section may be adjusted in the state ommibus appropriations act based
on requests fromthe boards of regents at the University of WAshi ngton
or WAshington State University, the boards of trustees at the regional
uni versities or The Evergreen State College, or the state board for
comuni ty and technical colleges. In considering rate adjustnents, the
| egi sl ature shall adopt or deny each institution’'s package of tuition
rate adjustnents in its entirety. Any adjustnents adopted under this
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subsection are subject tothelinmtations established by subsecti on (2)

of this section.

(7) The tuition fees established under this chapter shall not apply

to high school students enrolling in ((ecomuntty—ecolleges))
participating institutions of higher education under RCW 28A. 600. 300

t hrough 28A. 600. 395.

Sec. 3. RCW28B. 15. 069 and 1995 1st sp.s. ¢ 9 s 5 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

(1) As used in this section, each of the follow ng subsections is
a separate tuition category:

(a) Resident undergraduate students and all ot her resident students
not in first professional, graduate, or |aw prograns;

(b) Nonresident undergraduate students and all other nonresident
students not in graduate or |aw prograns;

(c) Resident graduate and | aw students;

(d) Nonresident graduate and | aw students;

(e) Resident first professional students; and

(f) Nonresident students in first professional prograns.

(2) Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, as used in this
section "first professional prograns" means prograns | eading to one of
the foll ow ng degrees: Doctor of nedicine, doctor of dental surgery,
or doctor of veterinary nedicine.

(3) ((For—the—1995-96—and—1996-97academec—years;)) The building
fee for each academ c year shall be a percentage of total tuition fees.
This percentage shall be <calculated by the higher education
coordi nati ng board and be based on the actual percentage the building
fee is of total tuition for each tuition category in the 1994-95
academ c year, rounded up to the nearest half percent.

(4) The governing boards of each institution of higher education,
except for the technical colleges, shall charge to and collect from
each student a services and activities fee. A governing board may
increase the existing fee annually, consistent wth budgeting
procedures set forth in RCW 28B. 15. 045, by a percentage not to exceed
the annual percentage increase in student tuition fees for the
applicable tuition category: PROVIDED, That such percentage increase
shall not apply to that portion of the services and activities fee
previously commtted to the repaynent of bonded debt. The services and
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activities fee commttee provided for in RCW28B.15.045 may initiate a
request to the governing board for a fee increase.

(5 Tuition and services and activities fees consistent wth
subsection (4) of this section shall be set by the state board for
community and technical colleges for comunity coll ege summer schoo
students unless the community coll ege charges fees in accordance with
RCW 28B. 15. 515.

(6) Subject to the limtations of RCW 28B. 15. 910, each governing
board of a community col |l ege may charge such fees for ungraded courses,
noncredit courses, comunity services courses, and self-supporting
courses as it, in its discretion, may determ ne, consistent with the
rules of the state board for community and technical coll eges.

funding necessary to ((#wntarn—by—educational—seetor—the

aHd—abeve—by—app%ekaa%e—age—gFers)) support enrollnent levels in the

state’'s institutions of higher education which, at a m ni nrum keep pace
wi th popul ati on change.

Sec. 5. RCW28B. 10. 778 and 1993 sp.s. ¢ 15 s 3 are each anended to
read as foll ows:
Consistent with RCW 28B. 10. 776, it is the policy of the state of

Washi ngt on t hat ( (;—Fer—nrew——enrolHrents—provi-ded—under—ROAN-28B-10—776+-
I ol . I L bud | eulati : I
enroHrents—shal—eachbienntur) ) the state appropriations act shal

at a m nlnun] include a funding |Ievel ((pe+——#ﬂ++—++4ﬂ}—{xﬁﬂ4+&Fen%
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budget—request—submtted by thegovernor)) for the state’s institutions

of higher education, in the nmanner provided in this section.

