BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. It is the intent of the |egislature that
expenditures associated with the inplenentation of using credit and
debit cards in state |liquor stores and agency |iquor vendor stores not
have a negative inpact to the liquor revolving fund bal ance and that
transfers to the state general fund, the cities, and the counties not
be reduced because of these costs.

Sec. 2. RCWG66.08.026 and 1997 ¢ 148 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

Al adm nistrative expenses of the board incurred on and after
April 1, 1963 shall be appropriated and paid fromthe |iquor revolving
fund. These adm nistrative expenses shall include, but not be limted
to: The sal aries and expenses of the board and its enpl oyees, the cost
of establishing, |easing, maintaining, and operating state |iquor
stores and war ehouses, |egal services, pilot projects, annual or other
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audits, and other general costs of conducting the business of the
board, and the costs of supplying, installing, and maintaining

equi pnent _used in state liguor stores and agency |liqguor vendor stores

for the purchase of liquor by nonlicensees using debit or credit cards.
The adm nistrative expenses shall not, however, be deened to include
costs of liquor and lottery tickets purchased, the cost of
transportation and delivery to the point of distribution, other costs
pertaining to the acquisition and receipt of Iliquor and lottery
tickets, packaging and repackaging of [|iquor, transaction fees
associated with credit or debit card purchases for liquor in state

liquor stores and in the stores of agency liquor vendors pursuant to
RCW 66. 16. 040 and 66. 16. 041, sales tax, and those anounts distri buted
pursuant to RCW 66.08.180, 66.08.190, 66.08.200, 66.08.210 and
66. 08. 220.

Sec. 3. RCWG66.16.041 and 1997 c 148 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The state liquor control board shall accept bank credit card
and debit cards fromnonlicensees for purchases in state |iquor stores,
under such rules as the board nmay adopt. The board shall authorize
i quor vendors appointed under RCW 66.08.050 to accept bank credit
cards and debit cards for |iquor purchases under this title, under such
rules as the board may adopt.

(2) If _a liquor vendor operating an agency store chooses to use

credit or debit cards for |iquor purchases by nonlicensees, the board

shall provide equipnent and installation and nmintenance of the

equi pnent necessary to inplenent the use of credit and debit cards.

Any equi pnent provided by the board to an agency liquor vendor store

for this purpose may be used only for the purchase of |iquor.
(3) If the revenues and expenditures associated with i ml enenting

the use of credit and debit cards for the purchase of alcohol by

nonlicensees from state |liquor stores and agency stores operated by

liguor vendors results in a reduction of the liquor revolving fund

bal ance for fiscal year 1999 and the 1999-01 bi ennium the board shal

consider increasing the price of alcohol products to offset the

reducti on.

(4) The board shall provide a report evaluating the inplenentation
of this section, includingrevenue and expenditures, to the appropriate
commttees of the legislature by ((Janruary)) Decenber 1, 1998.
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
