Sec. 1. RCWA43.43.500 and 1967 ex.s. ¢ 27 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

There is established the Washi ngton state crinme information center
to be located in the records division of the Washington state patrol
and to function under the direction of the chief of the Washington

state patrol. The center shall serve to coordinate crinme information

by neans of data processing, for all |aw enforcenent agencies in the
state. It shall make such use of the facilities of the | aw enforcenent
teletype system as is practical. It shall provide access to the

national crinme information center, to notor vehicle and driver |icense
information, to the sex offender central registry, and to such other
public records as may be accessed by data processing and which are
pertinent to | aw enforcenent.

Sec. 2. RCWA43.43.510 and 1995 ¢ 312 s 45 are each amended to read
as foll ows:
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As soon as is practical and feasible there shall be established, by
means of data processing, files listing stolen and wanted vehicles,
out standing warrants, identifying children whose parents, custodi ans,
or | egal guardians have reported as having run away from hone or the
custodi al residence, identifiable stolen property, files maintaining

the central reqgistry of sex offenders required to register under

chapter 9A 44 RCW and such other files as nay be of general assistance

to | aw enforcenent agenci es.
