| amreturning herewith, w thout nmy approval as to section 2,
Substitute House Bill No. 1190 entitl ed:

"AN ACT Rel ating to performance audits;"

Section 1 of this bill requires state agencies to provide in
their biennial budget submttals information about the disposition
of performance audit findings. This information is valuable to the
budgeting process; including it with the budget docunentation
provided by agencies wll help strengthen the |inkage between
performance auditing and budgeti ng.

Section 2, however, would place an open-ended obligation on
all state agencies and |ocal governments to provide periodic
reports on their conpliance with performance audit findings.
Current | aw and practices of the Joint Legislative Audit and Revi ew
Comm ttee al ready provi de adequately for tracking and reporting on
state agency and | ocal governnent responses to significant audit

recommendat i ons. |, therefore, see no need to place additiona
reporting requirenments on agencies and | ocal governnents.

For this reason, | have vetoed section 2 of Substitute House
Bill No. 1190.

Wth the exception of section 2, Substitute House Bill No.

1190 i s approved.
