Provi des that a school district or public school may request
the disclosure of a student’s federal social security nunber for
t he pur pose of seeking nedi caid rei nbursenent for covered services
to eligible students under RCW 74.09.5241 through 74.09.5256, or
for the purpose of conpliance with federal lawexplicitly requiring
such di scl osure.

Provides that, if the student is an enpl oyee of the school
district, a school district or public school may request disclosure
of a student’s social security nunber for enploynent purposes
Enpl oynment records contai ni ng student soci al security nunbers shal
be mai ntai ned separately from student records.

Decl ares that this act shall not be construed as prohibiting
a school district from developing an individual st udent
identification nunber, unrelated to the student’s social security
nunber, to identify and maintain education records on students
enrolled in the district.

Declares that it is unlawful for any public school or public
school district to deny a student any right, benefit, or privilege
provided by |aw because the student or the student’s parent or
| egal guardian refuses to disclose the student’s federal socia
security nunber.

Requires every school district to establish and inplenent a
district-wde policy that requires all student information and
records to be destroyed within thirty days of a student’s high
school graduation, except for the follow ng: (1) Gades or
progress reports;

(2) student transcripts; and

(3) standardi zed test results.
