AN ACT Relating to work performed for institutions of higher
educati on; and anendi ng RCW 28B. 10. 350 and 28B. 10. 355.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28B. 10.350 and 1993 ¢ 379 s 109 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Wien the labor cost to The Evergreen State College, any
regi onal uni versity, or state university, of any buil ding,
construction, renovation, renodeling, or denolition other than
mai nt enance or repairs will equal or exceed the sumof ((twenty—five))
fifty thousand doll ars, conpl ete plans and specifications for such work
shall be prepared and such work shall be put out for public bids and
the contract shall be awarded to the | owest responsible bidder if in
accordance with the bid specifications: PROVI DED, That when the
estimated cost of such buil ding, construction, renovation, renodeling,
or denolition equals or exceeds the sum of twenty-five thousand
dollars, such project shall be deened a public works and "the
prevailing rate of wage," under chapter 39.12 RCWshall be applicable
t heret o: PROVI DED FURTHER, That when such building, construction
renovation, renodeling, or denolition involves one trade or craft area
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and the estimated | abor cost exceeds ((t+en)) twenty thousand doll ars,
conpl ete plans and specifications for such work shall be prepared and
such work shall be put out for public bids, and the contract shall be
awarded to the | owest responsible bidder if in accordance with the bid
speci fications. Thi s subsection shall not apply when a contract is
awar ded by the small works procedure authorized in RCW 28B. 10. 355.

(2) The Evergreen State Col |l ege, any regional university, or state
university may require a project to be put to public bid even when it
is not required to do so under subsection (1) of this section.

(3) Where the estimated cost to The Evergreen State Coll ege, any
regi onal uni versity, or state university of any  buil ding,
construction, renovation, renodeling, or denolition is less than
twenty-five thousand dollars or the contract is awarded by the snall
wor ks procedure authorized in RCW 28B.10.355, the publication
requi renments of RCW 39. 04. 020 shall be inapplicable.

(4) In the event of any energency when the public interest or
property of The Evergreen State Col |l ege, regional university, or state
university would suffer material injury or danage by delay, the
presi dent of such college or university may declare the existence of
such an enmergency and reciting the facts constituting the sane my
wai ve the requirenents of this section with reference to any contract
in order to correct the condition causing the energency: PROVI DED,
That an "enmergency," for the purposes of this section, neans a
condition likely to result in imedi ate physical injury to persons or
to property of such college or university in the absence of pronpt
remedial action or a condition which imediately inpairs the
institution's ability to performits educational obligations.

Sec. 2. RCW 28B.10.355 and 1993 ¢ 379 s 110 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

Each board of regents of the state universities and each board of
trustees of the regional universities and The Evergreen State Coll ege
may establish a small works roster. The small works roster authorized
by this section may be used for any public works project for which the
estimated | abor cost is |less than one hundred thousand dollars. Each
board shall adopt rules to inplenent this section.

The roster shall be conposed of all responsible contractors who
have requested to be on the Ilist. Each board shall establish a
procedure for securing telephone or witten quotations from the
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contractors on the small works roster to assure establishment of a
conpetitive price and for awardi ng contracts to the | owest responsi bl e
bi dder. This procedure shall require either that a good faith effort
be made to request quotations fromall contractors on the small works
roster who have indicated the capability of performng the kind of
public works being contracted or that the board shall solicit
quotations from at l|east five contractors in a mnner that wll
equitably distribute the opportunity anong contractors on the roster.
| medi ately after an award is nmade, the bid quotations obtained shal
be recorded, open to public inspection and available by telephone
inquiry. Each board nmay adopt a procedure to prequalify contractors
for inclusion on the small works roster. No board may be required to
make avail abl e for public inspection or copying under chapter 42.17 RCW
financial information required to be provided by the prequalification
pr ocedure.

The smal |l works roster shall be revised at | east once each year by
publishing notice of such opportunity in at |east one newspaper of
general circulation in the state. Responsi bl e contractors shall be
added to the list at any tine they submt a witten request.
