AN ACT Relating to veterans’ scoring criteria in enploynent
exam nations; and anmendi ng RCW 41. 04. 010.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW41.04.010 and 1974 ex.s. ¢ 170 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

In all conpetitive examnations, unless otherw se provided
((herein)) in this section, to determne the qualifications of
applicants for public offices, positions or enploynent, the state, and
all of its political subdivisions and all nunici pal corporations, shal
give a ((preferenee)) scoring criteria status to all veterans as
defined in RCW 41.04.005, by adding to the passing mark, grade or
rating only, based upon a possible rating of one hundred points as
perfect a percentage in accordance with the foll ow ng:

(1) Ten percent to a veteran who ((+s—het—reeceiving—any—veterans
rett+renent—paynrents—and-satd)) served during a period of war or in an

arnmed conflict as defined in RCW 41.04.005 and does not receive
mlitary retirenent. The percentage shall be ((ut+Hzed—n——satd
veterans)) added to the passing mark, grade, or rating of conpetitive

exam nati ons ((anrdret—+n-anyprermtional—examnation)) until ((ene—eof
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steh—examnations—+resul-ts—+n-said)) the veteran’s first appoi ntment ((:
PROV-DED—That—satd) ). The percentage shall not be utilized in ((any))
pronoti onal exam nations;

(2) Five percent to a veteran who did not serve during a period of
war or in an arned conflict as defined in RCW41.04.005 or is receiving
( (apry—veteransretirenent—payrents—and-satd)) mlitary retirenent. The
per cent age shal | be ((ut+Hzed+nsaid-veterans)) added to the passing
mark, grade, or rating of conpetitive exam nations ((eny—and—net—n
any—prometienal—examnatioen)) until ((enre—eof—suchexamnattons—+esutts
in——said)) the veteran's first appointnment ((—PROWDBED—TFhat—said)).
The percentage shall not be wutilized in ((anry)) pronotiona
exam nat i ons;

(3) Five percent to a veteran who((;—after—having—previ-oushy
received)) was called to active mlitary service for one or nore years
fromenploynment wth the state or any of its political subdivisions or
muni ci pal corporations((—shalH—be——called—or—+ecaltedi—to—active

ef—war—Ffoer—his)). The percentage shall be added to the first

pronoti onal exam nation only((;—upenr—<conpHance—wt+hREOW/3-16-035—as

abeve)) All veterans’ scoring criteria specified in subsections (1),
(2), and (3) of this section nmust be clained ((by—a—veteran)) wWthin
((etght)) fifteen years of the date of ((his)) release from active
mlitary service. This period my be extended for valid and
extenuating reasons to include but not be limted to:

(a) Docunented nedical reasons beyond control of the veteran

(b) United States departnent of veterans’ affairs docunented
di sabl ed veteran; or

(c) Any veteran who has his or her enploynent term nated through no
fault or action of his or her own and whose livelihood is adversely
affected may seek scoring criteria enploynent consideration under this
section.
