NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 67.16 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The comm ssion is authorized to receive crimnal history record
i nformation that includes nonconviction data for any purpose associ at ed
with the investigation for suitability for involvenent in horse racing
activities authorized under this chapter. Di ssem nation or use of
nonconvi ction data for purposes other than that authorized in this
section is prohibited.
