render to any person injured in such accident reasonable assistance,11

including the carrying or the making of arrangements for the carrying12

of such person to a physician or hospital for medical treatment if it13

is apparent that such treatment is necessary or if such carrying is14

requested by the injured person or on his or her behalf.
