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(12) When in the opinion of the professional person in charge of1

the program providing involuntary treatment under this chapter, the2

committed patient can be appropriately served by less restrictive3

treatment before expiration of the period of commitment, then the less4

restrictive care may be required as a condition for early release for5

a period which, when added to the initial treatment period, does not6

exceed the period of commitment. If the program designated to provide7

the less restrictive treatment is other than the program providing the8

initial involuntary treatment, the program so designated must agree in9

writing to assume such responsibility. A copy of the conditions for10

early release shall be given to the patient, the designated chemical11

dependency specialist of original commitment, and the court of original12

commitment. The program designated to provide less restrictive care13

may modify the conditions for continued release when the modifications14

are in the best interests of the patient. If the program providing15

less restrictive care and the designated chemical dependency specialist16

determine that a conditionally released patient is failing to adhere to17

the terms and conditions of his or her release, or that substantial18

deterioration in the patient’s functioning has occurred, then the19

designated chemical dependency specialist shall notify the court of20

original commitment and request a hearing to be held no less than two21

and no more than seven days after the date of the request to determine22

whether or not the person should be returned to more restrictive care.23

The designated chemical dependency specialist shall file a petition24

with the court stating the facts substantiating the need for the25

hearing along with the treatment recommendations. The patient shall26

have the same rights with respect to notice, hearing, and counsel as27

for the original involuntary treatment proceedings. The issues to be28

determined at the hearing are whether the conditionally released29

patient did or did not adhere to the terms and conditions of his or her30

release to less restrictive care or that substantial deterioration of31

the patient’s functioning has occurred and whether the conditions of32

release should be modified or the person should be returned to a more33

restrictive program. The hearing may be waived by the patient and his34

or her counsel and his or her guardian or conservator, if any, but may35

not be waived unless all such persons agree to the waiver. Upon36

waiver, the person may be returned for involuntary treatment or37

continued on conditional release on the same or modified conditions.38
