The department21

shall report to the fiscal committees of the legislature by October 1,22

and $3,686,000 of the water quality permit account--state appropriation28

are provided solely for the implementation of the Puget Sound work plan29

and agency action items DOE-01, DOE-02, DOE-03, DOE-05, DOE-06, DOE-07,30

DOE-08, and DOE-09.31

(2) $500,000 of the state toxics control account appropriation is32

provided for an assessment of the financial assurance requirements of33

hazardous waste management facilities. By September 30, 2002, the34

department shall provide to the governor and appropriate committees of35

the legislature a report that: (a) Evaluates current statutes and36

regulations governing hazardous waste management facilities; (b)37

analyzes and makes recommendations for improving financial assurance38
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regulatory control; and (c) makes recommendations for funding financial1

assurance regulatory control of hazardous waste management facilities.2

(3) (($250,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal3

year 2002, $250,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal4

year 2003, $564,000)) $814,000 of the state drought preparedness5

management requirements. This work shall include developing a storm15

water manual for eastern Washington, technical assistance to local16

jurisdictions, and increased implementation of the department’s17

existing storm water program. $200,000 of this amount is provided18

solely for implementation of the Puget Sound work plan and agency19

action item DOE-06.20

(5) $383,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal21

year 2002 and $383,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for22

fiscal year 2003 are provided solely for water conservation plan23

review, technical assistance, and project review for water conservation24

and reuse projects. By December 1, 2003, the department in cooperation25

with the department of health shall report to the governor and26

appropriate committees of the legislature on the activities and27

achievements related to water conservation and reuse during the past28

two biennia. The report shall include an overview of technical29

assistance provided, reuse project development activities, and water30

conservation achievements.31

(6) $3,424,000 of the state toxics control account appropriation32

is provided solely for methamphetamine lab clean up activities.33

(7)(a) $800,000 of the state toxics control account appropriation34

is provided solely to implement the department’s persistent,35

bioaccumulative toxic chemical strategy. (($54,000 of this amount36

shall be allocated to the department of health to assist with this37

effort.))38
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(b) In developing its persistent bioaccumulative toxic chemical1

strategy, the department must:2

(i) First develop a planned strategy for the reduction of mercury3

from the environment. This strategy will be known as the mercury4

chemical action plan. The development of the mercury chemical action5

plan will be a model for developing all future chemical action plans;6

(ii) Develop a mercury chemical action plan that includes, but is7

not limited to: (A) Identifying current mercury uses in Washington;8

(B) analyzing current state and federal laws, regulations, rules, and9

voluntary measures that can be used to reduce or eliminate mercury; (C)10

identifying mercury reduction and elimination options; and (D)11

implementing actions to reduce or eliminate mercury uses and releases;12

(iii) Involve an advisory committee of up to twelve members13

composed of adequate and balanced representation of local government,14

business, agriculture, and environmental, public health, and community15

groups in the development of the mercury chemical action plan. In16

addition, the department must invite and strongly encourage any17

interested tribes or federal agencies to participate in the advisory18

committee process. The advisory committee must be involved in the19

development of the mercury chemical action plan. All information that20

will serve as the basis for any decisions in the mercury chemical21

action plan’s development must be available to the advisory committee22

members. The advisory committee has sixty days to provide input to the23

department on the elements of the mercury chemical action plan. The24

comments and suggestions made by the advisory committee must be25

considered by the department; however, consensus of the advisory26

committee is not necessary for the department to move forward in the27

development of the mercury chemical action plan. All meetings of the28

advisory committee are subject to the provisions of chapter 42.30 RCW.29

The advisory committee for the mercury chemical action plan must be30

established by April 15, 2002;31

(iv) By August 31, 2002, develop and issue a draft mercury32

chemical action plan in consultation with the advisory committee.33

Following the release of the draft plan, the department must allow for34

a sixty-day public comment period. The advisory committee, following35

the comment period, shall consider the public comments received; and36

(v) The department shall finalize the mercury chemical action plan37

by December 31, 2002. The final mercury chemical action plan,38

developed after considering the public comments and the input of the39
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advisory committee, must outline actions for the department to take,1

