Background:

In order to properly institute alawsuit, a plaintiff must notify the defendant of the
commencement of the suit by serving a summons on the defendant. Thisis called service of
process. Generally, adefendant must be personally served with the summons. Individuals
may be personally served either by delivering a copy of the summons to the defendant or by
leaving a copy at the defendant's home with a person of suitable age and discretion.

If the defendant cannot be served personally, aternative forms of service of process are
permissible. One alternative form of service of processis service by publication. Service by
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publication is accomplished by publishing the summons in a newspaper of genera circulation
in the county where the action is brought once aweek for six consecutive weeks. Under
Washington's service by publication statute, service of the summons by publication is
permissible in actions for "divorce in the cases prescribed by law."

Summary of Bill:
Service by publication is extended to the following types of family law proceedings:

a) establishment or modification of a parenting plan or residential schedule;

b) legal separation;

c) declaration of invalidity; and

d) non-parental custody actions where the child isin the physical custody of the petitioning

party.

Appropriation: None.
Fiscal Note: Not requested.

Effective Date: The bill takes effect 90 days after adjournment of session in which bill is
passed.

Testimony For: (In support) This bill affects the ability of families to get secure court
orders. Thisismainly atechnical fix. The statute already allows service by publication in
divorce cases, but the statute only references divorce, not other types of family law cases.
Under current law, in order to be able to use alternative service, the petitioner must show that
the defendant |eft the state or is otherwise concealed. Thisis often difficult to prove. In many
cases, there may not be away to find the defendant and get the needs of the child met. Some
judges are already authorizing alternative service in other types of family law cases, even
though it is not clearly written into the statute.
