Brief Summary of Substitute Bill

*  Requires areasonable attempt be made to notify a child's parent, guardian, or
custodian when the child is taken into custody and is being held by law
enforcement.

Background:

Law enforcement officers have a duty to investigate violations of the law. An officer may
make an investigatory stop even though the officer lacks probable cause to believe that a
suspect isinvolved in criminal activity. Aninvestigatory stop isvalid if alaw enforcement
officer has awell-founded suspicion based on objective facts that a suspect is connected to
actual or potentia criminal activity.

When a person is questioned by law enforcement, the person is not necessarily in "custody." A

personisin"custody" if thereisaformal arrest or if areasonable person in a suspect's position

would have felt that his or her freedom was curtailed to the degree associated with aformal
arrest.
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If ajuvenileisheld in custody by law enforcement for questioning, thereisnot alegal
requirement to notify the juvenile's parents that the juvenileisin custody or where he or sheis
being held.

Summary of Substitute Bill:

When law enforcement takes a juvenile into custody, a reasonable attempt must be made to
notify achild's parent, guardian, or custodian that the child isin custody and is being held.

Substitute Bill Compared to Original Bill:

The substitute requires that a reasonable attempt be made to notify parents when achild is
taken into custody. The original bill required the law enforcement officer who takes the
juvenileinto custody to provide the notice.

The substitute removes language in the intent section pertaining to provisions in the bill that
were removed by the substitute bill.
