AN ACT Relating to ignition interlock devices; anending RCW
46. 04. 215 and 46. 20. 750; and prescribing penalties.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW46.04.215 and 1997 ¢ 229 s 9 are each anended to read
as follows:

"Ignition interlock device" nmeans breath al cohol analyzing ignition
equi pnent ((7)) or other biological or technical device certified by the
state patrol ((5)) and designed to prevent a notor vehicle from being
operated by a person who has consunmed an al coholic beverage((—and

a person who is inpaired by alcohol or drugs)). The state patrol

shall by rule provide standards for the certification, installation
repair, and renoval of the devices.

Sec. 2. RCWA46.20.750 and 1994 ¢ 275 s 25 are each anended to read
as foll ows:
(1) A person who is restricted to the use of a vehicle equipped
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with an ignition interlock device and who tanpers with the device or
directs, authorizes, or requests another to tanper with the device, in
order to circunvent the device by nodifying, detaching, disconnecting,
or otherwi se disabling it, is quilty of a gross m sdeneanor.

(2) A person who know ngly assists another person who is restricted
to the use of a vehicle equipped with an ignition interlock ((er—ether
bielegical—or—techniecal)) device to circunvent the device or to start
and operate that vehicle in violation of a court order is guilty of a
gross m sdeneanor. The provisions of this ((seetienr)) subsection do
not apply if the starting of a notor vehicle, or the request to start
a notor vehicle, equipped with an ignition interlock ((er—ether
bielegical—orteechnieal)) device is done for the purpose of safety or
mechani cal repair of the device or the vehicle and the person subject
to the court order does not operate the vehicle.
