BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) Sections 1 through 3 and 5 of chapter
436, Laws of 2005, supersede and preenpt all rules, regul ations, codes,
statutes, or ordinances of all cities, counties, nunicipalities, and
| ocal agencies regarding the sane subject matter. The state preenption
created in this section applies to all rules, regulations, codes,
statutes, and ordinances pertaining to residency restrictions for
persons convicted of any sex offense at any tine.

(2) This section does not apply to rules, regulations, codes,
statutes, or ordinances adopted by cities, counties, nunicipalities, or
| ocal agencies prior to March 1, 2006, except as required by an order
issued by a court of conpetent jurisdiction pursuant to litigation
regarding the rules, regul ations, codes, statutes, or ordi nances.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. The following acts or parts of acts are each
r epeal ed:

(1) 2005 c 436 s 4 (uncodified); and

(2) 2005 c 436 s 6 (uncodified).

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) The association of Wshington cities,
working with the cities and towns of Washington state, shall devel op
statewi de standards for cities and towns to use when determning
whet her to inpose residency restrictions on sex offenders within their
jurisdiction.

(2) The associ ation of Washington cities shall work in consultation
wth a representative from each of the followng agencies and
organi zati ons:

(a) The attorney general of Washington;

(b) The Washington state association of counties;

(c) The departnment of corrections;

(d) The Washington state coalition of sexual assault prograns;

(e) The Washi ngton association of sheriffs and police chiefs; and

(f) Any other agencies and organi zati ons as deened appropriate by
the association of Washington cities, such as the Wshington
association of prosecuting attorneys, the juvenile rehabilitation
adm nistration of the department of social and health services, the
i ndeterm nate sentence review board, the Washi ngton associ ation for the
treatnent of sexual abusers, and the departnment of conmunity, trade,
and econom c devel opnent .

(3) The statewide standards for whether to inpose residency
restrictions on sex offenders should consider the follow ng el enents:

(a) An identification of areas in which sex offenders should not
resi de due to concerns regarding public safety and wel fare;

(b) An identification of areas in which sex offenders may reside,
taking into consideration factors such as:

(i) How many housing units nust reasonably be available in order to
accomodat e regi stered sex offenders in a city or town;

(11) The average response tinme of emergency services to the areas;

(ti1) The proximty of risk potential activities to the areas; and

(iv) The proximty of nmedical care, nental health care providers,
and sex offender treatnent providers to the areas;
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(c) A prohibition against conpletely precluding sex offender
residences within a city or town, inplicating a sex offender's right to
travel, or enacting a crimnal regul atory neasure;

(d) Appropriate civil renedies for violations of a |ocal ordinance;
and

(e) Unique local conditions that should be given due deference,
such as proximty to state facilities that house or treat sex
of f ender s.

(4) The association of Washington cities, on behalf of the cities
and towns in Washi ngton, shall present consensus statew de standards,
al ong with any consensus recomendati ons and proposed | egislation, to
t he governor and the legislature no | ater than Decenber 31, 2007. The
st andards and any recommendati ons or proposed | egislation nust reflect
a consensus anong the associ ation of Washington cities and the entities
in subsection (2)(a) through (e) of this section. These entities nust
participate in good faith in activities carried out under this section
with a goal of achieving consensus standards.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. (1) If the association of Washington cities
submts consensus statewide standards to the governor and the
| egi sl ature on or before Decenber 31, 2007, section 1 of this act
expires July 1, 2008, and may only be revived by an affirmative act of
the |l egislature through duly enacted | egislation.

(2) If the association of Wshington cities does not submt
consensus statew de standards to the governor and |egislature on or
bef ore Decenber 31, 2007, section 1 of this act does not expire.
