AN ACT Relating to initial limted |icenses for dental hygienists;
amendi ng RCW 18. 29. 190; and repeal i ng RCW 18. 29. 200.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.29.190 and 2004 c 262 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The departnment shall issue an initial limted |license w thout
the examnation required by this chapter to any applicant who, as
determ ned by the secretary:

(a) Holds a valid license in another state that allows ((t+he)) a
substantively equival ent scope of practice in subsection (3)(a) through
(j) of this section;

(b) I's currently engaged in active practice in another state. For
the purposes of this section, "active practice" neans five hundred
sixty hours of practice in the precedi ng twenty-four nonths;

(c) Files with the secretary docunentation certifying that the
appl i cant:

(i) Has graduated froman accredited dental hygi ene school approved
by the secretary;
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(i1) Has successfully conpleted the dental hygi ene national board
exam nation; and

(ti1) Is licensed to practice in another state;

(d) Provides information as the secretary deens necessary
pertaining to the conditions and criteria of the uniformdisciplinary
act, chapter 18. 130 RCW

(e) Denonstrates to the secretary a know edge of Washi ngton state
law pertaining to the practice of dental hygiene, including the
adm ni stration of |egend drugs;

(f) Pays any required fees; and

(g) Meets requirenents for AIDS education

(2) The term of the initial limted license issued under this
section is eighteen nonths and it is renewabl e upon ((derphstration—-of

anest hetic and nitrous oxide/oxygen anal gesia)) .

(a) Denonstration of successful passage of a substantively
equi val ent dental hygi ene patient eval uation/prophylaxis exam nati on;

(b) Denonstration of successful passage of a substantively
equi val ent | ocal anesthesia exam nation; and

(c) Denonstration of didactic and clinical conpetency in the
adm nistration of nitrous oxi de anal gesi a.

(3) A person practicing with an initial limted |icense granted
under this section has the authority to perform hygi ene procedures that
are limted to:

(a) Oral inspection and neasuring of periodontal pockets;

(b) Patient education in oral hygiene;

(c) Taking intra-oral and extra-oral radiographs;

(d) Applying topical preventive or prophylactic agents;

(e) Polishing and snoot hing restorations;

(f) Oral prophylaxis and renoval of deposits and stains from the
surface of the teeth;

(g) Recording health histories;

(h) Taking and recordi ng bl ood pressure and vital signs;

(1) Perform ng subgingival and supragingival scaling; and

(j) Perform ng root planing.

(4)(a) A person practicing with an initial limted |icense granted
under this section may not perform the following dental hygiene
procedures unl ess authorized in (b) or (c) of this subsection:
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(1) Gve injections of |ocal anesthetic;

(ii) Place restorations into the cavity prepared by a |icensed
dentist and afterwards carve, contour, and adjust contacts and
occlusion of the restoration;

(1i1) Soft tissue curettage; or

(iv) Adm nister nitrous oxi de/ oxygen anal gesi a.

(b) A person licensed in another state who can denonstrate
substantively equivalent |icensing standards in the adm nistration of
| ocal anesthetic may receive a tenporary endorsenment to adm nister
| ocal anesthesi a. For purposes of the renewed limted license, this
endor senent denonstrates the successful passage of the |ocal anesthesia
exam nation

(c) A person licensed in another state who can denonstrate
substantively equivalent |icensing standards in restorative procedures
may receive a tenporary endorsenent for restorative procedures.

(5)(a) A person practicing with a renewed limted |license granted
under this section may:

(1) Perform hygi ene procedures as provided under subsection (3) of
this section;

(1i) Gve injections of |ocal anesthetic;

(ti1) Performsoft tissue curretage; and

(iv) Adm nister nitrous oxi de/ oxygen anal gesi a.

(b) A person practicing with a renewed |imted |icense granted
under this section may not place restorations into the cavity prepared
by a licensed dentist and afterwards carve, contour, and adjust
contacts and occlusion of the restoration.
