AN ACT Relating to creating postsecondary opportunity prograns;
anendi ng RCW 28B. 50. 030; addi ng new sections to chapter 28B.50 RCW and
creating new sections.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that:

(1) The econom c trends of globalization and technol ogi cal change
are increasing the demand for higher and differently skilled workers
than in the past;

(2) Increasing Wshington's economc conpetitiveness requires
i ncreasing the supply of skilled workers in the state;

(3) Inproving the |abor market conpetitiveness of all Washington
residents requires that all residents have access to postsecondary
education; and

(4) Community and technical college workforce training prograns and
Washington state apprenticeship and training council-approved
apprenticeship prograns provide effective and efficient pathways for
people to enter high wage, high skill careers while also neeting the
needs of the econony.

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PART 1
OPPORTUNI TY GRANT PROGRAM

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 101. A new section is added to chapter 28B.50
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) The college board shall develop and inplenent a workforce
education program known as the opportunity grant program to provide
financial and other assistance for students enrolled at qualified
institutions of higher education in opportunity grant-eligible prograns
of study as described in section 201 of this act. Students enrolled in
the opportunity grant programare eligible for:

(a) Funding for tuition and nmandatory fees at the public comunity
and technical college rate, prorated if the credit load is |ess than
full time, paid directly to the educational institution; and

(b) An additional one thousand dollars per academ c year for books,
tools, and supplies, prorated if the credit load is less than full
tinme.

(2) Funding under subsection (1)(a) and (b) of this section is
limted to a maximum forty-five credits or the equivalent in an
opportunity grant-eligible programof study, including required rel ated
cour ses. No student may receive opportunity grant funding for nore
than forty-five credits or for nore than three years from initial
recei pt of grant funds in one or a conbination of prograns.

(3) Gants awarded wunder this section are subject to the
availability of anpbunts appropriated for this specific purpose.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 102. A new section is added to chapter 28B.50
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) To be eligible for participation in the opportunity grant
program established in section 101 of this act, a student nust:

(a) Be a Washington resident student as defined in RCW 28B. 15. 012
enrolled in an opportunity grant-eligible program of study;

(b) Have a famly incone that is at or bel ow two hundred percent of
the federal poverty level using the nost current guidelines available
fromthe United States departnent of health and human services, and be
determned to have financial need based on the free application for
federal student aid; and

(c) Meet such additional selection criteria as the college board

shall establish in order to operate the program w thin appropriated
funding | evel s.

(2) Upon enrolling, the student nust provide evidence of comm tnent
to conplete the program The student nust make satisfactory progress
and maintain a cunmulative 2.0 grade point average for continued
eligibility. If a student's cunulative grade point average falls bel ow
2.0, the student may petition the institution of higher education of
at t endance. The qualified institution of higher education has the
authority to establish a probationary period until such tine as the
student's grade point average reaches required standards.

(3) Subject to funds appropriated for this specific purpose, public
qualified institutions of higher education shall receive an enhancenent
of one thousand five hundred dollars for each full-tinme equivalent
student enrolled in the opportunity grant program whose incone is bel ow
two hundred percent of the federal poverty level. The funds shall be
used for individualized support services which may include, but are not
limted to, college and career advising, tutoring, energency child
care, and energency transportation. The qualified institution of
hi gher education is expected to help students access all financial
resources and support services available to them through alternative
sour ces.

(4) The college board shall be accountable for student retention
and conpletion of opportunity grant-eligible progranms of study. | t
shall set annual performance neasures and targets and nonitor the
performance at all qualified institutions of higher education. The
col | ege board nust reduce funding at institutions of higher education
that do not neet targets for two consecutive years, based on criteria
devel oped by the coll ege board.

(5) The col |l ege board and hi gher educati on coordinati ng board shal
wor k together to ensure that students participating in the opportunity
grant programare inforned of all other state and federal financial aid
to which they may be entitled while receiving an opportunity grant.

(6) The col |l ege board and hi gher educati on coordinati ng board shal
docunent the anmpunt of opportunity grant assistance and the types and
anounts of other sources of financial aid received by participating
students. Annually, they shall produce a sunmary of the data.

(7) The college board shall:

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(a) Begin devel oping the programno | ater than August 1, 2007, with

(b) Submt a progress report to the l|egislature by Decenber 1,
2008.

(8) The college board may, in inplenenting the opportunity grant
program accept, use, and expend or dispose of contributions of noney,
services, and property. Al such noneys received by the college board
for the program nust be deposited in an account at a depository

approved by the state treasurer. Only the college board or a duly
aut hori zed representative thereof may authorize expenditures fromthis
account . In order to maintain an effective expenditure and revenue

control, the account is subject in all respects to chapter 43.88 RCW
but no appropriation is required to permt expenditure of noneys in the
account .

