Sec. 1. RCWH50.44.040 and 1977 ex.s. ¢ 292 s 17 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

The term "enploynent” as used in RCW 50.44.010, 50.44.020, and
50. 44. 030 shall not include service perforned:

(1) In the enploy of (a) a church or convention or association of
churches, or (b) an organization which is operated primrily for
religious purposes and which is operated, supervised, controlled, or
principally supported by a church or convention or association of
churches; however, the enployer shall notify its enpl oyees as required
by section 2 of this act; or

(2) By a duly ordained, conmm ssioned, or licensed mnister of a
church in the exercise of his mnistry or by a nenber of a religious
order in the exercise of duties required by such order; or

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 50.44 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A church or convention or association of churches, or an
organi zation which is operated primarily for religious purposes and
whi ch is operated, supervised, controlled, or principally supported by
a church or convention or association of churches shall inform each
i ndividual performng services exenpt from "enploynent"” under RCW
50.44.040(1) that the individual my not be eligible to receive
unenpl oynent benefits based on such services. The enpl oyer shall
provide a witten notice of this exclusion to the individual at the
time of hire. The enpl oyer shall display a poster giving notice of
this exclusion in a conspicuous place. The enployer's conpliance with
these notice requirenents shall not affect an individual's eligibility
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for benefits. The enpl oynment security departnent shall
avai l abl e to enpl oyers w thout charge.
