RCW 36. 17. 020; creating new sections; and providing an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that an el ected county
prosecuting attorney functions as both a state officer in pursuing
crimnal cases on behalf of the state of Washington, and as a county
of ficer who acts as civil counsel for the county, and provi des services
to school districts and | esser taxing districts by statute.

The el ected prosecuting attorney's dual role as a state officer and
a county officer is reflected in various provisions of the state
Constitution and within state statute.

The legislature finds that the responsibilities and decisions
required of the elected prosecuting attorney are essentially the sane
in every county wthin Washington state, from a decision to seek the
death penalty in an aggravated nurder case, to the decision not to
prosecute but refer an offender to drug court; from a decision to
pursue child rape charges based solely upon the testinony of the child,
to a decision to divert juvenile offenders out of the justice system
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Therefore, the legislature finds that elected prosecuting attorneys
need to exercise the same level of skill and expertise in the |east
popul ous county as in the nost popul ous county.

The legislature finds that the salary of the elected county
prosecuting attorney should be tied to that of a superior court judge.
This furthers the state's interests and responsibilities under the
state Constitution, and is consistent with the current practice of
several counties in Washington state, the practices of several other
states, and the national district attorneys' association national
st andar ds.

Sec. 2. RCW36.17.020 and 2001 ¢ 73 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

The county legislative authority of each county or a county
comm ssi oner or council nenber sal ary conm ssion which conforns with RCW
36.17.024 is authorized to establish the salaries of the elected

officials of the county. ((Grehali—eotthe salaryof each prosecuting
attorney—shal—be—patd—by—the—state-)) The state and county shal

contribute to the costs of the salary of the elected prosecuting
attorney as set forth in subsection (11) of this section.

Upon receipt of the state contri bution,
a county shall continue to contribute towards the salary of the el ected
prosecuting attorney in an anmpunt that equals or exceeds that
contributed by the county in 2008.
