Background:  The Manufactured/Mobile Home Landlord-Tenant Act (Act) provides the 
rights and duties of both landlords and tenants.  When a community governed by the Act is to 
be sold, the landlord must provide written notice of the sale by certified mail or personal 
delivery to the tenants, the tenant organization, the Office of Manufactured Housing, local 
governments, housing authorities, and the Housing Finance Commission.

The notice of sale must include a statement of the landlord's intent to sell and contact 
information for the landlord, or the landlord's agent, who is responsible for communicating 
with the community's tenant organization about the sale.

Summary of Bill:  Failure to comply strictly with the notice of sale provisions results in 
either the sale being void or the purchaser being required to continue the use of the property 
as a community for three years.
