NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. It istheintent of the legislature to allow
public technical colleges under the authority of the state board for
comunity and technical colleges to offer associate degrees that
prepare students for transfer to bachelor's degrees in professiona
fields, subject to rules adopted by the state board for comunity and
techni cal coll eges.

Sec. 2. RCW28B.50.020 and 2005 ¢ 258 s 7 are each anended to read
as follows:

The purpose of this chapter is to provide for the dramatically
i ncreasi ng nunber of students requiring high standards of education
either as a part of the continuing higher education program or for
occupational education and training, or for adult basic skills and
literacy education, by creating a new, independent system of community
and technical coll eges which wll:

(3) Provide for basic skills and Iliteracy education, and
occupational education and technical training at technical colleges in
order to prepare students for careers in a conpetitive workforce;

(5) Provide admnistration by state and |ocal boards which wll
avoi d unnecessary duplication of facilities or prograns; and which wl|
encourage efficiency in operation and creativity and inagination in
education, training, and service to neet the needs of the conmunity and
st udent s;

(6) Allowfor the growth, inprovenent, flexibility and nodification
of the community colleges and their education, training, and service
prograns as future needs occur; and

(7) Establish firmy that, except on a pilot basis as provided
under RCW 28B.

a dimnishing demand for his or her skills in that occupation or
industry; or (ii) is self-enployed and has been displaced fromhis or
her business because of the dimnishing demand for the business'
services or goods; and (b) at the time of l|ast separation from
enpl oynent, resided in or was enployed in a rural natural resources
i npact area.

(14) "Forest products worker" ((shalt)) neans a worker in the
forest products industries affected by the reduction of forest fiber
enhancenent, transportation, or production. The workers included
within this definition shall be determ ned by the enploynent security
departnent, but shall 1include workers enployed in the industries
assigned the major group standard industrial classification codes "24"
and "26" and the industries involved in the harvesting and managenent
of logs, transportation of |ogs and wood products, processing of wood
products, and the manufacturing and distribution of wood processi ng and
| oggi ng equi pnent. The comm ssioner nmay adopt rules further

a dimnishing demand for his or her skills in that occupation or
industry; or (ii) is self-enployed and has been displaced fromhis or
her business because of the dimnishing demand for the business's
services or goods; and (b) at the time of l|ast separation from
enpl oynent, resided in or was enployed in a rural natural resources
i npact area.

(16) "Salnon fishing worker" neans a worker in the finfish industry
affected by 1994 or future salnon disasters. The workers included
within this definition shall be determ ned by the enploynent security
departnent, but shall 1include workers enployed in the industries
involved in the comrercial and recreational harvesting of finfish
i ncl udi ng buying and processing finfish. The comm ssioner may adopt
rules further interpreting these definitions.

(17) "Rural natural resources inpact area" neans:

(a) A nonnetropolitan county, as defined by the 1990 decenni al
census, that neets three of the five criteria set forth in subsection
(18) of this section;

(b) A nonnetropolitan county with a population of less than forty
thousand in the 1990 decennial census, that neets two of the five
criteria as set forth in subsection (18) of this section; or

(c) A nonurbani zed area, as defined by the 1990 decenni al census,
that is located in a netropolitan county that neets three of the five
criteria set forth in subsection (18) of this section.

(18) For the purposes of designating rural natural resources inpact
areas, the followng criteria shall be considered:

(a) A lunmber and wood products enploynent |ocation quotient at or
above the state average;

(b) A comrercial salnmon fishing enploynent |ocation quotient at or
above the state average;

(c) Projected or actual direct |unber and wood products job | osses
of one hundred positions or nore;

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(d) Projected or actual direct conmercial salnon fishing job | osses
of one hundred positions or nore; and

(e) An unenploynent rate twenty percent or nore above the state
average. The counties that neet these criteria shall be determ ned by
the enpl oynent security departnent for the nost recent year for which
data is avail able. For the purposes of admnistration of prograns
under this chapter, the United States post office five-digit zip code
delivery areas wll be wused to determne residence status for
eligibility purposes. For the purpose of this definition, a zip code
delivery area of which any part is ten mles or nore from an urbani zed
area i s considered nonurbanized. A zip code totally surrounded by zip
codes qualifying as nonurbanized under this definition is also
consi dered nonurbani zed. The office of financial managenent shall nake
available a zip code listing of the areas to all agencies and
or gani zati ons providing services under this chapter.

(19) "Applied baccal aureate degree" nmeans a baccal aureate degree
awar ded by a col |l ege under RCW 28B. 50. 810 for successful conpletion of
a programof study that is:

(a) Specifically designed for individuals who hold an associ ate of
applied science degree, or its equivalent, in order to maximze
application of their technical course credits toward the baccal aureate
degree; and

(b) Based on a curriculum that incorporates both theoretical and
appl i ed knowl edge and skills in a specific technical field.

(20) "Qualified institutions of higher education"” neans:

(a) Washi ngton public community and technical coll eges;

(b) Private career schools that are nenbers of an accrediting
associ ation recognized by rule of the higher education coordinating
board for the purposes of chapter 28B. 92 RCW and

(c) Washington state apprenticeship and training council-approved
apprenticeshi p prograns.

(17) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, wmy offer
educational services on a contractual basis, charging tuition and fees
as set forth in chapter 28B. 15 RCW counting such enrollnents for state
fundi ng purposes, and may additionally charge a special supplenental
fee when necessary to cover the full instructional costs of such
services: PROVIDED, That such contracts shall be subject to review by
the state board for conmmunity and technical colleges and to such rules
as the state board may adopt for that purpose in order to assure that
the sum of the supplenental fee and the nornmal state funding shall not
exceed the projected total cost of offering the educational service:
PROVI DED FURTHER, That enrol |l nents generated by courses offered on the
basis of contracts requiring paynent of a share of the normal costs of
the course wll be discounted to the percentage provided by the
col | ege;

(18) Shall be authorized to pay dues to any associ ati on of trustees
that may be formed by the various boards of trustees; such association
may expend any or all of such funds to submt biennially, or nore often
if necessary, to the governor and to the |egislature, t he
recommendat i ons of the association regardi ng changes whi ch woul d af f ect
the efficiency of such associ ation;

(19) May participate in higher education centers and consortia that
involve any four-year public or independent college or university:
PROVI DED, That new degree prograns or off-canmpus prograns offered by a
four-year public or independent college or university in collaboration
wth a community or technical college are subject to approval by the
hi gher educati on coordi nati ng board under RCW28B. 76. 230; and

(20) Shall performany other duties and responsibilities inposed by
| aw or rule of the state board.
