AN ACT Relating to the enforcenent of certain school or playground
crosswal k viol ati ons; anmendi ng RCW 46. 61. 235, 46. 61. 245, 46. 61. 261, and
46. 61. 440; adding a new section to chapter 46.61 RCW prescribing
penal ti es; and providing an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW46.61.235 and 2000 ¢ 85 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The operator of an approaching vehicle shall stop and remain
stopped to all ow a pedestrian or bicycle to cross the roadway w thin an
unmar ked or marked crosswal k when the pedestrian or bicycle is upon or
within one | ane of the half of the roadway upon which the vehicle is
traveling or onto which it is turning. For purposes of this section
"hal f of the roadway" nmeans all traffic |lanes carrying traffic in one
direction of travel, and includes the entire width of a one-way
roadway.

(2) No pedestrian or bicycle shall suddenly | eave a curb or other
pl ace of safety and wal k, run, or otherw se nove into the path of a
vehicle whichis so close that it is inpossible for the driver to stop.
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(3) Subsection (1) of this section does not apply under the
conditions stated in RCW 46. 61. 240( 2) .

(4) VWenever any vehicle is stopped at a marked crosswal k or at any
unmar ked crosswal k at an intersection to permt a pedestrian or bicycle
to cross the roadway, the driver of any other vehicle approaching from
the rear shall not overtake and pass such stopped vehicle.

(5 (a) If a person is found to have commtted an infraction under
this_ section_wthin_a_school, playground, or_crosswalk speed_zone
created under RCW 46.61.440, the person nust be assessed a nonetary
penalty equal to twice the penalty assessed under RCW46.63.110. The
penalty may not be waived, reduced, or suspended.

(b) Fifty percent of the noneys collected under this subsection
nust be deposited into the school zone safety account.

Sec. 2. RCW46.61.245 and 1965 ex.s. ¢ 155 s 36 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

(1) Notw thstanding the foregoing provisions of this chapter every
driver of a vehicle shall exercise due care to avoid colliding with any
pedestrian upon any roadway and shall give warning by soundi ng the horn
when necessary and shall exercise proper precaution upon observing any
child or any obviously confused or incapacitated person upon a roadway.

(2)(a) If a person is found to have commtted an infraction under
this_ section_wthin_a_school, playground, or_crosswalk speed_zone
created under RCW 46.61.440, the person nust be assessed a nonetary
penalty equal to twice the penalty assessed under RCW46.63.110. The
penalty may not be waived, reduced, or suspended.

(b) Fifty percent of the noneys collected under this subsection
nust be deposited into the school zone safety account.

Sec. 3. RCW46.61.261 and 2000 ¢ 85 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The driver of a vehicle shall yield the right-of-way to any
pedestrian or bicycle on a sidewalk. The rider of a bicycle shall
yield the right-of-way to a pedestrian on a sidewal k or crosswal k.

(2)(a) If a person is found to have commtted an infraction under
this section within_ a_school, playground, or_ crosswalk speed_ zone
created under RCW 46.61.440, the person nust be assessed a nonetary

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penalty equal to twice the penalty assessed under RCW46.63.110. The
penalty may not be waived, reduced, or suspended.

(b) Fifty percent of the noneys collected under this subsection
nmust be deposited into the school zone safety account.

Sec. 4. RCWA46.61.440 and 2003 ¢ 192 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Subject to RCW 46.61.400(1), and except in those instances
where a lower maximum |lawful speed is provided by this chapter or
otherwse, it shall be unlawful for the operator of any vehicle to
operate the sanme at a speed in excess of twenty mles per hour when
operating any vehicle upon a highway either inside or outside an
i ncorporated city or town when passing any marked school or playground
crosswal k when such marked crosswalk is fully posted wth standard
school speed limt signs or standard pl ayground speed limt signs. The
speed zone at the crosswal k shall extend three hundred feet in either
direction fromthe marked crosswal k.

(2) A county or incorporated city or town may create a school or
pl ayground speed zone on a highway bordering a marked school or
pl ayground, in which zone it is unlawful for a person to operate a
vehicle at a speed in excess of twenty mles per hour. The school or
pl ayground speed zone may extend three hundred feet fromthe border of
t he school or playground property; however, the speed zone may only
i nclude area consistent with active school or playground use.

(3) A person found to have commtted any infraction relating to
speed restrictions within a school or playground speed zone shall be
assessed a nonetary penalty equal to tw ce the penalty assessed under
RCW 46. 63.110. This penalty may not be wai ved, reduced, or suspended.

(4) School districts may erect signs that conply with the uniform
state standards adopted_and _designated by the departnent _ of
transportation under RCW 47.36.030, informng_ notorists of the
increased nonetary penalties assessed for violations of RCW46.61. 235,
46. 61. 245, or 46.61.261 within a school, playground, or crosswal k speed
zone created under subsection (1) or (2) of this section.

(5) The school zone safety account is created in the custody of the
state treasurer. Fifty percent of the noneys collected under
subsection (3) of this section and the_ noneys collected under RCW
46.61.235(5), 46.61.245(2), or 46.61.261(2) shall be deposited into the
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account . Expenditures from the account nmay be wused only by the
Washington traffic safety comm ssion solely to fund projects in |ocal
communities to i nprove school zone safety, pupil transportation safety,
and student safety in school bus | oading and unl oading areas. Only the
director of the traffic safety conm ssion or the director's designee
may aut horize expenditures fromthe account. The account is subject to
al |l ot ment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is
required for expenditures until July 1, 1999, after which date nobneys
in the account may be spent only after appropriation.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A new section is added to chapter 46.61 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A crossing guard who is eighteen years of age or older and
observes a viol ation of RCW46. 61. 235(5), 46.61.245(2), or 46.61.261(2)
may prepare a witten report on a formprovided by the state patrol or
another |law enforcenent agency indicating that a violation has
occurred. A crossing guard or school official may deliver the report
to a law enforcenent officer of the state, county, or nmunicipality in
whi ch the violation occurred, but not nore than seventy-two hours after
the violation occurred. The crossing guard nust include in the report
the time and location at which the violation occurred, the vehicle
license plate nunber, and a description of the vehicle involved in the
vi ol ati on.

(2) The law enforcenent officer may initiate an investigation of
the reported violation after receiving the report described in
subsection (1) of this section by contacting the owner of the notor
vehicle involved in the reported violation and requesting the owner to
supply information identifying the driver. |If, after an investigation,
the law enforcenent officer is able to identify the driver and has
reasonable <cause to believe a violation of RCW 46.61.235(5),
46. 61. 245(2), or 46.61.261(2) has occurred, the | aw enforcenent officer
shall prepare a notice of traffic infraction and have it served upon
the driver of the vehicle.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. This act takes effect July 1, 2010.
