AN ACT Relating to <changing the tineline for the state
conprehensi ve plan for workforce training and education; and anendi ng
RCW 28C. 18. 080.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28C. 18.080 and 1997 ¢ 369 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) ((Fhe—state—conprehensitve—plan—for—workloree—tratning—and
edueatton—shat-—be —updated —every —two —years—and —presented—to—the
governor—and—the—appropratetegistattvepobey—conmttees—)) The board
shal|l develop a state conprehensive plan for workforce training and
education for a ten-year tine period. The board shall submt the ten-
year state conprehensive plan_to_the governor and the_ appropriate
legislative policy conmmttees. Every four years by Decenber 1st,
begi nning Decenber 1, 2012, the board shall submt an update of the
ten-year state conprehensive plan for workforce training and education
to the governor and the appropriate legislative policy commttees.
Follow ng public hearings, the Ilegislature shall, by concurrent
resol ution, approve or recommend changes to the initial plan and the
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updates. The plan shall then becone the state's workforce training
policy unless legislationis enacted to alter the policies set forth in
t he pl an.

(2) The conprehensive plan shall include workforce training role
and mssion statenents for the workforce devel opnent prograns of
operating agencies represented on the board and sufficient specificity
regardi ng expected actions by the operating agencies to allow themto
carry out actions consistent with the conprehensive plan.

(3) Operating agencies represented on the board shall have
operating plans for their workforce developnent efforts that are
consistent with the conprehensive plan and that provide detail on
i npl ementation steps they will take to carry out their responsibilities
under the plan. Each operating agency represented on the board shal
provi de an annual progress report to the board.

(4) The conprehensive plan shall include recommendations to the
| egislature and the governor on the nodification, consolidation,
initiation, or elimnation of workforce training and educati on prograns
in the state.

(5) The conprehensive plan shall address how the state's workforce
devel opment system wll neet the needs of enployers hiring for
i ndustrial projects of statew de significance.

(6) The board shall report to the appropriate |egislative policy
comm ttees by Decenber 1st of each year on its progress in inplenmenting
t he conprehensive plan and on the progress of the operating agencies in
meeting their obligations under the plan.
