29 No person charged with any offense against the law shall be
30 punished for such offense, unless he or she shall have been duly and
31 legally convicted thereof in a court having competent jurisdiction of
32 the case and of the person.

33 Sec. 1002.  RCW 10.01.060 and 1951 c 52 s 1 are each amended to
34 read as follows:
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 1 No person informed against or indicted for a crime shall be
 2 convicted thereof, unless by admitting the truth of the charge in his
 3 or her plea, by confession in open court, or by the verdict of a jury,
 4 accepted and recorded by the court:  PROVIDED HOWEVER, That except in
 5 capital cases, where the person informed against or indicted for a
 6 crime is represented by counsel, such person may, with the assent of
 7 the court, waive trial by jury and submit to trial by the court.

 8 Sec. 1003.  RCW 10.01.120 and Code 1881 s 1136 are each amended to
 9 read as follows:
10 Whenever a prisoner has been sentenced to death, the governor shall
11 have power to commute such sentence to imprisonment for life at hard
12 labor; and in all cases in which the governor is authorized to grant
13 pardons or commute sentence of death, he or she may, upon the petition
14 of the person convicted, commute a sentence or grant a pardon, upon
15 such conditions, and with such restrictions, and under such limitations
16 as he or she may think proper; and he or she may issue his or her
17 warrant to all proper officers to carry into effect such pardon or
18 commutation, which warrant shall be obeyed and executed, instead of the
19 sentence, if any, which was originally given.  The governor may also,
20 on good cause shown, grant respites or reprieves from time to time as
21 he or she may think proper.

24 No allowance of mileage shall be made to a juror or witness who has
25 not verified his or her claim of mileage under oath before the clerk of
26 the court on which he or she is in attendance.

RCW 10.01.150 and 1999 c 163 s 6 are each amended to
28 read as follows:
29 Whenever a state officer or employee is charged with a criminal
30 offense arising out of the performance of an official act which was
31 fully in conformity with established written rules, policies, and
32 guidelines of the state or state agency, the employing agency may
33 request the attorney general to defend the officer or employee.  If the
34 agency finds, and the attorney general concurs, that the officer's or
35 employee's conduct was fully in accordance with established written

 1 rules, policies, and guidelines of the state or a state agency and the
 2 act performed was within the scope of employment, then the request
 3 shall be granted and the costs of defense shall be paid by the
 4 requesting agency:  PROVIDED, HOWEVER, If the agency head is the person
 5 charged, then approval must be obtained from both the attorney general
 6 and the state auditor.  If the court finds that the officer or employee
 7 was performing an official act, or was within the scope of employment,
 8 and that his or her actions were in conformity with the established
 9 rules, regulations, policies, and guidelines of the state and the state
10 agency, the cost of any monetary fine assessed shall be paid from the
11 liability account.

14 (1) A defendant sentenced to pay a fine or costs who defaults in
15 the payment thereof or of any installment is in contempt of court as
16 provided in chapter 7.21 RCW.  The court may issue a warrant of arrest
17 for his or her appearance.
18 (2) When a fine or assessment of costs is imposed on a corporation
19 or unincorporated association, it is the duty of the person authorized
20 to make disbursement from the assets of the corporation or association
21 to pay the fine or costs from those assets, and his or her failure to
22 do so may be held to be contempt.
23 (3) If a term of imprisonment for contempt for nonpayment of a fine
24 or costs is ordered, the term of imprisonment shall be set forth in the
25 commitment order, and shall not exceed one day for each twenty-five
26 dollars of the fine or costs, thirty days if the fine or assessment of
27 costs was imposed upon conviction of a violation or misdemeanor, or one
28 year in any other case, whichever is the shorter period.  A person
29 committed for nonpayment of a fine or costs shall be given credit
30 toward payment for each day of imprisonment at the rate specified in
31 the commitment order.
32 (4) If it appears to the satisfaction of the court that the default
33 in the payment of a fine or costs is not contempt, the court may enter
34 an order allowing the defendant additional time for payment, reducing
35 the amount thereof or of each installment or revoking the fine or costs
36 or the unpaid portion thereof in whole or in part.
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 1 (5) A default in the payment of a fine or costs or any installment
 2 thereof may be collected by any means authorized by law for the
 3 enforcement of a judgment.  The levy of execution for the collection of
 4 a  fine  or  costs  shall  not  discharge  a  defendant  committed  to
 5 imprisonment for contempt until the amount of the fine or costs has
 6 actually been collected.

