Sec. 1. RCWB86.12.037 and 1921 ¢ 185 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

No action shall be brought or naintai ned agai nst any county, city,
diking district, or flood control zone district when_acting alone or
when acting jointly wwth any other county, city, or flood control zone
district under any law, or any of its or their agents, officers, or
enpl oyees, for any noncontractual acts or om ssions of such county or
counties, city or cities, diking district or districts, flood contro
zone district or districts, or any of its or their agents, officers, or
enpl oyees, relating to the inprovenent, protection, regulation, and
control for flood prevention and navi gati on purposes of any river or
its tributaries and the beds, banks, and waters thereof: PROVI DED,
That nothing contained in this section shall apply to or affect any
action now pendi ng or begun prior to the passage of this section.
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Sec. 2. RCW86.15.080 and 1983 ¢ 315 s 13 are each anended to read
as follows:

A zone or participating zone may:

(1) Exercise all the powers and inmmunities vested in a county for
fl ood water or storm water control purposes under the provisions of
chapters 86.12, 86.13, 36.89, and 36.94 RCW PROVI DED, That in
exerci sing such powers, all actions shall be taken in the nane of the
zone and title to all property or property rights shall vest in the
zone;

(2) Plan, construct, acquire, repair, maintain, and operate all
necessary equi pnent, facilities, inprovenents, and works to control
conserve, and renove flood waters and storm waters and to otherw se
carry out the purposes of this chapter including, but not limted to,
protection of the quality of water sources;

(3) Take action necessary to protect life and property within the
district from flood water damage, including in_the_ context of an
enmergency, as_defined in_ RCW 38.52.010, wusing_ covered volunteer
energency workers, as_defined in RCW 38.52.010_ and_38.52.180(5) (a),
subject to and in accordance with the terns of RCW 38.52. 180

(4) Control, conserve, retain, reclaim and renove flood waters and
stormwaters, including waters of | akes and ponds within the district,
and di spose of the sane for beneficial or useful purposes under such
ternms and conditions as the board may deem appropriate, subject to the
acquisition by the board of appropriate water rights in accordance with
t he statutes;

(5) Acquire necessary property, property rights, facilities, and
equi pnent necessary to the purposes of the zone by purchase, gift, or
condemmat i on: PROVI DED, That property of municipal corporations may
not be acquired w thout the consent of such nunicipal corporation;

(6) Sue and be sued in the nanme of the zone;

(7) Acquire or reclaimlands when incidental to the purposes of the
zone and di spose of such | ands as are surplus to the needs of the zone
in the manner provided for the disposal of county property in chapter
36. 34 RCW

(8) Cooperate with or join with the state of Wshington, United
States, another state, any agency, corporation or political subdivision
of the United States or any state, Canada, or any private corporation
or individual for the purposes of this chapter;

(9) Accept funds or property by |loan, grant, gift or otherw se from
the United States, the state of Washington, or any other public or
private source;

(10) Renove debris, logs, or other material which may inpede the
orderly flow of waters in streans or water courses: PROVI DED, That
such material shall becone property of the zone and nay be sold for the
purpose of recovering the cost of renoval: PROVI DED FURTHER, That
val uable material or mnerals renmoved from public |ands shall remain
the property of the state,

(11) Provide grant funds to political subdivisions of the state
that are located wthin the boundaries of the zone, so long as the use
of the grant funds is wthin the purposes authorized under this

chapter.
