BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The purpose of this act is to pronote
w despread access to legal and public information materials produced by
the statute law commttee in both digital and print formats while
responding to a changing marketplace where sale of paper copies no
| onger supports the printing of copies intended for free distribution.

The | egislature finds that web-based access to these materials has
becone the nost popular and efficient nethod of access by the public,
state agencies and | ocal governnents, and the |legal comunity and that
permanent public access to these web-based materials shall be
mai nt ai ned and preserved. The statute |aw conmttee shall also nmake it
a priority to provide reasonably priced print alternatives to the
public, state agencies and | ocal governnents, and libraries.

The legislature intends that the statute law commttee have
additional discretion to distribute its publications using the nost

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 1.08 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Current digital copies of the Revised Code of Washington, the
Washi ngton Adm nistrative Code, the Washington State Register, and the
session laws of the Washington state |egislature shall be maintained
and made freely available for permanent public access on the code
reviser or legislative web site. All historical digital copies added
to the web site shall be nmade freely available for permanent public
access.

The statute |law conm ttee shall provide digital authentication for
any publication in a digital format that is declared official, if in
the discretion of the commttee such authentication does not interfere
wi th public access.

Sec. 4. RCW34.05.210 and 2007 c 456 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) (a) The code reviser shall cause the Washi ngton Adm nistrative
Code to be conpiled, indexed by subject, and published. All current,
permanently effective rules of each agency shall be published in the

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Washi ngton Adm nistrative Code. Conpilations shall be suppl enented or
revised as often as necessary and at least annually in a form
conpatible with the main conpilation.

(b) The statute law committee, in its discretion, nay publish the
official copy of the WAshington Adnm nistrative Code in a digital formt
on the code reviser or legislative web site.

(c) The_code_reviser shall provide a_ paper_ copy of the entire
Washi ngton Adm nistrative Code or any section or sections of the code
upon request. The code reviser may charge a mnimal fee sufficient to
cover costs of printing and nailing the paper copy.

(d) The code reviser shall provide a limted nunber of free paper
copies of the_ Washington_ Admnistrative Code_ to_libraries_ or
institutions on request for access and archival purposes.

(2) Subject to the provisions of this chapter, the code reviser
shal |l prescribe a uniform nunbering system form and style for all
proposed and adopted rul es.

(3) The code reviser shall publish a register setting forth the
text of all rules filed during the appropriate register publication
peri od.

(4) The code reviser may omit fromthe register or the conpilation,
rules that would be wunduly cunbersone, expensive, or otherw se
i nexpedient to publish, if such rules are made available in printed or
processed form on application to the adopting agency, and if the
regi ster or conpilation contains a notice stating the general subject
matter of the rules so omtted and stating how copies thereof may be
obt ai ned.

(5) The code reviser may edit and revise rules for publication,
codi fication, and conpil ation, w thout changi ng the nmeani ng of any such
rule.

(6) Wien a rule, in whole or in part, is declared invalid and
unconstitutional by a court of final appeal, the adopting agency shal
give notice to that effect in the register. Wth the consent of the
attorney general, the code reviser may renove obsolete rules or parts
of rules fromthe Washi ngton Adm ni strative Code when

(a) The rules are declared unconstitutional by a court of final
appeal ; or

(b) The adopting agency ceases to exist and the rules are not
transferred by statute to a successor agency.

(2) Surplus ((eeptes)) paper sets of the session | aws shall be sold
and delivered by the statute | aw commttee, in which case the price of
t he ((beund—velures)) paper sets shall be sufficient to cover costs.

Al'l noney received from ((the)) sale of the session |laws ((sets))
shall be paidinto the statute | aw comm ttee publications account.

((68Y)) (3) The statute law commttee may exchange session | aw sets
for simlar laws or |legal materials of other states, territories, and
governnents, and make such other distribution of the sets as in its
j udgnment seens proper.

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(4)(a) The statute law commttee, in its discretion, may publish
the official copy of the session laws in a digital format on the code
reviser or leqgislative web site.

(b) The code reviser shall provide_ a paper copy of any individua
session law or the conpiled session_laws of any session upon request.
The code reviser may charge a mninmal fee sufficient to cover costs of

printing and mailing the paper copy.

Sec. 6. RCW44.20.050 and 2006 ¢ 46 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

When all of the acts of any session of the |egislature and
initiative neasures enacted by the people since the next preceding
session have been certified to the statute law conmttee, the code
revi ser enployed by the statute |law committee shall nake the proper
headi ngs and i ndex of such acts or |laws and, after such work has been
conpleted, the statute law comm ttee shall have published ((anrd—beund))
on the code reviser or legislative web site within seventy-five days
after final adjournnment of the legislature for that year and publish as
many ((eeptes)) paper sets as deened necessary by the commttee of such
acts and | aws, with such headi ngs and i ndexes, and such other nmatter as

may be deened essential, including a title page show ng the session at
whi ch such acts were passed, the date of convening and adj our nnment of
the session, and any other mtter deened proper, including a

certificate by the secretary of state of such referendum measures as
may have been enacted by the people since the next precedi ng session.
