AN ACT Relating to the departnent of social and health services
authority with regard to sem-secure and secure crisis residential
centers and HOPE centers; and anending RCW 74.13.032, 74.15.220, and
74.15. 255.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW74.13.032 and 2009 ¢ 520 s 53 are each anended to read
as foll ows:

(1) The departnent shall establish, through perfornmance-based
contracts with private or public vendors, regional crisis residential
centers with sem-secure facilities. These facilities shall Dbe

structured group care facilities licensed under rules adopted by the
departnment and shall have an average of at least four adult staff
menbers and in no event less than three adult staff nmenbers to every
ei ght children

(2) Wthin available funds appropriated for this purpose, the
departnent shall establish, through performance-based contracts wth
private or public vendors, regional crisis residential centers wth
secure facilities. These facilities shall be facilities |icensed under
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rules adopted by the departnment. These centers may al so i nclude sem -
secure facilities and to such extent shall be subject to subsection (1)
of this section.

(3) The departnent shall, in additionto the facilities established
under subsections (1) and (2) of this section, establish additiona
crisis residential centers pursuant to perfornmance-based contracts with
licensed private group care facilities.

(4) The departnent is authorized to allow contracting entities to
include a conbination of secure or sem-Secure crisis_ residential
centers as_defined in RCW 13. 32A. 030 and/or HOPE centers pursuant to
RCW 74.15.220 in the sane building or structure. The departnent shal
permt the colocation of these centers only if the entity operating the
facility agrees to designate a particular_nunber of beds to each type
of center that is located within the building or structure.

(5 The staff at the facilities established under this section
shall be trained so that they may effectively counsel juveniles
admtted to the centers, provide treatnent, supervision, and structure
to the juveniles that recognize the need for support and the varying
ci rcunstances that cause children to |eave their famlies, and carry
out t he responsibilities stated in RCW  13. 32A. 090. The
responsibilities stated in RCW 13. 32A. 090 may, in any of the centers,
be carried out by the departnent.

((65))) (B6) The secure facilities located within crisis residential
centers shall be operated to conform with the definition in RCW
13.32A.030. The facilities shall have an average of no | ess than one
adult staff nenber to every ten children. The staffing ratio shal
continue to ensure the safety of the children.

((66))) (7) If a secure crisis residential center is located in or
adj acent to a secure juvenile detention facility, the center shall be
operated in a manner that prevents in-person contact between the
residents of the center and the persons held in such facility.

Sec. 2. RCW74.15.220 and 1999 ¢ 267 s 12 are each anended to read
as follows:

The secretary shall establish HOPE centers that provide no nore
t han seventy-five beds across the state and may establish HOPE centers
by contract, within funds appropriated by the | egislature specifically
for this purpose. HOPE centers shall be operated in a manner to

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reasonably assure that street youth placed there will not run away.
Street youth may | eave a HOPE center during the course of the day to
attend school or other necessary appointnments, but the street youth
must be acconpani ed by an adm ni strator or an adm ni strator's desi gnee.
The street youth nust provide the admnistration wth specific
information regarding his or her destination and expected tine of
return to the HOPE center. Any street youth who runs away from a HOPE
center shall not be readmtted unless specifically authorized by the
street youth's placenent and |iaison specialist, and the placenent and
Iiaison specialist shall docunment with specific factual findings an
appropriate basis for readmtting any street youth to a HOPE center
HOPE centers are required to have the foll ow ng:

(1) Alicense issued by the secretary;

(2) A professional with a master's degree in counseling, social
work, or related field and at | east one year of experience working with
street youth or a bachelor of arts degree in social work or a rel ated
field and five years of experience working with street youth. This
prof essi onal staff person may be contractual or a part-tine enpl oyee,
but nust be available to work with street youth in a HOPE center at a
ratio of one to every fifteen youth staying in a HOPE center. This
prof essional shall be known as a placenent and |iaison specialist
Pref erence shall be given to those professionals cross-credentialed in
mental health and chem cal dependency. The placenent and 1liaison
speci al i st shall

(a) Conduct an assessnent of the street youth that includes a
determ nation of the street youth's | egal status regarding residential
pl acenent ;

(b) Facilitate the street youth's return to his or her legally
authorized residence at the wearliest possible date or initiate
processes to arrange legally authorized appropriate placenent. Any
street youth who nay neet the definition of dependent child under RCW
13.34.030 nust be referred to the departnent. The departnent shall
determ ne whet her a dependency petition should be filed under chapter
13.34 RCW A shelter care hearing nust be held within seventy-two
hours to authorize out-of-honme placenent for any youth the departnent
determ nes is appropriate for out-of-hone placenent under chapter 13. 34
RCW Al of the provisions of chapter 13.32A RCWnust be followed for
children in need of services or at-risk youth;

