Both addresses will be disclosed in response to requests
for disclosure from courts, |aw enforcenment agencies, or governnent
entities with enforcenent, investigative, or taxing authority and only
for use in the normal course of conducting their business.

If a list of registered and | egal owners of notor vehicles is used
for any purpose other than that authorized in this section, the
manuf act urer, gover nnent al agency, commer ci al parking conpany,
aut horized agent, contractor, financial institution, toll facility
operator, or their authorized agents or contractors responsi ble for the
unaut hori zed di scl osure or use wll be denied further access to such
i nformati on by the departnent of |icensing.

Sec. 804. RCW46.44.0915 and 2011 ¢ 115 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) (a) Except as provided in (b) of this subsection, the departnent
of transportation, with respect to state highways maintained within
port district property, may, at the request of a port comm ssion, make
and enter into agreenents wth port districts and adjacent
jurisdictions or agencies of the districts, for the purpose of
identifying, managing, and maintaining short heavy haul industrial
corridors within port district property for the novenent of overwei ght
seal ed containers used in international trade.

(b) The departnment of transportation shall designate that portion
of state route nunber 97 fromthe Canadi an border to m | epost 331.12 as
a heavy haul industrial corridor for the novenent of overweight
vehicles to and fromthe Oroville rail head. The departnment may issue
special permts to vehicles operating in the heavy haul industria
corridor to carry weight in excess of weight limts established in RCW
46. 44. 041, but not to exceed a gross vehicle weight of 139, 994 pounds.
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(2) Except as provided in subsection (1)(b) of this section, the
departnment may issue special permts to vehicles operating in a heavy
haul industrial corridor to carry weight in excess of weight limts
established in RCW46.44.041. However, the excess weight on a single
axl e, tandem axle, or any axle group nust not exceed that allowed by
RCW 46.44.091 (1) and (2), weight per tire nmust not exceed six hundred
pounds per inch width of tire, and gross vehicle wei ght nust not exceed
one hundred five thousand five hundred pounds.

(3) The entity operating or hiring vehicles under subsection (1)(b)
of this section or noving overweight sealed containers wused in
international trade nust pay a fee for each special permt of one
hundred doll ars per nonth or one thousand dollars annually, begi nning
fromthe date of issue, for all novenents under the special permt mde
on state highways within a heavy haul industrial corridor. Wthin a
port district property, under no circunstances are the for hire
carriers or rail custoners responsible for the purchase or cost of the
permts. Al funds collected, except the anount retained by authorized
agents of the departnent under RCW 46. 44. 096, nust be forwarded to the
state treasurer and deposited in the notor vehicle fund.

(4) For purposes of this section, an overweight seal ed container
used in international trade, including its contents, is considered
nondi vi si bl e when transported within a heavy haul industrial corridor
defined by the departnent.

(5 Any agreenent entered into by the departnent as authorized
under this section with a port district adjacent to Puget Sound and
| ocated within a county that has a population of nore than seven
hundred thousand, but Iless than one mllion, nust Iimt the
applicability of any established heavy haul corridor to that portion of
state route no. 509 beginning at mlepost 0.25 in the vicinity of East
"D Street and ending at mlepost 3.88 in the vicinity of Taylor Way.
For the 2011-2013 fiscal biennium the Ilimt for any established heavy
haul _corridor established pursuant to_this_subsection_(5)_ nust_be
within that portion of state route nunber 509 beginning at mlepost
0.25 in the vicinity of East 'D Street and ending at mlepost 5.7 in
the vicinity of Norpoint WAy Nort heast.

(6) The departnent of transportation nay adopt reasonable rules to
i npl emrent this section.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 805. A new section is added to chapter 72.09
RCWto read as foll ows:

Prior to connection of the WAashi ngton correction center in Shelton
to the city water systemand consistent with Article I, section 40 of
the state Constitution, the departnent nust reinburse the state patrol
hi ghway account created in RCW 46. 68. 030 for any expenses incurred by
t he Washi ngton state patrol for the departnment's share of the cost to
construct a water line to the Washington state patrol's Shelton acadeny
as identified in this act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 806. |If funding is provided in the 2012
suppl enent al omi bus capital appropriations act for nore than
$2,047,000, for the purposes of constructing a water line to the
Washi ngton state patrol's Shelton acadeny, section 805 of this act is
nul I and voi d.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 901. If any provision of this act or its
application to any person or circunstance is held invalid, the
remai nder of the act or the application of the provision to other
persons or circunstances is not affected.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 902. Except for sections 701 through 713, 805,
and 806 of this act, this act is necessary for the i1imediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.

Section 102(9), pages 4-5, Ofice of Financial Minagenent

Section 604, page 93, Washington State Patrol

These provisos require the Ofice of the Chief Information Oficer
(OCIO and the Washington State Patrol to conduct a technical review
of the State Patrol's conversion to narrowbandi ng. Fundi ng was not
provided in either proviso, and review of the narrowbandi ng project
has al ready been done by external entities. For these reasons, | have
vet oed Section 102(9) and Secti on 604.

Section 212(2), page 28, Departnent of Transportation

This proviso directs the Departnent to provide a report about a
possi bl e nove of the Aviation Division fromArlington to O ynpia, and
states that this nove cannot occur unless approved by the Legislature
during the 2013 session. A financial analysis has already been
conpleted that identifies savings by noving the Aviation D vision
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office to a state-owned buil ding. For this reason, | have vetoed
Section 212(2).

Section 216(7), page 35, Departnent of Transportation

Thi s proviso requires the Secretary of the Departnent of
Transportation, upon the request of a county, to reduce the maxi mum
speed |limts on a state highway in proximty to a state university
research and extension center. As highway safety remains one of ny
top transportation concerns, | have instructed the Departnent to work
wth the affected counties identified in this proviso by June 30,
2012. Nevert hel ess, for safety reasons, state highway speed limts
shoul d be managed in a consistent manner at the state level. For this
reason, | have vetoed Section 216(7).

Section 602(4), page 91, Departnent of Transportation
This proviso requires that the Departnment of Transportation's 2013-15

bi enni al budget submttal include a three percent reduction in
wor kforce in Information Technology, Program Delivery Mnagenent,
Adm ni stration and  Support, and Planning and Research. The

Departnent believes it is nore appropriate that the budget be inforned
by wor kl oad needs, federal planning requirenents and other nanagenent
responsi bilities, which are balanced against project delivery
expectations and available resources. The proviso also inposes a
managenent-to-staffing ratio on the Departnent's admnistrative
operating prograns. These prograns require a higher-than-average
concentration of managers as they provide statew de managenent and
oversight of the highways construction program and other core
prograns. Therefore, it is not appropriate to i npose a managenent-t o-
staffing ratio on these prograns. For these reasons, | have vetoed
Section 602(4), and instructed the Departnent to continue to find
efficiencies and nmake reductions in its admnistrative overhead this
bi ennium and in the 2013-15 biennial budget submttal. For this
reason, | have vetoed Section 602(4).

Section 717, page 98, Conditionally Additive Appropriations

This proviso ties the appropriation of additional transportation
funding in sections 702, 705, 708, 710, 711(2), 712, and 713 to the
passage of Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 6455, which did not pass.
In order to preserve the appropriations, |I have vetoed Section 717.

Wth the exception of Sections 102(9), 604, 212(2), 216(7), 602(4) and
717, Engrossed Substitute House Bill 2190 is approved.”
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
