39. 10. 420, 39.10.450, 39.10.460, and 43. 131. 408.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW39.10.420 and 2009 ¢ 75 s 7 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The follow ng public bodies are authorized to use the job order
contracting procedure:

(a) The departnent of ((general—admnistration)) enterprise
servi ces;

(b) The ((Yniversity—ofWashingten)) state universities, regiona

uni versities, and The Evergreen State Col |l ege;

(c) ((\VWashingten—State—Unrversity)) Sound transit (central Puget
Sound reqgional transit authority);

(d) Every city with a popul ation greater than seventy thousand and
any public authority chartered by such city under RCW35. 21. 730 t hrough
35. 21. 755;

(e) Every county with a popul ation greater than four hundred fifty
t housand,;
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(f) Every port district wwth total revenues greater than fifteen
mllion dollars per year;

(g) Every public utility district with revenues from energy sal es
greater than twenty-three mllion dollars per year

(h) Every school district; and

(i) The state ferry system

(2)(a) The departnment of ((general—admnistration)) enterprise
services may issue job order contract work orders for Washington state
par ks departnment projects.

(b) The departnent of ((general—admnistration)) enterprise
services, the University of Washi ngton, and WAashington State University
may issue job order contract work orders for the state regional
uni versities and The Evergreen State Col | ege.

(3) Public bodies may use a job order contract for public works
projects when a determnation is nmade that the use of job order
contracts will benefit the public by providing an effective neans of
reducing the total lead-tinme and cost for the construction of public
wor ks projects for repair and renovation required at public facilities
through the use of unit price books and work orders by elimnating
time-consum ng, costly aspects of the traditional public works process,
whi ch require separate contracting actions for each small project.

Sec. 2. RCW 39. 10. 450 and 2007 c¢c 494 s 404 are each anended to
read as foll ows:
(1) The maxi mum dollar anmount for a work order is three hundred

fifty thousand doll ars. ((Fer—each{ob—order—contract—publiecbodies

(2) All work orders issued for the sane project shall be treated as
a single work order for purposes of the dollar Iimt on work orders.

(3) No nore than twenty percent of the dollar value of a work order
may consi st of itens of work not contained in the unit price book.

(4) Any new permanent, enclosed buil ding space constructed under a
wor k order shall not exceed two thousand gross square feet.

(5 A public body may issue no work orders under a job order
contract until it has approved, in consultation with the office of
mnority and wonen's business enterprises or the equivalent |ocal
agency, a plan prepared by the job order contractor that equitably
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spreads certified wonen and m nority business enterprise subcontracting
opportunities, to the extent permtted by the Washington state civi
rights act, RCW49. 60. 400, anong the vari ous subcontract disciplines.

(6) For purposes of chapters 39.08, 39.12, 39.76, and 60.28 RCW
each work order issued shall be treated as a separate contract. The
alternate filing provisions of RCW 39.12.040(2) apply to each work
order that otherwise neets the eligibility requirenents of RCW
39.12. 040(2).

(7) The job order contract shall not be used for the procurenent of
architectural or engineering services not associated with specific work
orders. Architectural and engineering services shall be procured in
accordance wth RCW39. 80. 040.

Sec. 3. RCW39.10.460 and 2007 c 494 s 405 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

Each year, a public body shall provide to the board the foll ow ng
informati on for each job order contract ((at—the—endof—eachcontract
year)) for the period July 1st through June 30th:

(1) Alist of work orders issued;

(2) The cost of each work order;

(3) Alist of subcontractors hired under each work order;

(4) If requested by the board, a copy of the intent to pay
prevailing wage and the affidavit of wages paid for each work order
subcontract; and

(5) Any other information requested by the board.
