AN ACT Relating to street rod and custom vehicles; anendi ng RCW
46. 16A. 060, 46.12.560, and 46.37.518; adding new sections to chapter
46.04 RCW adding new sections to chapter 46.12 RCW adding a new
section to chapter 46.16A RCW adding a new section to chapter 46.37
RCW repealing RCW46. 04. 3815, 46.04.571, 46.12.705, and 46. 12. 710; and
provi ding an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 46.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

"Street rod vehicle" neans a notor vehicle that:

(1) Is a 1948 or older vehicle or the vehicle was manufactured
after 1948 to resenbl e a vehicl e manufactured before 1949; and

(2) Has alterations to one or nore of the mjor conponent parts
listed in RCW 46.80. 010 that change the appearance or performance of
the vehicle from the original manufacturer's design or has a body
constructed fromnonoriginal materials.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 46.12 RCW
to read as foll ows:

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(1) Waen applying for a certificate of title for a street rod
vehicle for the first tine, the owner of the street rod vehicle nust:

(a) Submt a certification that the street rod vehicle:

(1) WII be maintained for occasional transportation, exhibitions,

(i) WII not be used for general daily transportation; and

(b) Provide a certificate of vehicle inspection as required under
RCW 46. 12. 560( 4) .

(2) The nodel year and the year of manufacture that are |isted on
the certificate of title of a street rod vehicle nust be the nodel year
and year of manufacture that the body of the street rod vehicle
resenbl es.

(3) The presence of nodern equi prnent including, but not limted to,
brakes, engines, or seat belts, or the presence of optional equipnent
referenced in RCW 46.37.518, on a street rod vehicle does not
invalidate the year of manufacture on the certificate of title.

(4) A street rod vehicle nust be registered under RCW 46. 18. 220.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 46.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

"Custom vehi cl e" neans any notor vehicle that:

(1) Is at least thirty years old and of a nodel year after 1948 or
was manufactured to resenble a vehicle at least thirty years old and of
a nodel year after 1948; and

(2) Has alterations to one or nore of the mjor conponent parts
listed in RCW 46. 80. 010 that change the appearance or performance of
the vehicle from the original manufacturer's design or has a body
constructed fromnonoriginal materials.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 46.12 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) When applying for a certificate of title for a custom vehicle
for the first time, the owner of the customvehicle nust:

(a) Submt a certification that the custom vehicl e:

(1) WII be maintained for occasional transportation, exhibitions,
club activities, parades, tours, and sim |l ar uses; and

(i) WII not be used for general daily transportation; and
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(b) Provide a certificate of vehicle inspection as required under
RCW 46. 12. 560( 4) .

(2) The nodel year and the year of manufacture that are |listed on
the certificate of title of a custom vehicle nust be the nodel year and
year of manufacture that the body of the customvehicle resenbles.

(3) The presence of nodern equi prent including, but not limted to,
brakes, engines, or seat belts, or the presence of optional equipnent
referenced in RCW 46.37.518, on a customvehicle does not invalidate
the year of manufacture on the certificate of title.

(4) A customvehicle nmust be regi stered under RCW46. 18. 220.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A newsectionis added to chapter 46.16A RCW
to read as foll ows:

A vehicle registration issued to a street rod or custom vehicle
under this chapter need not be an initial vehicle registration for that
vehi cl e.

Sec. 6. RCW46.16A. 060 and 2010 ¢ 161 s 406 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The departnment, county auditor or other agent, or subagent
appointed by the director may not issue or renew a notor vehicle
regi stration or change the regi stered owner of a registered vehicle for
any notor vehicle required to be inspected under chapter 70.120 RCW
unl ess the application for issuance or renewal is: (a) Acconpani ed by
a valid certificate of conpliance or a valid certificate of acceptance
issued as required under chapter 70.120 RCW or (b) exenpt, as
described in subsection (2) of this section. The certificates nust
have a date of validation that is wthin twelve nonths of the assigned
regi stration renewal date. Certificates for fleet or owner tested
di esel vehicles may have a date of validation that is within twelve
nmont hs of the assigned registration renewal date.

