 1 AN ACT Relating to the reduction of metal theft; amending RCW
 2 9A.48.100, 9A.56.030, 9A.56.040, 19.290.010, 19.290.020, 19.290.030,
 3 19.290.040, 19.290.050, 19.290.060, 19.290.070, 19.290.090, 18.235.020,
 4 and 43.24.150; reenacting and amending RCW 9.94A.515; adding new
 5 sections to chapter 19.290 RCW; adding a new section to chapter 36.28A
 6 RCW; adding new sections to chapter 43.43 RCW; creating new sections;
 7 prescribing penalties; and providing an effective date.

 8 BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

 9 Sec. 1.  RCW 9A.48.100 and 1984 c 273 s 4 are each amended to read
10 as follows:
11 For the purposes of RCW 9A.48.070 through 9A.48.090 inclusive:
12 (1) "Physical damage", in addition to its ordinary meaning, shall
13 include the total or partial alteration, damage, obliteration, or
14 erasure of records, information, data, computer programs, or their
15 computer representations, which are recorded for use in computers or
16 the impairment, interruption, or interference with the use of such
17 records, information, data, or computer programs, or the impairment,
18 interruption, or interference with the use of any computer or services
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 1 provided by computers.  "Physical damage" also includes any diminution
 2 in the value of any property as the consequence of an act and the cost
 3 to repair any physical damage;
 4 (2) If more than one item of property is physically damaged as a
 5 result of a common scheme or plan by a person and the physical damage
 6 to the property would, when considered separately, constitute mischief
 7 in the third degree because of value, then the value of the damages may
 8 be aggregated in one count.  If the sum of the value of all the
 9 physical damages exceeds two hundred fifty dollars, the defendant may
10 be charged with and convicted of malicious mischief in the second
11 degree.

12 Sec. 2.  RCW 9A.56.030 and 2012 c 233 s 2 are each amended to read
13 as follows:
14 (1) A person is guilty of theft in the first degree if he or she
15 commits theft of:
16 (a) Property or services which exceed(s) five thousand dollars in
17 value other than a firearm as defined in RCW 9.41.010;
18 (b) Property of any value, other than a firearm as defined in RCW
19 9.41.010 or a motor vehicle, taken from the person of another;
20 (c) A search and rescue dog, as defined in RCW 9.91.175, while the
21 search and rescue dog is on duty; or
22 (d) Commercial metal ((wire, taken from a public service company,
23 as defined in RCW 80.04.010, or a consumer-owned utility, as defined in
24 RCW 19.280.020,)) property, nonferrous metal property, or private metal
25 property, as those terms are defined in RCW 19.290.010, and the costs
26 of the damage to the ((public service company's or consumer-owned
27 utility's)) owner's property exceed five thousand dollars in value.
28 (2) Theft in the first degree is a class B felony.

29 Sec. 3.  RCW 9A.56.040 and 2012 c 233 s 3 are each amended to read
30 as follows:
31 (1) A person is guilty of theft in the second degree if he or she
32 commits theft of:
33 (a) Property or services which exceed(s) seven hundred fifty
34 dollars in value but does not exceed five thousand dollars in value,
35 other than a firearm as defined in RCW 9.41.010 or a motor vehicle;
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 1 (b) A public record, writing, or instrument kept, filed, or
 2 deposited according to law with or in the keeping of any public office
 3 or public servant;
 4 (c) Commercial metal ((wire, taken from a public service company,
 5 as defined in RCW 80.04.010, or a consumer-owned utility, as defined in
 6 RCW 19.280.020,)) property, nonferrous metal property, or private metal
 7 property, as those terms are defined in RCW 19.290.010, and the costs
 8 of the damage to the ((public service company's or consumer-owned
 9 utility's)) owner's property exceed seven hundred fifty dollars but
10 does not exceed five thousand dollars in value; or
11 (d) An access device.
12 (2) Theft in the second degree is a class C felony.

