(1) Select credentialed health care professionals and residents to
participate in the |oan repaynent portion of the |oan repaynent and
schol arshi p program and sel ect eligible students to participate in the
schol arship portion of the | oan repaynent and schol arshi p program

(2) Adopt rules and devel op guidelines to adm ni ster the program

(3) Collect and nanage repaynents frompartici pants who do not neet
their service obligations under this chapter;

(4) Publicize the program particularly to maxim ze participation
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anong individuals in shortage areas and anong popul ati ons expected to
experience the greatest growh in the workforce;

(5) Solicit and accept grants and donations frompublic and private
