Sec. 1. RCW43.60A. 160 and 2006 ¢ 343 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) There is created in the departnent a veterans innovations
progran((, which consists of the defenders’' fund and the conpetitive
grant—pregran)). The purpose of the veterans i nnovations programis to
provide crisis and energency relief and education, training, and
enpl oynent assistance to veterans and their famlies in their
comuni ties.

(2) Subject to the availability of anmpunts_ appropriated for_ the
specific purposes provided in this section, the departnent nust:

(a) Establish a process to nmake veterans and those still serving in
the national guard or arned forces reserve aware_ of the_ veterans
i nnovati ons program

(b) Develop_ partnerships to_assist_ veterans, national guard, or
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reservists in conpleting the veterans i nnovati ons program application;
and

(c) Provide funding to support _eligible veterans, national gquard
nenbers, or arned forces reserves for

(i) Crisis and energency relief; and

(ii) Education, training, and enpl oynent assi stance.

Sec. 2. RCW43.60A. 175 and 2011 ¢ 60 s 37 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The departnment may receive gifts, grants, or endownents from
public or private sources that are nmade fromtine to time, in trust or
ot herwi se, for the use and benefit of the purposes of the ((defenrders—
fund—and-the conpetitive grant)) veterans innovations programand spend
gifts, grants, or endownents or inconme from the public or private
sources according to their terms, unless the receipt of the gifts,
grants, or endowrents violates RCW42. 17A. 560.

(2) The departnment nmay adopt rules under chapter 34.05 RCW as
necessary to carry out the purposes of RCW 43.60A 160 through
43. 60A. 185.

(3) The departnent may performall acts and functions as necessary
or convenient to carry out the powers expressly granted or inplied
under chapter 343, Laws of 2006.

Sec. 3. RCW 43.60A. 185 and 2010 1st sp.s. ¢ 37 s 924 are each
anmended to read as foll ows:

The veterans innovations programaccount is created in the state
treasury. Moneys in the account may be spent only after appropriation.
Expenditures from the account may be used only for purposes of the
