(b) Are practices in place to mnimze life-cycle preservation and
mai nt enance costs?

(c) Was each stage in the cost estimating process fully docunent ed?

Expert engineering or cost estimating consultants may be used to
review nethods, systens, and individual estimates for accuracy. A
briefing report, focusing on an overview of the nethods and processes,
must be conpl eted by Decenber 2013. A report containing any findings
and recomrendati ons nust be conpl eted by Decenber 2014.
