AN ACT Rel ating to juveniles and runaway chil dren; and anmendi ng RCW
13. 32A. 030, 13.32A. 082, 13.32A.085, and 43.43.510.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW13.32A.030 and 2010 ¢ 289 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

As used in this chapter the followng terns have the neanings
i ndi cated unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se:

(1) "Abuse or neglect” neans the injury, sexual abuse, sexual
exploitation, negligent treatnent, or maltreatnment of a child by any
person under circunstances ((whieh)) that indicate ((t+hat)) the child's
health, welfare, and safety is harnmed, excluding conduct permtted
under RCWO9A. 16. 100. An abused child is a child who has been subjected
to child abuse or neglect as defined in this section.

(2) "Admnistrator” mneans the individual who has the daily
adm nistrative responsibility of a crisis residential center, or his or
her desi gnee.

(3) "At-risk youth" nmeans a juvenile:

(a) Wo is absent from honme for at |east seventy-two consecutive
hours w t hout consent of his or her parent;

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(b) Who is beyond the control of his or her parent such that the
child's behavi or endangers the health, safety, or welfare of the child
or any ot her person; or

(c) Who has a substance abuse problem for which there are no
pendi ng crimnal charges related to the substance abuse.

(4) "Child,"” "juvenile," ((and)) "youth,” and_ "mnor" nmean any
unemanci pat ed i ndi vi dual who i s under the chronol ogi cal age of eighteen
years.

(5) "Child in need of services" neans a juvenile:

(a) Who is beyond the control of his or her parent such that the
child's behavi or endangers the health, safety, or welfare of the child
or any ot her person;

(b) Who has been reported to |law enforcenment as absent w thout
consent for at least twenty-four consecutive hours on two or nore
separate occasions fromthe hone of either parent, a crisis residential
center, an out-of-hone placenent, or a court-ordered placenent; and

(1) Has exhibited a serious substance abuse problem or

(11) Has exhibited behaviors that create a serious risk of harmto
the health, safety, or welfare of the child or any other person;

(c)(i) Wwo is in need of: (A) Necessary services, including food,
shelter, health care, clothing, or education; or (B) services designed
to maintain or reunite the famly;

(i1) Who | acks access to, or has declined to ((ut+H+2ze)) use, these
servi ces; and

(1i1) Wiose parents have evidenced continuing but unsuccessful
efforts to maintain the famly structure or are unable or unwilling to
continue efforts to maintain the famly structure; or

(d) Who is a "sexually exploited child."((+))

(6) "Child in need of services petition" nmeans a petition filed in
juvenile court by a parent, child, or the departnment seeking
adj udi cati on of placenent of the child.

(7) "Crisis residential center" neans a secure or sem-secure
facility established pursuant to chapter 74.13 RCW

(8) "Custodian" neans the person or entity ((whe)) that has the
legal right to ((t+he)) custody of the child.

(9) "Departnment” neans the departnent of social and health
servi ces.

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(10) "Extended famly nmenber"” neans an adult who is a grandparent,
brot her, sister, stepbrother, stepsister, uncle, aunt, or first cousin
with whomthe child has a relationship and is confortable, and who is
willing and available to care for the child.

(11) "CGuardian" neans ((t+hat)) the person or agency that (a) has
been appointed as the guardian of a child in a | egal proceedi ng other
than a proceedi ng under chapter 13.34 RCW and (b) has the | egal right
to ((+egal)) custody of the child pursuant to such appointnent. The
term "guardi an" does not include a "dependency guardian" appointed
pursuant to a proceedi ng under chapter 13.34 RCW

(12) "Multidisciplinary teanmt neans a group formed to provide
assi stance and support to a child who is an at-risk youth or a childin
need of services and his or her parent. The team ((shalkt)) nust
include the parent, a departnment caseworker, a |local governnent
representative when authorized by the Ilocal governnent, and when
appropriate, nenbers from the nental health and substance abuse
di sciplines. The team may also include, but is not limted to, the
foll owm ng persons: Educators, |aw enforcenent personnel, probation
officers, enployers, <church persons, tribal nmenbers, therapists,
medi cal personnel, social service providers, placenent providers, and
extended fam |y nenbers. The team nenbers ((shatt)) nust be vol unteers
who do not receive conpensation while acting in a capacity as a team
menber, unl ess the nenber's enpl oyer chooses to provi de conpensati on or
the nmenber is a state enpl oyee.

(13) "Qut-of-hone placenent” neans a placenent in a foster famly
home or group care facility licensed pursuant to chapter 74.15 RCW or
pl acement in a hone, other than that of the child' s parent, guardian,
or |legal custodian, not required to be licensed pursuant to chapter
74.15 RCW

(14) "Parent" means the parent or parents who have the | egal right
to custody of the child. "Parent" includes custodian or guardi an.

(15) "Secure facility" nmeans a crisis residential center, or
portion thereof, that has | ocking doors, |ocking wi ndows, or a secured
perineter, designed and operated to prevent a child from | eaving
W t hout perm ssion of the facility staff.

