NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 72.36 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The "Walla Walla veterans' home" is established and maintained in
this state as a branch of the state soldiers' honme, and is a hone for
veterans, their spouses, or parents any of whose children died while
serving in the arnmed forces, who neet adm ssion requirenents contai ned
in RCW72. 36. 030.

Sec. 2. RCW72.36.020 and 1993 sp.s. ¢ 3 s 4 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The director of the departnent of veterans affairs shall appoint a
superintendent for each state veterans' home. The superintendent shal
exerci se managenent and control of the institution in accordance with
either policies or procedures pronmulgated by the director of the

departnment of veterans affairs, or both, and rules ((and—+egulatiens))

All of the followng persons who have been actual bona fide
residents of this state at the time of their application((;—and-who—are
Hidhgent—and—unable—to-—support—thenselves—and—their—tamties)) nay be
admtted to a state veterans' hone under rules as may be adopted by the
director of the departnent, unless sufficient facilities and resources
are not avail able to accommbdat e t hese peopl e:

(1)(a) Al honorably discharged veterans of a branch of the arned
forces of the United States or nerchant nmarines; (b) nenbers of the
state mlitia disabled while in the line of duty; (c) Filipino Wrld
War |l veterans who swore an oath to Anmerican authority and who
participated in mlitary engagenents with Anerican soldiers; ((anrd))
(d) the spouses or the donestic partners of these veterans, nerchant
mari nes, and nmenbers of the state mlitia; and (e) parents any of whose
children died while serving in the arned forces. However, it 1is
required that the spouse was nmarried to and living with the veteran, or
that the donestic partner was in a donestic partnership and living with
the veteran, three years prior to the date of application for
adm ttance, or, if married to or in a donestic partnership with himor
her since that date, was also a resident of a state veterans' hone in
this state or entitled to adm ssion thereto;

Sec. 4. RCW 72.36.035 and 2002 c¢c 292 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

For purposes of this chapter, unless the context clearly indicates
ot herw se:

(1) "Actual bona fide residents of this state" neans persons who
have a domcile in the state of Wshington immediately prior to
application for adm ssion to a state veterans' hone.

(2) "Departnment” neans the WAshi ngton state departnent of veterans
affairs.

(3) "Domcile" nmeans a person's true, fixed, and pernmanent hone and
pl ace of habitation, and shall be the place where the person intends to
remain, and to which the person expects to return when the person
| eaves without intending to establish a new dom cil e el sewhere.

(4) "State veterans' honmes" neans the Washi ngton sol diers' hone and
colony in Oting, the Washington veterans' honme in Retsil, ((anrd)) the
eastern Washi ngton veterans' hone, and the WAlla WAlla veterans' hone.

(5) "Veteran" has the sanme neani ng established in RCW41. 04. 007.

Sec. 5. RCW72.36.055 and 2001 2nd sp.s. ¢ 4 s 4 are each anended
to read as foll ows:
The state veterans' hones ((shatklh)) nay provide both domciliary

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and nursing care. The level of domciliary nenbers shall remain
consistent with the facilities available to accombdate those nenbers:
PROVI DED, That nothing in this section shall preclude the departnent
from noving residents between nursing and domciliary care in order to
better utilize facilities and nmaintain the appropriate care for the
menbers.

Sec. 6. RCW72.36.070 and 2008 ¢ 6 s 506 are each anended to read
as follows:

There shall be established and maintained in this state a branch of
the state soldiers' home, under the name of the "Wshi ngton veterans
home, " which branch shall be a honme for honorably discharged veterans
who have served the United States governnent in any of its wars,
menbers of the state mlitia disabled while in the Iine of duty, and
who are bona fide citizens of the state, ((and—alse)) the spouses or
donestic partners of such veterans, and_ the_ parents any of whose
children died while serving in the arned forces

Sec. 7. RCW72.36.075 and 2001 2nd sp.s. ¢ 4 s 6 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

There shall be established and maintained in this state a branch of
the state soldiers' hone, under the name of the "eastern WAshi ngton
veterans' hone," which branch shall be a home for veterans ((anrd)),.
their spouses, and the parents any of whose children died while serving
in the arned forces who neet adm ssion requirenents contained in RCW
72. 36. 030.

Sec. 8. RCW43.60A 075 and 2001 2nd sp.s. ¢ 4 s 7 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

The director of the departnent of veterans affairs shall have full
power to nanage and govern the state soldiers' hone and col ony, the
Washi ngton veterans' hone, ((and)) the eastern Washington veterans'
home, and the Walla Walla veterans' hone.
