Sec. 1. RCW79A 05.335 and 1991 ¢ 107 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The legislature finds that the parks and recreation | ands owned and
managed by the ((state—parks—and—reereation)) conmssion are a
significant collection of valuable scenic, natural, cultural, and
hi stori cal ((—and—euttural)) resources for the citizens of Washington
state. The legislature further finds that if citizens understand and
appreci ate the ((state—park—ecologiecal—resoureces—they—wH-—corne—to
apprectate —and — understand — the — ecosystens — and — natural — resources
throughout —the—state)) scenic, natural, cultural, and_historica
resources present in Washington's state parks, they will be inspired to
conserve this inportant | egacy for future generations.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A newsectionis added to chapter 79A. 05 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The commission, in consultation with the departnent of
archaeology and  historic preservation, my permt commer ci al
advertising on or in state parks lands and buildings when all the
followng conditions and standards are nmet wth regard to the
commerci al adverti sing:

(a) It confornms to the United States secretary of the interior's
standards for the treatnment of historic properties when applied to
advertising affecting historic structures, cultural and historic
| andscapes, and archaeol ogi cal sites;

(b) It does not detract fromthe integrity of the park's natural
cultural, historic, and recreational resources and outstanding scenic
vi ew sheds;

(c) It does not create a potential conflict of interest because of
the commerci al or corporate entity's regulatory or business
relati onships with the conm ssion; and

(d) 1t will acknow edge individuals and organizations that are
donors or sponsors of park events or projects or support the
sustainability of park concessionaires, |essees, or service providers.

(2) The comm ssion is encouraged to use its advertising authority
to pronote:

(a) Community econom c devel opnent near state parks;

(b) Wellness, healthy food options, healthy behaviors, and any
ot her public health goals or principles adopted by the state; and

(c) Park visitor awareness of services and activities within and
near each park.

(3) The comm ssion shall adopt standards for advertising, nam ng,
product placenent, and other fornms of commercial recognition that
require the commission to define and prohibit, at mninum the
fol | ow ng:

(a) Obscene, indecent, or discrimnatory content;

(b) Political or public issue advocacy content;

(c) Products, services, or other materials that are offensive,
i nsul ting, disparaging, or degrading; or

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(d) Products, services, or nmessages that are contrary to the public
interest, including any advertisenent that encourages or depicts unsafe
behavi ors or encourages unsafe or prohibited recreation activities
Tobacco and cannabis nust be included anong the products prohibited
under this subsection (3)(d).

(4) Notw thstanding subsection (1) of this section, comercial
advertising, including product placenent, is permtted on conm ssion
web sites, electronic social nedia, and printed materials within or
out si de of state parks.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A newsectionis added to chapter 79A. 05 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) When entering into any agreenent under RCW 79A. 05.345 or
ot herwi se i nvolving the nanagenent of state park land or a facility by
a public or private partner, the comm ssion shall consider, when
appropri ate:

(a) If the entity has an adequate source of available funding to
assune the financial responsibilities of the agreenent;

(b) If the entity has sufficient expertise to assune the scope of
responsibilities of the agreenent;

(c) If the agreenent results in net financial benefits to the
state; and

(d) If the agreenment results in advancenent of the comm ssion's
publ i c purpose.

(2) Any agreenent subject to this section nust include specific
perfornmance neasures. The performance neasures nust cover, but are not
limted to, the entity's ability to manage financial operating costs,
to adequately perform managenent responsibilities, and to address and
respond to public concerns. The agreenent nust provide that failure to
nmeet any performance neasure may lead to the termnation of the
contract or requirenents for renedial action to be taken before the
agreenent nmay be ext ended.

(3) The commission's authority to enter into agreenents under this
section, section 4 of this act, or RCW 79A. 05. 345 does not include the
ability to rename any state park after a corporate or commerci al
entity, product, or service.

The purpose of the Washington state parks ((g-H+)) foundationis to
solicit support for the state parks system cooperate wth other
organi zations, and to encourage gifts to support and inprove the state
par ks.

Sec. 7. RCW79A.70.020 and 2000 ¢ 25 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter((+))
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Foundation" nmeans the Washington state parks ((g-H+t))
foundation((s)) created in RCW 79A. 70. 030.

(2) "State parks" neans that system of parks adm nistered by the
conmmi ssion under this title.

(3) "Eligible grant recipients" includes any and all of the
activities of the commssion in carrying out the provisions of this
title and friends groups or_other organizations that propose projects
or prograns solely for the benefit of state parks.

(4) "Eligible projects" neans any project, action, program or part
of any project ((er)), action__or_ program that serves to preserve
restore, inprove, or enhance the state parks.

Sec. 8. RCW79A. 70.030 and 2000 ¢ 25 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) By Septenber 1, 2000, the comm ssion shall file articles of
i ncorporation in accordance with the Washi ngton nonprofit corporation
act, chapter 24.03 RCW to establish the Wshington state parks
((g-f+)) foundati on. The foundation shall not be an agency,
instrumentality, or political subdivision of the state and shall not
di sburse public funds.

(2) The foundation shall have a board of directors consisting of up
to fifteen nmenbers, whose terns, nethod of appointnent, and authority
nust be_in accordance with_the Washington nonprofit_ corporation act,
