AN ACT Relating to inproving student success by nodifying
i nstructional hour and graduation requirenents; anending RCW
28A. 700. 070, 28A. 230. 097, 28A. 230. 010, 28A. 150. 220, 28A. 230. 090,
28A. 230. 097, 28A.320.240, and 28A. 150.260; adding a new section to
chapter 28A. 305 RCW adding a new section to chapter 43.06B RCW
creating new sections; providing effective dates; and providing an
expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature recognizes that preparing
students to be successful In postsecondary education, gainful
enpl oyment, and citizenship requires increased rigor and achi evenent,
including attaining a mneaningful high school diploma wth the
opportunity to earn twenty-four credits. The legislature finds that an
investnment was nade in the 2013-2015 ommi bus appropriations act to
i npl enent an increase in instructional hours in the 2014-15 school
year. School districts informed the |legislature that the funding as
provided in the 2013-2015 omni bus appropriations act would result in
only a few mnutes being added onto each class period and woul d not
result in a nmeaningful increase in instruction that would have the
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positive inpact on student |learning that the | egislature expects. The
school districts suggested that it would be a better educational policy
to use the funds to inplenment the requirenment of twenty-four credits
for high school graduation, which will result in a nmeaningful increase
of instructional hours. Based on input fromschool districts across
the state, the legislature recognizes the need to provide flexibility
for school districts to inplenment the increase in instructional hours
while still nmoving towards an increase in the high school graduation
requi renents. Therefore, the legislature intends to shift the focus
and intent of the investnents from conpliance with the m ninum
instructional hours offering to assisting school districts to provide
an opportunity for students to earn twenty-four credits for high school
graduation and obtain a neaningful diplom, beginning with the
graduating class of 2019, wth the opportunity for school districts to
request a waiver for up to two years.

The office shall submt the |ist of equivalent career and
technical courses and their curriculumfranmewrks to the state board of
education for review, an opportunity for public comment, and approval.

The high school or school district shall also issue and
keep record of course conpletion certificates that denonstrate that the
career and technical courses were successfully conpl eted as needed for
industry certification, college credit, or preapprenticeship, as
applicable. The certificate shall be either part of the student's high
school and beyond plan or the student's culmnating project, as
determ ned by the student.

230.090; ((&£3))) (c) the courses
required to neet the mninmum coll ege entrance requirenments under RCW

The
purpose of a high school diploma is to declare that a student is ready
for success in postsecondary education, gainful enploynent, and
citizenship, and is equipped with the skills to be a lifelong | earner.

(a) Any course in Washington state history and governnent used to
fulfill high school graduation requirenments shall consider including
information on the culture, history, and governnent of the Anmerican
| ndi an peopl es who were the first inhabitants of the state.

(b) The certificate of academ c achi evenent requirenments under RCW
28A. 655.061 or the certificate of individual achievenent requirenents
under RCW 28A. 155.045 are required for graduation from a public high
school but are not the only requirenents for graduation.

(c) Any decision on whether a student has net the state board's
hi gh school graduation requirenents for a high school and beyond pl an
shall remain at the local level.

The purpose of this section is to provide for the allocation of
state funding that the legislature deens necessary to support schoo
districts in offering the mninmum instructional program of basic
educati on under RCW28A. 150. 220. The allocation shall be determ ned as
fol | ows:
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(1) The governor shall and the superintendent of public instruction
may recommend to the legislature a fornmula for the distribution of a
basic education instructional allocation for each comon school
district.

(2) The distribution formula under this section shall be for
al l ocation purposes only. Except as may be required under chapter
28A. 155, 28A. 165, 28A. 180, or 28A 185 RCW or federal Ilaws and
regul ations, nothing in this section requires school districts to use
basic education instructional funds to inplement a particular
i nstructional approach or service. Nothing in this section requires
school districts to maintain a particular classroomteacher-to-student
ratio or other staff-to-student ratio or to use allocated funds to pay

for particular types or classifications of staff. Nothing in this
section entitles an individual teacher to a particul ar teacher planning
peri od.

