WHEREAS, Superintendent Herren's outstanding leadership17
abilities, desire to create meaningful change, and unquenchable18

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State Achievement Awards in the past three years by closing1
achievement gaps and implementing other learning innovations;2

WHEREAS, The district has great economic and cultural4
diversity among its 15,000 students, of which 2,500 are English5
language learners; and6

WHEREAS, Auburn School District students have consistently7
excelled, achieving some of the best results among students8

WHEREAS, Superintendent Herren's 40 years of work in the10
field of education and 35 years with the Auburn School District11
show his unparalleled commitment to preparing children for their12

WHEREAS, Superintendent Herren is leaving on top, retiring14
as the 2015 Washington State Superintendent of the Year;15