(1) By Novenber 15th of each year, the office of financial
managenent shall certify to the higher education coordinating board,
the state board for comunity and technical colleges, and the
appropriate fiscal and higher education commttees of the |egislature
the student enrollnents for the current academ c year at the state’'s
institutions of higher education and the official enrollnent projection
for each of the two succeeding academc years. The enroll nent
projections shall be based on the nost recently avail able projections
of state population and higher education participation rates.
Institutions of higher education shall provide enrollnent information
necessary to develop the enrollnent projections according to a
tinetable required by the office of financial nmanagenent.

(2) By Decenber 10th of each year, the higher education
coordinating board shall determne for the institutions of higher
education the cost of any increnental increase in enrollnent |evels for
the next two fiscal years as forecast by the office of financial
managenment under subsection (1) of this section. The cost
determination shall be based on the undergraduate and graduate
educational costs determ ned by the board under RCW 28B. 15.070. The
costs for the enrollnent increases shall be certified by the board to
the office of financial managenent and t he appropri ate hi gher education
and fiscal commttees of the |eqgislature.

(3) The legislative appropriations to the institutions of higher
education shall include the costs certified by the higher education
coordinating board as necessary to fund the enrollnent |evels
f orecast ed under subsection (1) of this section. For each fiscal year
after July 1, 1998, ten percent of the increnental anpunt appropriated
for any increased enrollnent at each institution of higher education
shal |l not be expended by the institution of higher education until the
hi gher educati on coordi nating board has certified that the institution
has achieved the neasures of accountability and efficiency for the
previ ous year as established by the board under subsection (4) of this
section.

(4) To ensure that the state’s commtnent of financial resources to
hi gher education will result in effective and efficient expenditures,
the higher education coordinating board shall provide neasurable
st andards of hi gher education accountability and efficiency by July 1,

1997. The standards shall be consistent with the board s conprehensive
mast er _plan under RCW 28B. 80. 330 and shall be adopted in consultation
with the institutions of higher education, the state board for
comuni ty and technical colleges, the appropriate higher education and
fiscal commttees of the legislature, representative student
organi zations, and other interested parties. The standards shall
include neasures of st udent educat i onal progr essi on, faculty
productivity, admnistrative efficiency, student outcones, and other
educational goals. Upon request, the enploynent security departnment
and ot her state agencies shall provide the necessary information to the
board to fulfill the requirenents of this subsection. After adoption
by the higher education coordinating board, the standards may be
periodically revised and shall constitute state hi gher education policy
unless legislation is enacted to alter the standards adopted by the
boar d.

Sec. 6. RCW28B. 10. 784 and 1993 sp.s. ¢ 15 s 6 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The participation rate used to calculate enrollnment |evels under
RCW 28B. 10. 776 and ((28B—216-—+82)) 28B.10.778 shall be based on fal
enrollment reported in the higher education enrollnment report as
mai ntai ned by the office of financial managenent, fall enrollnment as
reported in the managenent information system of the state board for
communi ty and techni cal coll eges, and the correspondi ng fall popul ati on
forecast by the office of financial nmanagenent. Formal estimates of
the state participation rates and enrollnent |evels necessary to
fulfill the requirenents of RCW 28B.10.776 and ((28B—216-—-+782))
28B. 10. 778 shall be determ ned by the office of financial nmanagenent as
part of its responsibility to devel op and mai ntain student enroll nment
forecasts for colleges and universities under RCW 43.62.050. For mal
estimates of the state participation rates and enrollnent |evels
required by this section shall be based on procedures and standards
established by a technical work group consisting of staff from the
hi gher educati on coordi nati ng board, the public four-year institutions
of higher education, the state board for comunity and technical
col l eges, the fiscal and higher education commttees of the house of
representatives and the senate, and the office of financial managenent.
The technical work group shall also advise and cooperate with the

hi gher education coordinating board in the update of instructiona
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costs as required in RCW 28B. 15. 067. Formal estinates of the state

participation rates and enrollnent levels required by this section
shall be submtted to the fiscal commttees of the house of
representatives and senate on or before Novenber 15th of each ((even—

The authority of the office of financial managenent to forecast
student enrollments in colleges and universities shall be transferred
to the caseload forecast council if such a council is established by
| aw.