including, but not limited to, the development of any rules and2

recommending any legislation. Implementation must begin no later than3

February 1, 2003.4

(8) Up to $11,365,000 of the state toxics control account5

appropriation is provided for the remediation of contaminated sites.6

Of this amount, up to $2,000,000 may be used to pay existing site7

remediation liabilities owed to the federal environmental protection8

agency for clean-up work that has been completed. The department shall9

carefully monitor actual revenue collections into the state toxics10

control account, and is authorized to limit actual expenditures of the11

appropriation provided in this section consistent with available12

revenue.13

(9) $200,000 of the state toxics control account appropriation is14

provided to assess the effectiveness of the state’s current toxic15

pollution prevention and dangerous waste programs and policies. The16

department shall work with affected stakeholder groups and the public17

to evaluate the performance of existing programs, and identify feasible18

methods of reducing the generation of these wastes. The department19

shall report its findings to the governor and the appropriate20

committees of the legislature by September 30, 2002.21

(10) $1,200,000 of the state toxics control account appropriation22

is provided solely for the department, in conjunction with affected23

local governments, to address emergent areawide soil contamination24

problems. The department’s efforts will include public involvement25

processes and completing assessments of the geographical extent of26

toxic contamination including highly contaminated areas.27

(11) $170,000 of the oil spill prevention account appropriation is28

provided solely for implementation of the Puget Sound work plan action29

item UW-02 through a contract with the University of Washington’s sea30

grant program to develop an educational program targeted to small31

spills from commercial fishing vessels, ferries, cruise ships, ports,32

and marinas.33

(12) $1,500,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for34

fiscal year 2002, $1,500,000 of the general fund--state appropriation35

for fiscal year 2003, and $3,000,000 of the water quality account36

appropriation are provided solely to implement chapter 237, Laws of37

2001 (Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1832, water resources38
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management) and to support the processing of applications for changes1

and transfers of existing water rights.2

(13) (($4,500,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for3

fiscal year 2002 and $4,500,000 of the general fund--state4

appropriation for fiscal year 2003 are)) $9,000,000 of the water5

quality account--state appropriation is provided solely for grants to6

local governments to conduct watershed planning and technical7

assistance.

(b) $100,000 of the oil spill prevention account appropriation is16

provided solely for the department to conduct a vessel transponder17

feasibility study for Washington waters and undertake a trial vessel18

tracking program using transponders. In conducting the feasibility19

study and trial program, the department of ecology shall consult with20

state pilotage authorities, the maritime industry and the United States21

coast guard; and22

(c) $180,000 of the oil spill prevention account appropriation is23

provided solely to acquire vessel incident reporting information.24

The governor shall request the federal government to provide25

ongoing resources to station a dedicated rescue tug at Neah Bay.26

(((21))) (18) $600,000 of the water quality account--state27

appropriation is provided solely for setting instream flows in six28

basins not currently planning under the watershed planning act.29

(19) $200,000 of the water quality account appropriation is30

provided solely for activities associated with development of the31

Willapa River total maximum daily load (TMDL). The activities shall32

include but are not limited to: (a) A contract with Pacific county to33

complete the oxygen/bacteria and temperature model for the TMDL,34

conduct a technical analysis of local options for waste load35

allocations, and develop the first draft of the waste load allocation36

plan; and (b) a contract for facilitation services for a public process37

for the TMDL, assist in reaching consensus between parties involved in38
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the technical work, help ensure that there is an accurate public1

record, and provide a forum for the waste load allocation.2

(20) $175,000 of the biosolids permit account is provided solely3

to develop a statewide septage strategy. The department shall work4

with affected stakeholders to address septage permit requirements,5

changes to existing rules, clarification of state and local6

responsibilities, and fee structure changes that are necessary to7

support the program in future biennia. The department shall report its8

findings to the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature9

(21) $189,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal11

year 2003 is provided solely for facilitation services and the12

following activities:13

(a)(i) A joint task force is created to study judicial and14

administrative alternatives for resolving water disputes. The task15

force shall be organized and led by the office of the attorney general.16

In addition to the office of the attorney general, members of the task17

(ii) The objectives of the task force are to:30

(A) Examine and characterize the types of water disputes to be31

resolved;32

(B) Examine the approach of other states to water dispute33

resolution;34

(C) Recommend one or more methods to resolve water disputes,35

including, but not limited to, an administrative resolution process; a36

judicial resolution process such as water court; or any combination37

thereof; and38

(D) Recommend an implementation plan that will address:39
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(I) A specific administrative structure for each method used to1