PART 2
OPPORTUNI TY PARTNERSHI PS

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 201. A new section is added to chapter 28B.50
RCWto read as foll ows:

The college board, in partnership with business, |abor, and the
wor kf orce training and education coordinating board, shall:

(1) Identify job specific training prograns offered by qualified
postsecondary institutions that lead to a credential, certificate, or
degree in high demand occupations, which are occupations where data
show t hat enpl oyer demand for workers exceeds the supply of qualified
j ob applicants throughout the state or in a specific region, and where
training capacity is underutilized,

(2) Gain recognition of the credentials, certificates, and degrees
by Washi ngton's enpl oyers and | abor organi zations. The coll ege board
shal | designate these recogni zed credentials, certificates, and degrees
as "opportunity grant-eligible progranms of study"; and

(3) Market the credentials, certificates, and degrees to potenti al
students, businesses, and apprenticeship prograns as a way for
individuals to advance in their careers and to better neet the needs of
i ndustry.

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NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 202. A new section is added to chapter 28B.50
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) Comunity and technical colleges shall partner with |ocal
wor kf or ce devel opnent councils to devel op the opportunity partnership
program The opportunity partnership program my be newl y devel oped or
part of an existing program and shall provide nmentoring to students
participating in the opportunity grant program The program nust
develop criteria and identify opportunity grant students who would
benefit by having a nentor. Each participating student shall be
mat ched with a business or | abor nmentor enployed in the field in which
the student is interested. The nmentor shall help the student explore
careers and enploynent options through any conbination of tours,
informational interviews, job shadow ng, and internships.

(2) Subject to funds appropriated for this specific purpose, the
wor kf orce training and education coordinating board shall create the
opportunity partnership program The board, in partnership wth
busi ness, labor, and the college board, shall determne the criteria
for the distribution of funds.

(3) The board may, in inplenenting this section, accept, use, and
di spose of contributions of noney, services, and property. All noneys
received by the board for the purposes of this section nust be

deposited in a depository approved by the state treasurer. Only the
board or a duly authorized representative thereof may authorize
expenditures from this account. In order to maintain an effective

expendi ture and revenue control, the account is subject in all respects
to chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is required to permt
expendi ture of noneys in the account.

Sec. 301. RCW 28B.50.030 and 2005 c 258 s 8 are each anmended to
read as foll ows:

As used in this chapter, unless the context requires otherw se, the
term

(1) "Systemt shall nean the state systemof comunity and technical
col l eges, which shall be a system of hi gher education.

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(2) "Board" shall nean the work force training and education
coordi nati ng board.

(3) "College board" shall nean the state board for community and
techni cal colleges created by this chapter

(4) "Director" shall nmean the admnistrative director for the state
system of community and techni cal coll eges.

(5 "District" shall mean any one of the comrunity and technica
college districts created by this chapter

(6) "Board of trustees" shall nean the local conmmunity and
technical college board of trustees established for each college
district within the state.

(7) "Cccupational education" shall nean that education or training
that wll prepare a student for enploynent that does not require a
baccal aureate degree, and education and training |eading to an applied
baccal aur eat e degree.

(8) "K-12 systent shall nean the public school program including
ki ndergarten through the twel fth grade.

(9) "Common school board" shall nmean a public school district board
of directors.

(10) "Community college" shall include those higher education
institutions that conduct education prograns under RCW 28B. 50. 020.

(11) "Technical college" shall include those higher education
institutions wth the sole mssion of conducting occupationa
education, basic skills, literacy progranms, and offering on short
notice, when appropriate, prograns that neet specific industry needs.
The prograns of technical colleges shall include, but not be limted
to, continuous enrollnment, conpetency-based instruction, industry-
experienced faculty, curriculumintegrating vocational and basic skills
education, and curricul um approved by representatives of enployers and
| abor. For purposes of this chapter, technical colleges shall include
Lake Washington Vocational-Technical Institute, Renton Vocational-
Technical Institute, Bates Vocational -Technical Institute, C over Park
Vocational Institute, and Bel lingham Vocati onal - Technical Institute.

(12) "Adult education" shall nmean all education or instruction
i ncl udi ng academ c, vocational education or training, basic skills and
literacy training, and "occupational education"” provided by public
educational institutions, including common school districts for persons
who are eighteen years of age and over or who hold a high school

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di ploma or certificate. However, "adult education" shall not include
academ c education or instruction for persons under twenty-one years of
age who do not hold a high school degree or diplonma and who are
attending a public high school for the sole purpose of obtaining a high
school diploma or certificate, nor shall "adult education” include
education or instruction provided by any four year public institution
of hi gher education.