 7 Sec. 1007.  RCW 10.04.110 and 1987 c 202 s 153 are each amended to
 8 read as follows:
 9 In all cases of conviction, unless otherwise provided in this
10 chapter, the judge shall enter judgment for the fine and costs against
11 the defendant, and may commit him or her to jail until the amount of
12 such fine and costs owing are paid, or the payment thereof be secured
13 as provided by RCW 10.04.120.  The amount of such fine and costs owing
14 shall be computed as provided for superior court cases in RCW 10.82.030
15 and 10.82.040.  Further proceedings therein shall be had as in like
16 cases  in  the  superior  court:  PROVIDED,  That  all  fees,  fines,
17 forfeitures and penalties collected or assessed by a district court
18 because of the violation of a state law shall be remitted as provided
19 in chapter 3.62 RCW as now exists or is later amended.

26 sentence to pay the costs of the prosecution.  If the appellant shall
27 fail to enter and prosecute his or her appeal he or she shall be
28 defaulted of his or her recognizance, if any was taken, and the
29 superior court may award sentence against him or her for the offense
30 whereof he or she was convicted in like manner as if he or she had been
31 convicted thereof in that court; and if he or she be not then in
32 custody process may be issued to bring him or her into court to receive
33 sentence.

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 1 If it should appear upon the whole examination that no offense has
 2 been committed, or that there is not probable cause for charging the
 3 defendant with an offense, he or she shall be discharged, and if in the
 4 opinion of the magistrate, the complaint was malicious, or without
 5 probable cause, and there was no reasonable ground therefor, the costs
 6 shall be taxed against the party making the complaint.

 9 It shall be the duty of the prosecuting attorney of the proper
10 county to inquire into and make full examination of all the facts and
11 circumstances connected with any case of preliminary examination, as
12 provided by law, touching the commission of any offense wherein the
13 offender shall be committed to jail, or become recognized or held to
14 bail; and if the prosecuting attorney shall determine in any such case
15 that an information ought not to be filed, he or she shall make,
16 subscribe, and file with the clerk of the court a statement in writing
17 containing his or her reasons, in fact and in law, for not filing an
18 information in such case, and such statement shall be filed at and
19 during the session of court at which the offender shall be held for his
20 or her  appearance:  PROVIDED, That in such case such court may examine

23 statement, the prosecuting attorney shall be directed by the court to
24 file the proper information and bring the case to trial.

34 When any minor is a material witness, any other person may be
35 allowed to recognize for the appearance of such witness, or the

 2 minor in a sum not exceeding fifty dollars which shall be valid and
 3 binding in law, notwithstanding the disability of minority.

 4 Sec. 1013.  RCW 10.19.040 and Code 1881 s 1034 are each amended to
 5 read as follows:
 6 Any officer authorized to execute a warrant in a criminal action,
 7 may take the recognizance and justify and approve the bail; he or she
 8 may administer an oath and examine the bail as to its sufficiency.

 9 Sec. 1014.  RCW 10.19.060 and Code 1881 s 1035 are each amended to
10 read as follows:
11 Every recognizance taken by any peace officer must be certified by
12 him or her forthwith to the clerk of the court to which the defendant
13 is recognized.  The clerk must thereupon record the recognizance in the
14 order book, and, from the time of filing, it has the same effect as if
15 taken in open court.

16 Sec. 1015.  RCW 10.22.010 and 2008 c 276 s 308 are each amended to
17 read as follows:
18 When a defendant is prosecuted in a criminal action for a
19 misdemeanor, other than a violation of RCW 9A.48.105, for which the
20 person injured by the act constituting the offense has a remedy by a
21 civil action, the offense may be compromised as provided in RCW
22 10.22.020, except when it was committed:
23 (1) By or upon an officer while in the execution of the duties of
24 his or her office;

29 10.99.020.

 9 structure or tree in question to permit the political subdivision, at
10 its own expense, to install, operate, and maintain thereon such markers
11 and lights as may be necessary to indicate to flyers the presence of an
12 airport hazard.