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(c) Interface wth other rel evant resources and system
representatives to secure long-term residential placenent and other
needed services for the street youth;

(d) Be assigned i mediately to each youth and neet with the youth
wi thin eight hours of the youth receiving HOPE center services;

(e) Facilitate a physical exam nation of any street youth who has
not seen a physician wthin one year prior to residence at a HOPE
center and facilitate evaluation by a county-designated nental health
prof essional, a chem cal dependency specialist, or both if appropriate;
and

(f) Arrange an educational assessnent to nmeasure the street youth's
conpetency level in reading, witing, and basic mathenmatics, and that
will nmeasure | earning disabilities or special needs;

(3) Staff trained in developnment needs of street youth as
determned by the secretary, including an admnistrator who is a
professional with a master's degree in counseling, social work, or a
related field and at | east one year of experience working with street
yout h, or a bachelor of arts degree in social work or a related field
and five years of experience working with street youth, who nust work
with the placenent and |iaison specialist to provide appropriate
services on site;

(4) A data collection system that neasures outcones for the
popul ati on served, and enabl es research and eval uati on that can be used
for future program devel opnment and service delivery. Data collection
systenms nust have confidentiality rules and protocols devel oped by the
secretary;

(5) Notification requirenents that neet the notification
requi rements of chapter 13.32A RCW The youth's arrival date and tine
must be logged at intake by HOPE center staff. The staff nust
imredi ately notify law enforcenent and dependency caseworkers if a
street youth runs away froma HOPE center. A child may be transferred
to a secure facility as defined in RCW 13.32A. 030 whenever the staff
reasonably believes that a street youth is likely to | eave the HOPE
center and not return after full consideration of the factors set forth
in RCW 13.32A.130(2)(a) (i) and (ii). The street youth's tenporary
pl acement in the HOPE center nust be authorized by the court or the
secretary if the youth is a dependent of the state under chapter 13. 34
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RCWor the departnment is responsible for the youth under chapter 13.32A
RCW or by the youth's parent or |egal custodian, until such tinme as
the parent can retrieve the youth who is returning to hone;

(6) HOPE centers nust identify to the departnment any street youth
it serves who is not returning pronptly to hone. The departnent then
nmust contact the m ssing children's clearinghouse identified in chapter
13.60 RCW and either report the youth's location or report that the
youth is the subject of a dependency action and the parent should
receive notice fromthe departnent;

(7) Services that provide counseling and education to the street

of HOPE center beds and responsible living skills programs ((+n

Sec. 3. RCW74.15. 255 and 2010 ¢ 289 s 10 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1)(a) Wthin_available funds appropriated for this purpose, the
departnent shall contract for a continuum of short-termstabilization
services pursuant to RCW 13.32A 030 and_74.15. 220. The depart nment
shall collaborate with service providers in a nanner that allows secure
and_seni -secure_crisis_residential centers and HOPE centers_to_ be
| ocated in a geographically representative manner and to facilitate the
coordination_of services provided for_ youth by such_prograns. To
achieve_ efficiencies and_increase_ utilization, the_ departnent shall
allow the colocation of these centers in_the same building or
structure, except that a youth nay not be placed in a secure facility
or the secure portion of a colocated facility except as specifically
aut horized by chapter 13.32A RCW The_ departnent shall allow the
colocation of these centers only if the entity operating the facility
agrees to designate a particular nunber of beds to each type of center
that is located within the building or structure. The beds so
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desi gnated nust be used only to serve the eligible youth in the program

or center for which they are desi gnat ed.

(b) The departnent shall adopt rules to allow the licensing of
colocated facilities that include any conbi nation of secure or sem -

secure crisis residential centers as defined in RCW13. 32A. 030, or HCPE

centers as defined in RCW 74.15.020. Such rules may provide for

flexible paynent structures, center specific_ licensing waivers, or
other appropriate nethods to_ increase_ utilization_ and__provide
flexibility, while continuing to neet the statutory goals of the
progranms. The rules shall provide that a condition of being |licensed
as a colocated facility is that the contracting entity nust designate
a particular nunber of beds in the colocated facility to each type of
center that is located within the building or structure. The beds so
desi gnated nust be used only to serve the eligible youth in the program
or center for which they are desi gnat ed.

(2) The departnent shall require that to be Iicensed or continue to
be licensed as a secure or sem -secure crisis residential center or
HOPE center that the center has on staff, or otherw se has access to,
a person who has been trained to work with the needs of sexually
exploited children. For purposes of this ((seetienr)) subsection,
"sexually exploited child" neans that person as defined in RCW
13. 32A. 030(17).