(2) The following notor vehicles are exenpt from em ssion test
requirenents:

(a) Motor vehicles that are less than five years old or nore than
twenty-five years ol d;

(b) Motor vehicles that are a 2009 nodel year or newer;

(c) Mdtor vehicles powered exclusively by electricity, propane,
conpressed natural gas, or liquid petroleumgas;
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(d) Modtorcycles as defined i n RCW46. 04. 330 and notor-driven cycl es
as defined i n RCW 46. 04. 332;

(e) Farmvehicles as defined i n RCW 46. 04. 181;

(f) Street rod _vehicles as defined in section 1 of this act_ and
custom vehicles as defined in section 3 of this act;

(g) Used vehicles that are offered for sale by a notor vehicle
deal er |icensed under chapter 46.70 RCW

((e0)) (h) Cdasses of notor vehicles exenpted by the director of
t he departnent of ecol ogy; and

((h)) () Hybrid notor vehicles that obtain a rating by the
environnmental protection agency of at least fifty mles per gallon of
gas during city driving. For purposes of this section, a hybrid notor
vehicle is one that uses propul sion units powered by both electricity
and gas.

(3) The departnment of ecology shall provide information to notor
vehi cl e owners:

(a) Regarding the boundaries of em ssion contributing areas and
restrictions established under this section that apply to vehicles
regi stered in such areas; and

(b) On the relationship between notor vehicles and air pollution
and steps notor vehicle owners should take to reduce notor vehicle
related air pollution.

(4) The departnent of |icensing shall

(a) Notify all registered notor vehicle owners affected by the
em ssion testing programthat they nust have an em ssion test to renew
their registration

(b) Adopt rules inplenenting and enforcing this section, except for
subsection (2)(e) of this section, as specified in chapter 34.05 RCW

(5 A notor vehicle may not be registered, |eased, rented, or sold
for use in the state, starting with the nodel year as provided in RCW
70. 120A. 010, unl ess the vehicle:

(a) Has seven thousand five hundred mles or nore; or

(b)(i) Is consistent with the vehicle em ssion standards and carbon
di oxi de equival ent em ssion standards adopted by the departnent of
ecol ogy; and

(ii) Has a California certification label for all emssion
standards, and carbon di oxi de equi val ent em ssion standards necessary
to neet fleet average requirenents.
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(6) The departnent of licensing, in consultation wth the
departnent of ecology, may adopt rules necessary to inplenent this
section and may provide for reasonable exenptions to these
requi renents. The departnment of ecology nay exenpt public safety
vehicles from neeting the standards where the departnment finds that
vehi cl es necessary to neet the needs of public safety agencies are not
ot herwi se reasonably avail abl e.

(1) (a) Before accepting an application for a certificate of title,
the departnent, county auditor or other agent, or subagent appointed by
the director shall require an applicant to provide a certificate of
vehicl e inspection conpleted by the Washington state patrol or other
aut hori zed i nspector if the vehicle:

(i) Was declared a total |oss or sal vage vehicle under the | aws of
this state;

(i1) Has been rebuilt after the certificate of title was returned
to the departnent under RCW 46. 12. 600 and the vehicle was not kept by
the registered owner at the time of the vehicle's destruction or
declaration as a total |oss; or

(iti) I's presented with docunents from anot her state show ng that
the vehicle was a total |oss or salvage vehicle and has not been
reissued a valid registration certificate from that state after the
declaration of total |oss or sal vage.

(b) A vehicle presented for inspection nust have all danaged nmj or
conponent parts replaced or repaired to neet all requirenments in | aw
and rul e before the Washi ngton state patrol will inspect the vehicle.
The inspection nust verify that the vehicle identification nunber is
genui ne and agrees with the nunber shown on the certificate of title
and registration certificate.

(c) A Washington state patrol vehicle identification nunber
specialist nust ensure that all major conponent parts used for the
reconstruction of a salvage or rebuilt vehicle were obtained | egally,
and nust securely attach a marking at the driver's door l|atch pillar
indicating the vehicle was previously destroyed or declared a total
| oss. It is a class C felony for a person to renove the marking

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indicating that the vehicle was previously destroyed or declared a
total |oss.