13 Sec. 4.  RCW 19.290.010 and 2008 c 233 s 1 are each amended to read
14 as follows:
15 The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
16 unless the context clearly requires otherwise.
17 (1) "Commercial account" means a relationship between a scrap metal
18 business and a commercial enterprise that is ongoing and properly
19 documented under RCW 19.290.030.
20 (2) "Commercial enterprise" means a corporation, partnership,
21 limited  liability  company,  association,  state  agency,  political
22 subdivision of the state, public corporation, or any other legal or
23 commercial entity.
24 (3) "Commercial metal property" means:  Utility access covers;
25 street light poles and fixtures; road and bridge guardrails; highway or
26 street signs; water meter covers; traffic directional and control
27 signs; traffic light signals; any metal property marked with the name
28 of a commercial enterprise, including but not limited to a telephone,
29 commercial mobile radio services, cable, electric, water, natural gas,
30 or  other  utility,  or  railroad;  unused  or  undamaged  building
31 construction materials consisting of copper pipe, tubing, or wiring, or
32 aluminum wire, siding, downspouts, or gutters; aluminum or stainless
33 steel fence panels made from one inch tubing, forty-two inches high
34 with four-inch gaps; aluminum decking, bleachers, or risers; historical
35 markers;  statue  plaques;  grave  markers  and  funeral  vases;  or
36 agricultural irrigation wheels, sprinkler heads, and pipes.
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 1 (4) "Nonferrous metal property" means metal property for which the
 2 value of the metal property is derived from the property's content of
 3 copper, brass, aluminum, bronze, lead, zinc, nickel, and their alloys.
 4 "Nonferrous metal property" does not include precious metals.
 5 (5) "Precious metals" means gold, silver, and platinum.
 6 (6) "Private metal property" means catalytic converters, either
 7 singly or in bundles, bales, or bulk, that have been removed from
 8 vehicles for sale as a specific commodity.
 9 (7) "Record" means a paper, electronic, or other method of storing
10 information.
11 (8) "Scrap metal business" means a scrap metal supplier, scrap
12 metal ((recycling center)) recycler, and scrap metal processor.
13 (9) "Scrap metal processor" means a person with a current business
14 license that conducts business from a permanent location, that is
15 engaged in the business of purchasing or receiving private metal
16 property, nonferrous metal property, and commercial metal property for
17 the purpose of altering the metal in preparation for its use as
18 feedstock in the manufacture of new products, and that maintains a
19 hydraulic bailer, shearing device, or shredding device for recycling.
20 (10) "Scrap metal ((recycling center)) recycler" means a person
21 with a current business license that is engaged in the business of
22 purchasing or receiving private metal property, nonferrous metal
23 property, and commercial metal property for the purpose of aggregation
24 and sale to another scrap metal business and that maintains a fixed
25 place of business within the state.
26 (11) "Scrap metal supplier" means a person with a current business
27 license that is engaged in the business of purchasing or receiving
28 private metal property or nonferrous metal property for the purpose of
29 aggregation and sale to a scrap metal ((recycling center)) recycler or
30 scrap metal processor and that does not maintain a fixed business
31 location in the state.
32 (12) "Transaction" means a pledge, or the purchase of, or the trade
33 of any item of private metal property or nonferrous metal property by
34 a  scrap  metal  business  from  a  member  of  the  general  public.
35 "Transaction" does not include donations or the purchase or receipt of
36 private metal property or nonferrous metal property by a scrap metal
37 business from a commercial enterprise, from another scrap metal
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 1 business, or from a duly authorized employee or agent of the commercial
 2 enterprise or scrap metal business.
 3 (13) "Engage in business" means conducting more than twelve
 4 transactions in a twelve-month period.
 5 (14) "Person" means an individual, domestic or foreign corporation,
 6 limited  liability  corporation,  partnership,  trust,  unincorporated
 7 association, or other entity; an affiliate or associate of any such
 8 person; or any two or more persons acting as a partnership, syndicate,
 9 or other group for the purpose of acquiring, holding, or dispersing of
10 securities of a domestic or foreign corporation.

11 Sec. 5.  RCW 19.290.020 and 2008 c 233 s 2 are each amended to read
12 as follows:
13 (1) At the time of a transaction, every scrap metal business doing
14 business in this state shall produce wherever that business is
15 conducted an accurate and legible record of each transaction involving
16 private metal property or nonferrous metal property.  This record must
17 be written in the English language, documented on a standardized form
18 or in electronic form, and contain the following information:
19 (a) The signature of the person with whom the transaction is made;
20 (b) The time, date, location, and value of the transaction;
21 (c) The name of the employee representing the scrap metal business
22 in the transaction;
23 (d) The name, street address, and telephone number of the person
24 with whom the transaction is made;
25 (e) The license plate number and state of issuance of the license
26 plate on the motor vehicle used to deliver the private metal property
27 or nonferrous metal property subject to the transaction;
28 (f) A description of the motor vehicle used to deliver the private
29 metal property or nonferrous metal property subject to the transaction;
30 (g) The current driver's license number or other government-issued
31 picture identification card number of the seller or a copy of the
32 seller's government-issued picture identification card; and
33 (h) A description of the predominant types of private metal
34 property or nonferrous metal property subject to the transaction,
35 ((including  the  property's  classification  code  as  provided  in))
36 utilizing  the  institute  of  scrap  recycling  industries'  ((scrap
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 1 specifications circular, 2006)) generally accepted terminology, and
 2 including weight, quantity, or volume.
 3 (2) For every transaction that involves private metal property or
 4 nonferrous metal property, every scrap metal business doing business in
 5 the state shall require the person with whom a transaction is being
 6 made to sign a declaration.  The declaration may be included as part of
 7 the transactional record required under subsection (1) of this section,
 8 or on a receipt for the transaction.  The declaration must state
 9 substantially the following:
10 "I, the undersigned, affirm under penalty of law that the property
11 that is subject to this transaction is not to the best of my knowledge
12 stolen property."
13 The declaration must be signed and dated by the person with whom
14 the transaction is being made.  An employee of the scrap metal business
15 must witness the signing and dating of the declaration and sign the
16 declaration accordingly before any transaction may be consummated.
17 (3) The record and declaration required under this section must be
18 open to the inspection of any commissioned law enforcement officer of
19 the state or any of its political subdivisions at all times during the
20 ordinary hours of business, or at reasonable times if ordinary hours of
21 business are not kept, and must be maintained wherever that business is
22 conducted for ((one)) five years following the date of the transaction.

23 Sec. 6.  RCW 19.290.030 and 2008 c 233 s 3 are each amended to read
24 as follows:
25 (1) No scrap metal business may enter into a transaction to
26 purchase or receive private metal property or nonferrous metal property
27 from any person who cannot produce at least one piece of current
28 government-issued picture identification, including a valid driver's
29 license or identification card issued by any state.
30 (2) No scrap metal business may purchase or receive private metal
31 property or commercial metal property unless the seller:  (a) Has a
32 commercial account with the scrap metal business; (b) can prove
33 ownership of the property by producing written documentation that the
34 seller is the owner of the property; or (c) can produce written
35 documentation that the seller is an employee or agent authorized to
36 sell the property on behalf of a commercial enterprise.
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 1 (3) No scrap metal business may enter into a transaction to
 2 purchase or receive metallic wire that was burned in whole or in part
 3 to remove insulation unless the seller can produce written proof to the
 4 scrap metal business that the wire was lawfully burned.
 5 (4)(a)  No  transaction  involving  private  metal  property  or
 6 nonferrous metal property ((valued at greater than thirty dollars)) may
 7 be made in cash or with any person who does not provide a street
 8 address under the requirements of RCW 19.290.020 except as described in
 9 (b) of this subsection.  ((For transactions valued at greater than
10 thirty dollars,)) The person with whom the transaction is being made
11 may only be paid by a nontransferable check, mailed by the scrap metal
12 business to a street address provided under RCW 19.290.020, no earlier
13 than ((ten)) three days after the transaction was made.  A transaction
14 occurs  on  the  date  provided  in  the  record  required  under  RCW
15 19.290.020.
16 (b) A scrap metal business that is in compliance with this chapter
17 that  digitally  captures:  (i)  A  copy  of  one  piece  of  current
18 government-issued picture identification, including a current driver's
19 license or identification card issued by any state and (ii) either a
20 picture or video of either the material subject to the transaction in
21 the form received or the material subject to the transaction within the
22 vehicle which the material was transported to the scrap metal business,
23 may pay up to a maximum of thirty dollars in cash, stored value device,
24 or electronic funds transfer.  The balance of the value of the
25 transaction may be made by nontransferable check, stored value device,
26 or electronic funds transfer at the time the transaction is made.  A
27 scrap metal business's usage of video surveillance shall be sufficient
28 to comply with this subsection (4)(b)(ii) as long as the video captures
29 the material subject to the transaction.  A digital image or picture
30 taken under this subsection must be available for two years from the
31 date of transaction, while a video recording must be available for
32 thirty days.
33 (5) No scrap metal business may purchase or receive beer kegs from
34 anyone except a manufacturer of beer kegs or licensed brewery.

35 Sec. 7.  RCW 19.290.040 and 2008 c 233 s 4 are each amended to read
36 as follows:
37 (1) Every scrap metal business must create and maintain a permanent
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 1 record with a commercial enterprise, including another scrap metal
 2 business, in order to establish a commercial account.  That record, at
 3 a minimum, must include the following information:
 4 (a) The full name of the commercial enterprise or commercial
 5 account;
 6 (b) The business address and telephone number of the commercial
 7 enterprise or commercial account; and
 8 (c) The full name of the person employed by the commercial
 9 enterprise who is authorized to deliver private metal property,
10 nonferrous metal property, and commercial metal property to the scrap
11 metal business.
12 (2) The record maintained by a scrap metal business for a
13 commercial account must document every purchase or receipt of private
14 metal  property,  nonferrous  metal  property,  and  commercial  metal
15 property from the commercial enterprise.  The record must be maintained
16 for three years following the date of the transfer or receipt.  The
17 documentation must include, at a minimum, the following information:
18 (a) The time, date, and value of the property being purchased or
19 received;
20 (b) A description of the predominant types of property being
21 purchased or received; and
22 (c) The signature of the person delivering the property to the
23 scrap metal business.

24 Sec. 8.  RCW 19.290.050 and 2008 c 233 s 5 are each amended to read
25 as follows:
26 (1) Upon request by any commissioned law enforcement officer of the
27 state or any of its political subdivisions, every scrap metal business
28 shall furnish a full, true, and correct transcript of the records from
29 the purchase or receipt of private metal property, nonferrous metal
30 property, and commercial metal property involving only a ((specific))
31 specified individual, vehicle, or item of private metal property,
32 nonferrous  metal  property,  or  commercial  metal  property.  This
33 information may be transmitted within a specified time of not less than
34 two  business  days  to  the  applicable  law  enforcement  agency
35 electronically, by facsimile transmission, or by modem or similar
36 device, or by delivery of computer disk subject to the requirements of,
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 1 and approval by, the chief of police or the county's chief law
 2 enforcement officer.
 3 (2) Any records created or produced under this section are exempt
 4 from disclosure under chapter 42.56 RCW.
 5 (3) If the scrap metal business has good cause to believe that any
 6 private metal property, nonferrous metal property, or commercial metal
 7 property in his or her possession has been previously lost or stolen,
 8 the scrap metal business shall promptly report that fact to the
 9 applicable commissioned law enforcement officer of the state, the chief
10 of police, or the county's chief law enforcement officer, together with
11 the name of the owner, if known, and the date when and the name of the
12 person from whom it was received.
13 (4) Compliance with this section shall not give rise to or form the
14 basis of private civil liability on the part of a scrap metal business
15 or scrap metal recycler.

16 Sec. 9.  RCW 19.290.060 and 2008 c 233 s 6 are each amended to read
17 as follows:
18 (1) Following notification((, either verbally or)) in writing((,))
19 from a commissioned law enforcement officer of the state or any of its
20 political  subdivisions  that  an  item  of  private  metal  property,
21 nonferrous metal property, or commercial metal property has been
22 reported as stolen, a scrap metal business shall hold that property
23 intact and safe from alteration, damage, or commingling, and shall
24 place an identifying tag or other suitable identification upon the
25 property.  The scrap metal business shall hold the property for a
26 period of time as directed by the applicable law enforcement agency up
27 to a maximum of ten business days.
28 (2) A commissioned law enforcement officer of the state or any of
29 its political subdivisions shall not place on hold any item of private
30 metal property, nonferrous metal property, or commercial metal property
31 unless that law enforcement agency reasonably suspects that the
32 property is a lost or stolen item.  Any hold that is placed on the
33 property must be removed within ten business days after the property on
34 hold is determined not to be stolen or lost and the property must be
35 returned to the owner or released.
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 1 Sec. 10.  RCW 19.290.070 and 2008 c 233 s 7 are each amended to
 2 read as follows:
 3 It is a gross misdemeanor under chapter 9A.20 RCW for:
 4 (1) Any person to deliberately remove, alter, or obliterate any
 5 manufacturer's make, model, or serial number, personal identification
 6 number, or identifying marks engraved or etched upon an item of private
 7 metal property, nonferrous metal property, or commercial metal property
 8 in order to deceive a scrap metal business;
 9 (2) Any scrap metal business to enter into a transaction to
10 purchase or receive any private metal property, nonferrous metal
11 property, or commercial metal property where the manufacturer's make,
12 model, or serial number, personal identification number, or identifying
13 marks engraved or etched upon the property have been deliberately and
14 conspicuously removed, altered, or obliterated;
15 (3) Any person to knowingly make, cause, or allow to be made any
16 false entry or misstatement of any material matter in any book, record,
17 or writing required to be kept under this chapter;
18 (4) Any scrap metal business to enter into a transaction to
19 purchase or receive private metal property, nonferrous metal property,
20 or commercial metal property from any person under the age of eighteen
21 years or any person who is discernibly under the influence of
22 intoxicating liquor or drugs;
23 (5) Any scrap metal business to enter into a transaction to
24 purchase or receive private metal property, nonferrous metal property,
25 or commercial metal property with anyone whom the scrap metal business
26 has been informed by a law enforcement agency to have been convicted of
27 a crime involving drugs, burglary, robbery, theft, or possession of or
28 receiving stolen property, manufacturing, delivering, or possessing
29 with intent to deliver methamphetamine, or possession of ephedrine or
30 any of its salts or isomers or salts of isomers, pseudoephedrine or any
31 of its salts or isomers or salts of isomers, or anhydrous ammonia with
32 intent to manufacture methamphetamine within the past ((ten)) four
33 years whether the person is acting in his or her own behalf or as the
34 agent of another;
35 (6)  Any  person  to  sign  the  declaration  required  under  RCW
36 19.290.020 knowing that the private metal property or nonferrous metal
37 property subject to the transaction is stolen.  The signature of a
38 person on the declaration required under RCW 19.290.020 constitutes
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 1 evidence of intent to defraud a scrap metal business if that person is
 2 found to have known that the private metal property or nonferrous metal
 3 property subject to the transaction was stolen;
 4 (7) Any scrap metal business to possess private metal property or
 5 commercial metal property that was not lawfully purchased or received
 6 under the requirements of this chapter; ((or))
 7 (8) Any scrap metal business to engage in a series of transactions
 8 valued at less than thirty dollars with the same seller for the
 9 purposes of avoiding the requirements of RCW 19.290.030(4); or
10 (9) Any person to knowingly make a false or fictitious oral or
11 written statement or to furnish or exhibit any false, fictitious, or
12 misrepresented identification, with the intent to deceive a scrap metal
13 business as to the actual seller of the scrap metal.

14 Sec. 11.  RCW 19.290.090 and 2008 c 233 s 8 are each amended to
15 read as follows:
16 The provisions of this chapter do not apply to transactions
17 involving metal from the components of vehicles acquired by vehicle
18 wreckers, hulk haulers, or scrap processors licensed under chapter
19 46.79 or 46.80 RCW, and acquired in accordance with those laws or
20 transactions conducted by the following:
21 (1) Motor vehicle dealers licensed under chapter 46.70 RCW;
22 (2) ((Metal from the components of vehicles acquired by vehicle
23 wreckers or hulk haulers licensed under chapter 46.79 or 46.80 RCW, and
24 acquired in accordance with those laws;
25 (3))) Persons in the business of operating an automotive repair
26 facility as defined under RCW 46.71.011; and
27 (((4))) (3) Persons in the business of buying or selling empty food
28 and beverage containers, including metal food and beverage containers.

29 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 12.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290
30 RCW to read as follows:
31 (1) It is unlawful for a person to engage in the business of a
32 scrap metal processor, scrap metal recycler, or scrap metal supplier
33 without having first applied for and received a scrap metal license.
34 (2)(a) Except as provided in (b) of this subsection, a person or
35 firm engaged in the unlawful activity described in this section is
36 guilty of a gross misdemeanor.
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 1 (b) A second or subsequent offense is a class C felony.

 2 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 13.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290
 3 RCW to read as follows:
 4 Application for a scrap metal license or renewal of a scrap metal
 5 license shall be made on a form for this purpose, furnished by the
 6 department of licensing, and shall be signed by the license holder or
 7 his  or  her  authorized  agent  and  shall  include  the  following
 8 information:
 9 (1) Name and address of the person, firm, partnership, association,
10 limited liability company, or corporation under which name the business
11 is to be conducted;
12 (2) Names and residence address of all persons having an interest
13 in the business or, if the owner is a corporation, the names and
14 addresses of the officers thereof;
15 (3) Certificate of approval of the chief executive officer or chief
16 of police, or a designee, if the application is for a license within an
17 incorporated city or town or, in any unincorporated area, the county
18 legislative authority, the sheriff, or a designee, certifying that:
19 (a) The applicant has an established place of business at the
20 address shown on the application;
21 (b) There are no known environmental, building code, zoning, or
22 other land use regulation violations associated with the business being
23 located at the address; and
24 (c) In the case of a renewal of a scrap metal license, the
25 applicant is in compliance with this chapter:  PROVIDED, That an
26 authorized representative of the department of licensing may make the
27 certification described in this section in any instance;
28 (4) Any other information that the department of licensing may
29 require.

30 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 14.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290
31 RCW to read as follows:
32 The application, together with the required fee, shall be forwarded
33 to the department of licensing.  Upon receipt of the application the
34 department shall, if the application is in order, issue a scrap metal
35 license authorizing the processor, recycler, or supplier to do business
36 as such and forward the fee to the state treasurer.  Upon receiving the
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 1 certificate, the owner shall cause it to be prominently displayed in
 2 the place of business, where it may be inspected by an investigating
 3 officer at any time.  Every license must be issued in the name of the
 4 applicant and the holder thereof may not allow any other person to use
 5 the license.

 6 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 15.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290
 7 RCW to read as follows:
 8 Before issuing a scrap metal license to a scrap metal processor or
 9 scrap metal recycler, the department of licensing shall require the
10 applicant to file with the department a surety bond in the amount of
11 ten thousand dollars, running to the state of Washington, and executed
12 by a surety company authorized to do business in the state of
13 Washington.  The bond shall be approved as to form by the attorney
14 general and conditioned upon the licensee conducting the business in
15 conformity with the provisions of this chapter.  Except as prohibited
16 elsewhere in this chapter, any person who has suffered loss or damage
17 by reason of fraud or gross negligence, or an intentional or reckless
18 violation of the terms of this chapter, or misrepresentation on the
19 part of the scrap metal processor or recycler, may institute an action
20 for recovery against the licensee and surety upon the bond.  However,
21 the aggregate liability of the surety to all persons shall in no event
22 exceed the amount of the bond.

23 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 16.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290
24 RCW to read as follows:
25 A license issued on the scrap metal license application remains in
26 force until suspended or revoked and may be renewed annually upon
27 reapplication and upon payment of the required fee.  A licensee who
28 fails or neglects to renew the license before the assigned expiration
29 date shall pay the fee for an original scrap metal license as provided
30 in this chapter.
31 Whenever a scrap metal processor, recycler, or supplier ceases to
32 do business as such or the license has been suspended or revoked, the
33 licensee shall immediately surrender the license to the department of
34 licensing.
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 1 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 17.  A new section is added to chapter 19.290

"I am returning herewith, without my approval as to Section 34,
Engrossed Substitute House Bill 1552 entitled:

"AN ACT Relating to the reduction of metal theft."
Metal theft causes substantial and often expensive property damage
harming,  among  others,  businesses,  utilities,  state  and  local
governments, and individual citizens.  Under certain circumstances,
metal theft can also lead to significant safety hazards.  Our state
has enacted laws over the past several years to curb metal theft by
increasing  penalties  and  regulation  of  businesses  purchasing  or
receiving metal.
This bill is the result of recommendations from a wide array of
stakeholders, including businesses, metal recyclers, utilities, local
governments, and local law enforcement to enhance our laws to prevent
metal  theft.  New  licensing,  purchasing,  and  records  retention
regulations are instituted.  Further, changes are made to penalties
associated with metal theft and illegal purchasing of scrap metal, and
grants are established for enforcement.
Pursuant to Section 34 of this bill, if $1.5 million for the purposes
of this act is not provided by June 30, 2013, in the omnibus
appropriations act, this act is null and void.  Unfortunately, the
Legislature  has  not  passed  a  budget  at  this  time.  It  is  my
expectation that by passing this bill, the Legislature intends to
provide the funding.  It is also my expectation that the stakeholders
who worked on this act, and will benefit from its enactment, will
continue  their  efforts  to  secure  funding  to  support  the  law
enforcement  grant  provisions.  To  ensure  the  important,  new
regulatory provisions of this act are put in place as a means of
combating metal theft, I am vetoing Section 34 of this bill.
For these reasons, I have vetoed Section 34 of Engrossed Substitute
House Bill 1552.
With the exception of Section 34, Engrossed Substitute House Bill 1552
is approved."
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