(16) "Sem -secure facility" neans any facility, including but not
limted to crisis residential centers or specialized foster famly
homes, operated in a manner to reasonably assure that youth placed

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there wll not run away. Pursuant to rules established by the
departnent, the facility adm nistrator shall establish reasonabl e hours
for residents to come and go fromthe facility such that no residents
are free to cone and go at all hours of the day and night. To prevent
residents fromtaki ng unreasonabl e actions, the facility adm nistrator,
where appropriate, may condition a resident's leaving the facility upon
the resident being acconpanied by the admnistrator or the
adm nistrator's designee and the resident may be required to notify the
adm ni strator or the admnistrator's designee of any intent to | eave,
his or her intended destination, and the probable tine of his or her
return to the center.

(17) "Sexually exploited child" nmeans any person under the age of
ei ghteen who is a victimof the crinme of commercial sex abuse of a
m nor under RCW9. 68A. 100, pronoting commerci al sexual abuse of a m nor
under RCW9. 68A. 101, or pronoting travel for commrercial sexual abuse of
a m nor under RCW 9. 68A. 102.

(18) "Staff secure facility" nmeans a structured group care facility
i censed under rul es adopted by the departnent with a ratio of at |east
one adult staff nmenber to every two children

(19) "Tenporary out-of-honme placenent”™ neans an out-of-hone
pl acenmrent of not nore than fourteen days ordered by the court at a
fact-finding hearing on a child in need of services petition.

Sec. 2. RCW13.32A.082 and 2011 ¢ 151 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1)(a) Except as provided in (b) of this subsection, any person
((whe)), unlicensed youth shelter, or_ runaway and_honeless youth
programthat, w thout |egal authorization, provides shelter to a m nor
and ((whe)) that knows at the tinme of providing the shelter that the
mnor is away from ((t+heparent-s—hore—wthout—the perm-ssion—ofthe
parent—eoer—other)) a lawfully prescribed residence or_ hone_w thout
parental perm ssion, shall pronptly report the I ocation of the child to
the parent, the | aw enforcenent agency of the jurisdiction in which the
person |ives, or the departnent.

((Fhe—report)) (b)(i) If a licensed overnight youth shelter, or
another licensed organization with a stated m ssion to provide services
to honel ess or runaway youth and their famlies, shelters a child and
knows at the tine of providing the shelter that the child is away from

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a lawmfully prescribed residence or hone without parental perm ssion, it
must contact the vyouth's parent wthin_ seventy-two hours, but
preferably within twenty-four hours, following the tine that the youth
is admitted to the shelter or other licensed organization's program
The notification nmust include the whereabouts of the vyouth, a
description of the youth's physical and enotional condition, and the
circunmstances surrounding the youth's contact with the shelter or
or gani zat i on. If there are conpelling reasons not to notify the
parent, the shelter or organi zation nust instead notify the departnent.

(ii) At |least once every eight hours after learning that a youth
receiving_services_or_shelter under this_ section is_away from hone
W t hout perm ssion, the shelter or organization staff nust consult the
information that the Washington state patrol nekes publicly avail able
under RCW 43.43.510(2). If the youth is publicly listed as m ssing,
the shelter or organization nust imediately notify the departnent of
its contact with the youth listed as m ssing. The notification_nust
include a description of the mnor's physical and enotional condition
and the circunstances surrounding the youth's contact with the shelter
or _organi zati on.

(c) Reports required under this section may be made by tel ephone or
any ot her reasonabl e neans.

(2) Unless the context clearly requires otherwi se, the definitions
in this subsection apply throughout this section.

(a) "Shelter" nmeans the person's honme or any structure over which
t he person has any control.

(b) "Pronptly report" nmeans to report within eight hours after the
person has know edge that the mnor is away froma lawfully prescribed
resi dence or home without parental perm ssion.

(c) "Conmpelling reasons" include, but are not |limted to,
circunstances that indicate that notifying the parent or | egal guardian
will subject the mnor to abuse or neglect as defined in ROWV26. 44. 020.

(3) When the departnent receives a report under subsection (1) of
this section, it shall make a good faith attenpt to notify the parent
that a report has been received and offer services designed to resolve
the conflict and acconplish a reunification of the famly.

(4) Nothing in this section prohibits any person, unlicensed youth
shelter, or runaway and honeless vyouth program from_ imedi ately
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reporting the identity and location of any mnor who is away from a
lawfully prescribed residence or home without parental pernission nore
pronptly than required under this section.

Sec. 3. RCW13.32A.085 and 2010 ¢ 229 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

A private right of action or claim on the part of a parent is
created against an unlicensed youth shelter or unlicensed runaway and
honel ess youth program ((whe)) that fails to neet the ((nretifiecation))
reporting requirenents in RCW13. 32A.082(1) (a), (b), and (c).

Sec. 4. RCWA43.43.510 and 2010 ¢ 229 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) As soon as is practical and feasible there shall be
established, by neans of data processing, files listing stolen and
wanted vehicles, outstanding warrants, identifying children whose
parents, custodians, or |egal guardians have reported as having run
away from hone or the custodial residence, identifiable stolen
property, files maintaining the central registry of sex offenders
required to register under chapter 9A. 44 RCW and such other files as
may be of general assistance to | aw enforcenent agenci es.

(2)(a) At the request of a parent, |egal custodian, or guardi an who
has reported a child as having run away from honme or the custodi al
resi dence, the Washington state patrol shall make the i nformation about
the runaway child as is filed in subsection (1) of this section
publicly avail abl e.

(b) The information that can be made publicly avail able under (a)
of this subsection is limted to ((+he)) information that wll
facilitate the safe return of the child to his or her home or custodi al
residence and so long as meking the information publicly available
i ncurs no additional costs.