(3)(a) To the extent the technical details of the fornula have been
adopted by the | egislature and except when specifically provided as a
school district allocation, the distribution fornmula for the basic
education instructional allocation shall be based on m ni num staffing
and nonstaff costs the legislature deens necessary to support
instruction and operations in prototypical schools serving high,
m ddl e, and elenentary school students as provided in this section
The use of prototypical schools for the distribution forrmula does not
constitute legislative intent that schools should be operated or
structured in a simlar fashion as the prototypes. Pr ot ot ypi cal
schools illustrate the | evel of resources needed to operate a school of
a particular size with particular types and grade |evels of students
usi ng commonly understood ternms and inputs, such as class size, hours
of instruction, and various categories of school staff. It is the
intent that the funding allocations to school districts be adjusted
fromthe school prototypes based on the actual nunber of annual average
full -time equival ent students in each grade | evel at each school in the
district and not based on the grade-level configuration of the school
to the extent that data is available. The allocations shall be further
adj usted fromthe school prototypes with m ninmm all ocations for snal
schools and to reflect other factors identified in the omibus
appropriations act.

education program or section 504 plan but that create limtations to
their ability to succeed in school;

(b) Qutline recomendations for systemc changes to address
barriers identified and successful nodels for the delivery of education
and supportive services for students with special needs;

(c) Recommend steps for coordination of delivery of early | earning
t hrough postsecondary education and career preparation for students
wi th special needs through ongoing efforts of various state and | ocal
education and workforce agencies, including strategies for earlier
assessnent and identification of disabilities or barriers to |earning
in early learning prograns and in kindergarten through third grade; and

(d) Identify options for state assistance to help school districts
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devel op course equival enci es for conpetency-based education or simlar
systens of personalized Ilearning where students nmaster specific
knowl edge and skills at their own pace.

(2) The task force shall be conposed of at |east the follow ng
menbers:

(a) One representative each fromthe office of the superintendent
of public instruction, the workforce training and education
coordi nati ng board, the Washi ngton state school directors' association,
a statew de organi zation representing teachers and other certificated
instructional staff, the student achi evenent council, the state board
of education, the departnment of early learning, the educational
opportunity gap oversight and accountability conmttee, a nonprofit
organi zation providing professional developnent and resources for
educat ors and parents regardi ng dyslexia, a nonprofit organization of
speci al education parents and teachers, and the WAshi ngton associ ation
for career and technical education, each to be selected by the
appropriate agency or organi zation; and

(b) At |east one faculty nenber froma public institution of higher
education, at |east one special education teacher, at |east one general
education teacher, and at l|east three parent representatives from
speci al needs famlies, each to be appointed by the educati on onbuds.

(3) The office of the education onbuds shall submt an initia
report to the superintendent of public instruction, the governor, and
the | egislature by Decenber 15, 2014, and Decenber 15th of each year
thereafter until 2016 detailing its reconmendations, i ncl udi ng
recommendations for specific strategies, prograns, and potential
changes to funding or accountability systens that are designed to cl ose
t he opportunity gap, increase high school graduation rates, and assure
students with special needs are fully accessing the educational program
provi ded by the public schools.

Section 207 of the bill directs the Ofice of the Education Orbuds to
convene a three-year task force on students with special needs to
exam ne barriers to earning a di pl oma

Later this week | wll sign the 2014 suppl enental budget, Engrossed
Substitute Senate Bill 6002, which includes a simlar directive for
the Ofice of Education Orbuds. As that provision of the budget is
inplenented, it is inportant that my onbuds office work closely with
the Ofice of the Superintendent of Public Instruction and
st akehol ders to inprove education progranms and support success for
speci al education students--and all students. Section 207 creates
unnecessary duplication.

For these reasons | have vetoed Section 207 of Engrossed Second
Substitute Senate Bill No. 6552.

Wth the exception of Section 207, Engrossed Second Substitute Senate
Bill No. 6552 is approved.™
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