resolve water disputes;2

(II) The cost to implement the plan; and3

(III) The changes to statutes and administrative rules necessary4

to implement the plan.5

(iii) The office of the attorney general shall work with the staff6

of the standing committees of the legislature with jurisdiction over7

water resources to research and compile information relevant to the8

mission of the task force by December 31, 2002.9

(iv) The task force shall submit its report to the appropriate10

committees of the legislature no later than December 30, 2003.11

(b) The department of ecology and the attorney general’s office12

shall conduct a study to identify possible ways to streamline the water13

right general adjudication procedures. By December 1, 2002, the14

agencies will report on their findings and recommendations to the15

legislature.16

(c)(i) The legislature finds that it is in the public interest to17

investigate the feasibility of conducting negotiations with other18

states and Canada regarding use of water bodies they share with the19

state of Washington.20

(ii) The governor, or the governor’s designee, shall consult with21

the states that share water bodies with the state of Washington, with22

Canada, and with other states that have conducted similar negotiations,23

regarding issues and strategies in those negotiations and shall report24

to the standing committees of the legislature having jurisdiction over25

water resources by January 1, 2003.26

(iii) In conducting the consultations under this subsection (c),27

the governor shall give priority consideration to the interstate issues28

affecting the Spokane-Rathdrum Prairie aquifer including those issues29

affecting a safe and adequate supply of public drinking water, as30

provided by municipal governments.31

(d) By October 1, 2002, the department of ecology shall provide to32

the appropriate standing committees of the legislature, a plan,33

schedule, and budget for improving the administration of water right34

records held by the department of ecology. The department of ecology35

shall work with the department of revenue and with county auditors in36

developing recommendations for improving the administration of water37

rights ownership information and integrating this information with real38

property ownership records. The department of ecology shall evaluate39
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the need for grants to counties to assist with recording and1

information management needs related to water rights ownership and2

title.3

(22) For applicants that meet eligibility requirements, the4

department of ecology shall consider individual stormdrain treatment5

systems to be classified as "activity" projects and eligible for grant6

funding provided under section 319 the federal Clean Water Act. These7

projects shall be prioritized for funding along with other grant8

proposals. Receipt of funding shall be based on this prioritization.9

account--state is provided under RCW 46.09.170(1)(c) and is provided12

solely to bring off-road vehicle recreation facilities into compliance13

with the requirements, guidelines, spirit, and intent of the federal14

Americans with disabilities act.15

(4))) $79,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal16

year 2002, $79,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal17

year 2003, and $8,000 of the winter recreation program account--state18

appropriation are provided solely for a grant for the operation of the19

Northwest avalanche center.20

of a veteran is entitled to the benefits of this section regardless of17

the veteran’s length of active military service: PROVIDED FURTHER,18

That for the purposes of this section "veteran" does not include any19

person who has voluntarily retired with twenty or more years of active20

military service and whose military retirement pay is in excess of five21

hundred dollars per month;22

(21) Permitting agency heads to delegate the authority to appoint,23

reduce, dismiss, suspend, or demote employees within their agencies if24

such agency heads do not have specific statutory authority to so25

delegate: PROVIDED, That the board may not authorize such delegation26

Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 6387 is the state2
supplemental operating budget for the 2001-2003 Biennium. I have3
vetoed several provisions as described below:4

Subsection 125(34), Page 29, Mobile Home Relocation Assistance5
(Department of Community, Trade, and Economic Development (CTED))6
This subsection designated $202,000 from the nonappropriated Mobile7
Home Park Relocation Account for implementation of Second Substitute8
Senate Bill 5354, the Mobile Home Relocation Assistance Fee Act. Since9
the account is nonappropriated, CTED will still be able to spend the10
funds in a manner that will accomplish the intent of the policy bill.11

Subsection 204(1)(h), Page 63, Restrictions on Administration Costs for12
Regional Support Networks (RSNs) (Department of Social and Health13
Services (DSHS) - Mental Health Program)14
The 8 percent administrative cap in this proviso may not be appropriate15
for all RSNs. In response to the Joint Legislative Audit and Review16
Committee recommendations, DSHS is currently conducting a review of17
existing RSN administration levels. That review is expected to be18
finished within a month. Until this review is complete, it is19
premature to set an administrative cap for each individual RSN. The20
budget contains other language and savings requirements that will21
impose sufficient restraints on RSN administrative spending without the22
necessity of this proviso.23

Subsection 204(1)(k), Page 63, Mental Health Ombudsman Proposal24
Development (Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Mental25
Health Program)26
This proviso would have required the Department of Community, Trade,27
and Economic Development and DSHS to develop a proposal to create a28
structurally and functionally independent mental health ombudsman29
program. This requirement increases the workload for both departments30
without providing additional funding during a time of increasing fiscal31
constraints.32

Subsection 204(5)(c), Pages 67-68, State Hospital Bed Allocation33
(Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Mental Health34
Program)35
Beginning this year, DSHS implemented a new state hospital bed36
allocation plan based on a more equitable distribution methodology than37
was previously used. The plan also addressed potential legal issues38
related to historical allocations. To minimize impacts, the new39
allocation formula has been phased in and Regional Support Networks40
signed their contracts based on the new bed formula. In light of this,41
it is inappropriate to substitute the allocation method mandated in42
Subsection 204(5)(c). I have vetoed this proviso in order to maintain43
the current approach.44

Subsection 205(1)(a), Page 68, Monthly Progress Reports (Department of45
Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Developmental Disabilities Program)46
This requirement for additional monthly reports is excessive, and there47
are alternative means to effectively provide the information needed by48
the Legislature. I have directed DSHS to keep the Legislature fully49
informed of actions taken by the Division of Developmental Disabilities50
regarding the implementation of expanded services, the development and51
implementation of new home and community-based waivers, and52
improvements in program and fiscal management. DSHS will coordinate53

with the Legislature to adjust the agency’s existing reporting1
mechanisms to ensure that necessary information is communicated on an2
appropriate and timely schedule.3

Subsection 207(1)(e), Page 80, Drug and Alcohol Treatment Services4
(Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services5
Program)6
This proviso would have reduced funding for DSHS to contract with the7
Employment Security Department to maintain support for drug and alcohol8
treatment services designated to help parents receiving Temporary9
Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) benefits. Funding for employment10
services is central in assisting TANF recipients to find work and leave11
welfare. If families remain on TANF, the funding for alcohol and drug12
treatment, as well as other needed support services, will not be13
available.14

Subsection 207(1)(f), Page 80, Comprehensive Drug and Alcohol Treatment15
Project (Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic16
Services Program)17
This subsection would have provided an additional $878,000 of the18
federal appropriation for the comprehensive alcohol and drug treatment19
project. I have vetoed this item, but will dedicate $878,000 of20
existing General Fund-State appropriations to match federal Medicaid21
funds. This action will increase the funds available for these22
projects to $1,756,000 and allow the evaluation of these projects to be23
completed.24

Subsection 207(1)(g), Page 80, Job Search and Job Placement Activities25
(Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services26
Program)27
This proviso would have limited the funds available for job search and28
job placement activities to $5.8 million for the biennium. DSHS cannot29
comply with this proviso since it has already expended over $19 million30
on these activities.31

Subsection 207(1)(h), Page 80, WorkFirst Post-Employment Labor Exchange32
Program (Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic33
Services Program)34
This proviso would have eliminated the WorkFirst Post-Employment Labor35
Exchange program. This program is the only post-employment service36
available to WorkFirst participants and needs to be retained. These37
services aid participants in job retention, lower the number of clients38
returning to TANF, and support wage progression. A thorough evaluation39
of the program will be completed this summer, and the program’s40
effectiveness will be reviewed again at that time.41

Subsection 207(1)(i), Page 80, Indigent Civil Legal Services42
(Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services43
Program)44
I am pleased that the Legislature restored $1.5 million (in the45
Department of Community, Trade, and Economic Development budget) of the46
$2.4 million in legal services funding that was eliminated from the47
program in February. However, there are not sufficient funds in the48
WorkFirst budget to continue to provide these services, so I have49
vetoed the proviso appropriating $900,000 in federal funds to DSHS.50

Subsection 207(1)(j), Page 80, Limit on Child Care Subsidy Co-payment51
(Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services52
Program)53
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This proviso would have limited the increase in co-payments for1
childcare to no more than two dollars per month. However, an increase2
of five dollars in the current co-pay must be implemented to keep3
program expenditures within available funds. The proviso also4
restricts the agency’s future flexibility by forcing the childcare5
program to reduce eligible clients rather than increasing co-pay rates.6

Subsection 207(1)(k), Page 80, Parenting Skills Funding (Department of7
Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services Program)8
This proviso would have restored funding for parenting and family9
management skills development, enhanced childcare rates, and other10
programs provided at the community colleges. While these are valuable11
services, there are insufficient funds in the WorkFirst budget to12
restore these programs to the level required by the proviso. The13
community and technical colleges are currently reviewing the best way14
to serve clients being referred to them, and need flexibility in their15
expenditure plan.16

Subsection 207(1)(l), Page 80, After-school Programs for Middle School17
Youth (Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic18
Services Program)19
The Legislature restored $300,000 for after-school programs for middle20
school youth by assuming use of federal funding. Although this is an21
innovative program that benefits middle school students by providing22
out-of-school care, it is not core to the goals of WorkFirst and cannot23
be achieved without displacing other programs.24

Subsection 207(1)(m), Page 80, Consultation and Training for Child Care25
Providers Caring for Children with Special Needs (Department of Social26
and Health Services (DSHS) - Economic Services Program)27
By this proviso, the Legislature would have restored $3.4 million to28
the Department of Health for services by local public health nurses to29
provide consultation and training to child care providers caring for30
children with special needs. This is a worthy program, but there are31
insufficient funds in the WorkFirst budget to continue to provide these32
services, so I have vetoed this item.33

Subsection 207(1)(n), Page 80, Hometown and College Mentoring Services34
and Programs for Low-Income Youth (Department of Social and Health35
Services (DSHS) - Economic Services Program)36
This proviso would have dedicated $1 million of WorkFirst federal funds37
to the Hometown and College Mentoring Services and Programs (Community38
in Schools Program). Funding for this program has already been39
provided, thus there is no need for this proviso.40

Subsection 308(18), Page 135, Cost Recovery for Conservation Areas and41
Recreational Sites in the San Juan Islands (Department of Natural42
Resources (DNR))43
This proviso would have directed DNR to employ cost recovery methods at44
its Natural Resource Conservation Areas and recreation sites in the San45
Juan Islands comparable to those used by State Parks. This approach46
could result in the imposition of fees for use of the DNR sites. A47
task force is created elsewhere in the budget (Subsection 303(6)) to48
give all users and agencies an opportunity to discuss funding options49
for the state’s outdoor recreation facilities. Implementing a fee50
solely for the San Juan Islands Natural Resource Conservation Areas and51
recreation sites before the task force has begun is premature. Given52
the current state budget outlook, I encourage all interested parties to53
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provide suggestions to the task force for funding the ongoing1
maintenance and operations of outdoor recreational facilities.2

Multiple Sections3
In order to maintain a more responsible reserve and because additional4
revenues were assumed but not enacted, I have eliminated a number of5
General Fund-State supplemental items. While many of these additions6
are worthwhile, I have vetoed the following items to save the state7
General Fund-State $37.008 million.8

I also have concerns about two provisos of this bill that I did6
not veto:7

Subsection 204(1)(j) requires that DSHS reduce funding to the8
Regional Support Networks based on an excess of specified reserves.9
Recognizing legislative interests, I am directing DSHS to work with the10
Regional Support Networks to develop an implementation plan that11
identifies and best addresses any unintended consequences, were the12
reserves to be liquidated as planned. The implementation plan will13
ensure that the total reserve spend-down will result in the necessary14
general fund savings as required by the appropriations bill.15

Subsection 205(1)(b) is an essential component of the settlement16
in the Arc v. State of Washington case. Although there have been17
concerns expressed to me regarding the program implications, vetoing18
this proviso would eliminate the funding needed to phase in service19
expansions agreed upon in the settlement and would risk continued20
litigation. The funding assumptions in this subsection, though21
complicated, will expand services. This subsection also requires a22
redesign of some elements of the family support, and employment and day23
programs. Given the complexity of these changes, I am requiring DSHS24
to work with clients, client advocates, and service providers to25
develop a plan that best implements these changes and program26
expansions.27

For these reasons, I have vetoed sections 103, lines 10-11; 113,28