(13) "D slocated forest product worker" shall nean a forest
products worker who: (a)(i) Has been term nated or received notice of
termnation fromenploynent and is unlikely to return to enploynent in
the individual's principal occupation or previous industry because of
a dimnishing demand for his or her skills in that occupation or
industry; or (ii) is self-enployed and has been di splaced fromhis or
her business because of the dimnishing demand for the business'
services or goods; and (b) at the time of l|ast separation from
enpl oynent, resided in or was enployed in a rural natural resources
i npact area.

(14) "Forest products worker" shall nmean a worker in the forest
products industries affected by the reduction of forest fiber

enhancenment, transportation, or production. The workers included
within this definition shall be determ ned by the enploynent security
departnent, but shall 1include workers enployed in the industries

assigned the major group standard industrial classification codes "24"
and "26" and the industries involved in the harvesting and nmanagenent
of logs, transportation of |ogs and wood products, processing of wood
products, and the manufacturing and distribution of wood processing and
| oggi ng equi pnent. The conm ssioner my adopt rules further
interpreting these definitions. For the purposes of this subsection,
"standard industrial classification code" nmeans the code identified in
RCW 50. 29. 025( 3) .

(15) "D slocated salnon fishing worker" means a finfish products
wor ker  who: (a)(i) Has been termnated or received notice of
termnation fromenploynent and is unlikely to return to enploynent in
the individual's principal occupation or previous industry because of
a dimnishing demand for his or her skills in that occupation or
industry; or (ii) is self-enployed and has been di splaced fromhis or
her business because of the dimnishing demand for the business's

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services or goods; and (b) at the time of l|ast separation from
enpl oynent, resided in or was enployed in a rural natural resources
i npact area.

(16) "Salnon fishing worker" neans a worker in the finfish industry

affected by 1994 or future salnon disasters. The workers included
within this definition shall be determ ned by the enploynent security
departnent, but shall include workers enployed in the industries

involved in the comrercial and recreational harvesting of finfish
i ncl udi ng buying and processing finfish. The comm ssioner may adopt
rules further interpreting these definitions.

(17) "Rural natural resources inpact area" neans:

(a) A nonnetropolitan county, as defined by the 1990 decenni al
census, that neets three of the five criteria set forth in subsection
(18) of this section;

(b) A nonnetropolitan county with a popul ation of less than forty
thousand in the 1990 decennial census, that neets two of the five
criteria as set forth in subsection (18) of this section; or

(c) A nonurbani zed area, as defined by the 1990 decenni al census,
that is located in a netropolitan county that neets three of the five
criteria set forth in subsection (18) of this section.

(18) For the purposes of designating rural natural resources inpact
areas, the following criteria shall be considered:

(a) A lunmber and wood products enploynment |ocation quotient at or
above the state average;

(b) A commercial salnon fishing enpl oynent |ocation quotient at or
above the state average;

(c) Projected or actual direct |unber and wood products job | osses
of one hundred positions or nore;

(d) Projected or actual direct commercial salnon fishing job | osses
of one hundred positions or nore; and

(e) An unenploynent rate twenty percent or nore above the state
average. The counties that neet these criteria shall be determ ned by
the enpl oynent security departnment for the nost recent year for which

data is avail able. For the purposes of admnistration of progranms
under this chapter, the United States post office five-digit zip code
delivery areas wll be wused to determne residence status for

eligibility purposes. For the purpose of this definition, a zip code
delivery area of which any part is ten mles or nore from an urbanized

area i s considered nonurbanized. A zip code totally surrounded by zip
codes qualifying as nonurbanized under this definition is also
consi dered nonurbani zed. The office of financial nmanagenent shall nake
available a zip code Ilisting of the areas to all agencies and
or gani zati ons providing services under this chapter.

(19) "Applied baccal aureate degree" neans a baccal aureate degree
awar ded by a col |l ege under RCW 28B. 50. 810 for successful conpletion of
a program of study that is:

(a) Specifically designed for individuals who hold an associ ate of
applied science degree, or its equivalent, in order to maximze
application of their technical course credits toward the baccal aureate
degree; and

(b) Based on a curriculum that incorporates both theoretical and
appl i ed knowl edge and skills in a specific technical field.

(20) "Qualified institutions of higher education"” neans:

(a) Washington public community and technical coll eges;

(b) Private career schools that are nenbers of an accrediting
association recognized by rule of the higher education coordinating
board for the purposes of chapter 28B.92 RCW and

(c) Washington state apprenticeship and training council-approved
apprenticeshi p prograns.