(2) A person presenting a vehicle for inspection under subsection
(1) of this section must provide original invoices for new and used
parts from

(a) A vendor that is registered with the departnent of revenue or
a conparabl e agency in the jurisdiction where the maj or conponent parts
were purchased for the collection of retail sales or use taxes. The
i nvoi ces nust incl ude:

(1) The nanme and address of the business;

(1i) Adescription of the part or parts sold;

(ti1) The date of sale; and

(iv) The anmount of sale to include all taxes paid unless exenpted
by the departnment of revenue or a conparabl e agency in the jurisdiction
where the maj or conponent parts were purchased;

(b) A vehicle wecker licensed under chapter 46.80 RCW or a
conpar abl e business in the jurisdiction outside Washi ngton state where
the maj or conponent part was purchased; and

(c) Private individuals. The private individual nust have the
certificate of title to the vehicle where the parts were taken from
unl ess the parts were obtained from a parts car((—as—defHned+n—RSW
46.-04-3815-)) owned by a collector. Bills of sale for parts nust be
notari zed and i ncl ude:

(1) The nanes and addresses of the sellers and purchasers;

(11) Adescription of the vehicle and the part or parts being sold,
i ncludi ng the make, nodel, year, and identification or serial nunber;

(ti1) The date of sale; and

(1v) The purchase price of the vehicle part or parts.

(3) A person presenting a vehicle for inspection under this section
who is unable to provide an acceptable rel ease of interest or proof of
ownership for a vehicle or major conponent part as described in this
section shall apply for an ownership in doubt application described in
RCW 46. 12. 680.

(4)(a) Before accepting an application for a certificate of title,
the departnent, county auditor or other agent, or subagent appointed by
the director shall require an applicant to provide a certificate of
vehi cl e inspection conpleted by the WAshington state patrol or other

for the first tinme as:

(i) Assenbl ed;

(ii) Gider kit;

(ii1) Honmenmade;

(tv) Kit vehicle;

(v) Street rod vehicle; ((er))

(vi) Customvehicle; or

(vii) Subject to ownership in doubt under RCWA46. 12. 680.

(b) The inspection nust verify that the vehicle identification
nunber is genuine and agrees with the nunber shown on the certificate
of title and registration certificate.

(5)(a) Before accepting an application for a certificate of title,
the departnent, county auditor or other agent, or subagent appointed by
the director shall require an applicant to provide a certificate of
vehi cl e inspection conpleted by the WAshington state patrol when the
application is for a vehicle with a vehicle identification nunber that
has been:

(1) Altered;

(ii1) Defaced;

(iii) Cbliterated;

(iv) Ormitted;

(v) Renoved; or

(vi) QG herw se absent.

(b) The application nust include paynent of the fee required in RCW
46. 17. 135.

(c) The Washington state patrol shall assign a new vehicle
identification nunber to the vehicle and place or stanp the new nunber
i n a conspicuous position on the vehicle.

(d) The departnent shall use the new vehicle identification nunber
assigned by the Washington state patrol as the official vehicle
identification nunber assigned to the vehicle.

(6) The departnent nay adopt rules as necessary to inplenent this
section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. A new section is added to chapter 46.37 RCW
to read as foll ows:
A street rod or custom vehicle may use blue dot taillights for stop
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| anps, rear turning indicator |anps, rear hazard |anps, and rear
refl ectors. For the purposes of this section, "blue dot taillight"
means a red lanmp installed in the rear of a notor vehicle containing a
bl ue or purple insert that is not nore than one inch in dianeter.

Sec. 9. RCW46.37.518 and 1996 ¢ 225 s 12 are each anended to read
as follows:

Not wi t hst andi ng the requirenments of this chapter, hoods and bunpers
are optional equipnment on street rod((s)) vehicles, custom vehicles,
and kit vehicles. Street rod((s)) vehicles, customvehicles, and kit
vehicles nmust conply with fender requirenments under RCW 46. 37.500(2)
and the wi ndshield requirenment of RCW46. 37.410(1).

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. The followng acts or parts of acts are
each repeal ed:
