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NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  (1) A budget is hereby adopted and,1
subject to the provisions set forth in the following sections, the2
several amounts specified in parts I through IX of this act, or so3
much thereof as shall be sufficient to accomplish the purposes4
designated, are hereby appropriated and authorized to be incurred for5
salaries, wages, and other expenses of the agencies and offices of6
the state and for other specified purposes for the fiscal biennium7
beginning July 1, 2015, and ending June 30, 2017, except as otherwise8
provided, out of the several funds of the state hereinafter named.9
The state general fund expenditures in this act for fiscal years10
2015, 2016, and 2017 constitute the state expenditure limit for the11
purposes of chapter 43.135 RCW.12

(2) Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the13
definitions in this section apply throughout this act.14

(a) "Fiscal year 2016" or "FY 2016" means the fiscal year ending15
June 30, 2016.16

(b) "Fiscal year 2017" or "FY 2017" means the fiscal year ending17
June 30, 2017.18

(c) "FTE" means full time equivalent.19
(d) "Lapse" or "revert" means the amount shall return to an20

unappropriated status.21
(e) "Provided solely" means the specified amount may be spent22

only for the specified purpose. Unless otherwise specifically23
authorized in this act, any portion of an amount provided solely for24
a specified purpose which is not expended subject to the specified25
conditions and limitations to fulfill the specified purpose shall26
lapse.27

legislative audit and review committee may adjust the due dates for11
projects included on the committee's 2015-17 work plan as necessary12
to efficiently manage workload.13

(2) The committee shall conduct an analysis of how school14
districts use school days. The analysis must include:15

(a) How school districts define classroom time, nonclassroom16
time, instructional time, noninstructional time, and any other17
definitions of how the school day is divided or used;18

(b) Estimates of time in each category;19
(c) How noninstructional time is distributed over the annual20

number of school days;21
(d) When noninstructional hours occur;22
(e) How noninstructional hours are used, including how much23

noninstructional time is devoted to professional development for the24
purposes of teacher and principal evaluation training or common core25
state standards training; and26

(f) The extent to which the use of each category of time is27
identified or defined in collective bargaining agreements.28

To the extent data is not available at the statewide level, the29
committee may use case studies or other methods to conduct the30
analysis. The committee shall submit a report of its findings to the31
education committees of the legislature by December 1, 2016.32

(3) The committee shall analyze the forest fire protection33
assessment established in chapter 76.04 RCW. The analysis shall34
include:35

(a) The process the department of natural resources uses to36
determine the assessments;37
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(b) The statutory framework for assessing based on parcels and1
being considered forest land;2

(c) The cost efficiency of the administrative processes to3
collect assessments and issue refunds;4

(d) The rates of the assessment for forest fire protection,5
including the costs of county assessor participation;6

(e) The historical relationship between the rates and protection7
expenditures or anticipated expenditures and eventual suppression8
expenditures;9

(f) How other states assess for protection or suppression;10
(g) Parcels assessed as forest lands that have become developed11

properties and are not covered, serviced, or taxed by a fire12
protection district.13
A report on the results of the analysis with any findings and14
recommendations shall be submitted to the appropriate committees of15
the legislature by December 2016.16

(4) $307,000 of the performance audit of government account—state17
appropriation is provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed18
Senate Bill No. 5944 (periodic review of new state spending19
programs). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2015, the amount20
provided in this subsection shall lapse.21

(5) The joint legislative audit and review committee is directed22
to conduct an audit of the state medicaid fraud false claims act,23
chapter 74.66 RCW. The purpose of the audit is to examine the24
operation and performance of the medicaid fraud false claims act. A25
complete report with audit data and conclusions shall be provided to26
the appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2015.27
The audit shall include data collection and analysis of the costs and28
revenues of the act. The audit must achieve the following:29

(a) Determine the amount of recovery received by the state under30
the medicaid fraud false claims act. This information must include31
the total amounts recovered, amounts recovered by year, and amounts32
recovered in the following categories:33

(i) Actions in which the state was part of larger federal action34
or multistate effort (e.g., through the national association of35
medicaid fraud control units);36

(ii) Actions that the state undertook on its own;37
(iii) Actions that the state undertook as a result of suit filed38

by qui tam plaintiffs in which the state intervened; and39
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(iv) Actions that the state undertook as a result of suit filed1
by qui tam plaintiffs in which the state did not intervene;2

(b) Determine the number of qui tam plaintiff suits filed,3
including the number of those in which the state intervened, the4
number of cases in which the state declined intervention, the number5
of cases in which the intervention decision is pending, the number of6
actions dismissed without recovery, the number of cases in which7
litigation is proceeding (after the intervention decision), and the8
number of cases in which the allegations have been dismissed as9
frivolous;10

(c) Determine the amount of costs and attorneys' fees recovered11
by qui tam plaintiffs in settlements versus amounts of costs and12
attorneys' fees recovered by defendants in actions involving qui tam13
plaintiffs; and14

(d) Assess whether the medicaid fraud false claims act is15
operating within legislative intent, is operating in an efficient16
manner, and is meeting any performance goals or targets.17

(2) $1,399,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2016 and $1,399,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for school districts for34
petitions to juvenile court for truant students as provided in RCW35

(4) $313,000 of the judicial information systems account—state31
appropriation is provided solely for the content management system32
for the appellate courts.33

(5) $6,080,000 of the judicial information systems account—state34
appropriation for fiscal year 2016 is provided solely for continued35
implementation of the superior court case management system project.36

(6) $6,518,000 of the judicial information systems account—state37
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for continued38
implementation of the superior court case management system. The39
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steering committee for the superior court case management system, the1
office of administrator of the courts, and county clerks shall work2
with the case management system vendor to develop cost estimates for3
modifications to the superior court case management system to address4
security and document management concerns raised by county clerks. If5
the cost estimates are not provided to the fiscal committees of the6
legislature by January 1, 2016, the amounts provided in this7
subsection shall lapse.8

(7) The existing steering committee for the superior court case9
management system shall continue oversight responsibilities10
throughout the various phases of the project to include, but not be11
limited to, vendor management, contract and deliverable management,12
assuring reasonable satisfaction of the business and technical needs13
at the local level, receipt of stakeholder feedback, and14
communication between the various stakeholder groups and the judicial15
information systems committee. Issues of significant scope, schedule16
or budget changes, and risk mitigation strategies must be escalated17
to the judicial information systems committee for consideration. In18
the event that a majority of the steering committee members cannot19
reach a decision, the issue must be escalated to the judicial20
information systems committee for consideration. The superior court21
case management system project steering committee may solicit input22
from user groups as deemed appropriate.23

(8) $8,540,000 of the judicial information systems account—state24
appropriation is provided solely for the development, expansion, and25
implementation of an information network hub project to allow state26
and local case management systems to share critical data in the27
judicial information system.28

(9) $1,849,000 of the judicial information systems account—state29
appropriation is provided solely for replacement of computer30
equipment, including servers, routers, and storage system upgrades in31
county courts and county clerk offices.32

(10) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2017 is provided solely to implement Senate Bill No. 5449 (court34
of appeals tax division).

The nonprofit17
organization shall be required to raise contributions or commitments18
to make contributions, in cash or in kind, in an amount equal to19
forty percent of the state contribution.

(3) Any reductions to funding for the Washington talking book and6

Braille library may not exceed in proportion any reductions taken to7
the funding for the library as a whole.8

(4) $771,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2016 and $772,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the state library to11
purchase statewide on-line access to the information technology12
academy to allow public access to on-line courses and learning13
resources through public libraries.14

fiscal year 2017, and $1,584,000 from the fee charged to master27
contract vendors are provided solely for the payment of facilities28
and services charges, utilities and contracts charges, public and29
historic facilities charges, and capital projects surcharges30
allocable to the senate, house of representatives, statute law31
committee, and joint legislative systems committee. The department32
shall allocate charges attributable to these agencies among the33
affected revolving funds. The department shall maintain an34
interagency agreement with these agencies to establish performance35
standards, prioritization of preservation and capital improvement36
projects, and quality assurance provisions for the delivery of37
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services under this subsection. The legislative agencies named in1
this subsection shall continue to enjoy all of the same rights of2
occupancy and space use on the capitol campus as historically3
established.4

(2) Before any agency may purchase a passenger motor vehicle as5
defined in RCW 43.19.560, the agency must have written approval from6
the director of the department of enterprise services.7

(3) From the fee charged to master contract vendors, the8
department shall transfer to the office of minority and women's9
business enterprises in equal monthly installments $893,000 in fiscal10
year 2016 and $1,599,000 in fiscal year 2017.11

(4) $62,000 of the building code council account—state12
appropriation is provided solely to implement Engrossed Substitute13
Senate Bill No. 5804 (state energy code). If the bill is not enacted14
by June 30, 2015, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.15

(5) Appropriations to state agencies in this act have been16
revised to reflect the transfer of personnel services and risk17
management functions at the department of enterprise services to the18
office of financial management on July 1, 2015, pursuant to19
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5315. The department is prohibited from20
charging agencies for these services.21

(6) The department shall enter into competitive procurements for22
the purpose of entering into a master contracts for the provision of23
video remote interpreter services by June 30, 2016.24

(a) One procurement must be for the purpose of providing video25
remote interpreter services in a medical or health care setting. The26
procurement must be modeled on the existing contract entered into by27
the department of labor and industries for video remote interpreter28
services. The department must consult with the departments of29
corrections, social and health services, labor and industries, and30
other state agencies that currently use interpreters in a medical or31
health care setting during the procurement process to ensure the32
master contract will meet their needs.33

(b) One procurement must be for the purpose of providing video34
remote interpreter services generally. The master contract must be35
made available to all eligible users of the department's contracts.36
However, the primary purpose of the procurement is to assist local37
public schools with compliance with federal guidance on the provision38
of language access services by limited-English proficient parents of39
students. The department must consult with the superintendent of40
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public instruction during the procurement process to ensure the1
master contract will meet the needs of local school districts,2
parents, and student in both the quality of service and the ease of3
access to the service.4

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 201.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL AND HEALTH3
SERVICES4

(1) The appropriations to the department of social and health5
services in this act shall be expended for the programs and in the6
amounts specified in this act. Appropriations made in this act to the7
department of social and health services shall initially be allotted8
as required by this act. Subsequent allotment modifications shall not9
include transfers of moneys between sections of this act except as10
expressly provided in this act, nor shall allotment modifications11
permit moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose to be12
used for other than that purpose.13

(2) The department of social and health services shall not14
initiate any services that require expenditure of state general fund15
moneys unless expressly authorized in this act or other law. The16
department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through17
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the18
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the19
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the20
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those21
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any22
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal23
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon24
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of25
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees.26
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes27
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be28
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis29
by state funds.30

(3) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as31
calculated by the department pursuant to the appropriations in this32
act, bear a reasonable relationship to the costs incurred by33
efficiently and economically operated facilities for providing34
quality services and will be sufficient to enlist enough providers so35
that care and services are available to the extent that such care and36
services are available to the general population in the geographic37
area. The legislature finds that cost reports, payment data from the38
federal government, historical utilization, economic data, and39
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clinical input constitute reliable data upon which to determine the1
payment rates.2

(4) The department shall to the maximum extent practicable use3
the same system for delivery of spoken-language interpreter services4
for social services appointments as the one established for medical5
appointments in section 213 of this act. When contracting directly6
with an individual to deliver spoken language interpreter services,7
the department shall only contract with language access providers who8
are working at a location in the state and who are state-certified or9
state-authorized, except that when such a provider is not available,10
the department may use a language access provider who meets other11
certifications or standards deemed to meet state standards, including12
interpreters in other states.13

(5)(a) The department shall facilitate enrollment under the14
medicaid expansion for clients applying for or receiving state-funded15
services from the department and its contractors. Prior to open16
enrollment, the department shall coordinate with the health care17
authority to provide referrals to the Washington health benefit18
exchange for clients that will be ineligible for medicaid.19

(b) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and20
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal21
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and22
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate23
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and24
medical eligibility staff. No later than October 1, 2015, the25
department shall complete medicaid applications in the26
HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or applying for public27
assistance benefits.28

(c) The department in coordination with the health care authority29
shall pursue a federal waiver to use supplemental nutrition30
assistance program eligibility to enroll eligible persons into31
medicaid.32

support programs, the department shall control reimbursement9
decisions for foster care and adoption support cases such that the10
aggregate average cost per case for foster care and for adoption11
support does not exceed the amounts assumed in the projected caseload12
expenditures.13

(2) $668,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2016 and $668,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely to contract for the operation of16
one pediatric interim care center.

The amounts in this subsection are provided34
solely for contracted education coordinators to assist foster35
children in succeeding in K-12 and higher education systems and to36
assure a focus on education during the transition to performance37
based contracts. Funding shall be prioritized to regions with high38
numbers of foster care youth and/or regions where backlogs of youth39
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that have formerly requested educational outreach services exist. The1
department shall utilize private matching funds to maintain2
educational advocacy services.3

(4) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2016 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a community-based6
organization that has innovated, developed, and replicated a foster7
care delivery model that includes a licensed hub home. The community-8
based organization will provide training and technical assistance to9
the children's administration to develop five hub home models in10
region 2 that will improve child outcomes, support foster parents,11
and encourage the least restrictive community placements for12
children.13

(5) $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2016, $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2017, and $109,000 of the general fund—federal16
appropriation are provided solely for a receiving care center east of17
the Cascade mountains.18

(6)(a) $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19

(b) The children's administration and the nongovernmental entity25
or entities shall collaboratively select the demonstration site. The26
demonstration site should be a school district or group of school27
districts with a significant number of students who are dependent28
pursuant to chapter 13.34 RCW.29

(1) $331,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2016 and $331,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for deposit in the county18
criminal justice assistance account for costs to the criminal justice19
system associated with the implementation of chapter 338, Laws of20
1997 (juvenile code revisions). The amounts provided in this21
subsection are intended to provide funding for county adult court22
costs associated with the implementation of chapter 338, Laws of 199723
and shall be distributed in accordance with RCW 82.14.310.24

(2) $6,198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2016 and $6,198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely to implement community juvenile27
accountability grants pursuant to chapter 338, Laws of 1997 (juvenile28
code revisions). Funds provided in this subsection may be used solely29
for community juvenile accountability grants, administration of the30
grants, and evaluations of programs funded by the grants.31

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following formula and will prioritize evidence-based programs and1
disposition alternatives and take into account juvenile courts2
program-eligible youth in conjunction with the number of youth served3
in each approved evidence-based program or disposition alternative:4

The purpose of this committee24
is to assess the ongoing implementation of the block grant funding25
formula, utilizing data-driven decision making and the most current26
available information. The committee will be cochaired by the27
juvenile rehabilitation administration and the juvenile courts, who28
will also have the ability to change members of the committee as29
needed to achieve its purpose.

The juvenile rehabilitation19
administration and the juvenile courts will work collaboratively to20
develop program outcomes that reinforce the greatest cost benefit to21
the state in the implementation of evidence-based practices and22
disposition alternatives.23

(7) The juvenile courts and administrative office of the courts24
shall collect and distribute information related to program outcome25
and provide access to these data systems to the juvenile26
rehabilitation administration and Washington state institute for27
public policy. The agreements between administrative office of the28
courts, the juvenile courts, and the juvenile rehabilitation29
administration shall be executed to ensure that the juvenile30
rehabilitation administration receives the data that the juvenile31
rehabilitation administration identifies as needed to comply with32
this subsection. This includes, but is not limited to, information by33
program at the statewide aggregate level, individual court level, and34
individual client level for the purpose of the juvenile35
rehabilitation administration providing quality assurance and36
oversight for the locally committed youth block grant and associated37
funds and at times as specified by the juvenile rehabilitation38
administration as necessary to carry out these functions.

(b) $16,631,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2016, $13,761,000 of the general fund—state appropriation13
for fiscal year 2017, and $17,918,000 of the general fund—federal14
appropriation are provided solely to reimburse regional support15
networks for increased utilization costs, as compared to utilization16
costs in fiscal year 2014, that are incurred in order to meet17
statutory obligations to provide individualized mental health18
treatment in appropriate settings to individuals who are detained or19
committed under the involuntary treatment act.

(b) In accordance with RCW 18.51.050, 18.20.050, 70.128.060, and33

The department18
shall not pay a rate greater than $65 per day per offender for all19
costs associated with the offender while in the local correctional20
facility to include programming and health care costs, or the21
equivalent of $65 per day per bed including programming and health22
care costs for full units. The capacity provided at local23
correctional facilities must be for offenders whom the department of24
corrections defines as medium or lower security offenders.25
Programming provided for inmates held in local jurisdictions is26
included in the rate, and details regarding the type and amount of27
programming, and any conditions regarding transferring offenders must28
be negotiated with the department as part of any contract.

The status29
report of each proviso shall include, but not be limited to, the30
following information: Purpose and objective, number of staff, number31
of contractors, status of proviso implementation, number of32
beneficiaries by year, list of beneficiaries, and proviso outcomes33
and achievements.34

(d) The superintendent of public instruction shall update the35
program prepared and distributed under RCW 28A.230.150 for the36
observation of temperance and good citizenship day to include37
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providing an opportunity for eligible students to register to vote at1
school.2

(e) Districts shall annually report to the office of the3
superintendent of public instruction on: (i) The annual number of4
graduating high school seniors within the district earning the5
Washington state seal of biliteracy provided in RCW 28A.300.575; and6
(ii) the number of high school students earning competency-based high7
school credits for world languages by demonstrating proficiency in a8
language other than English. The office of the superintendent of9
public instruction shall provide a summary report to the office of10
the governor and the appropriate committees of the legislature by11
December 1st of each year.12

(f) State funds shall not be used for the purposes of a special13
assistant for governmental relations in the chief of staff's office.14

(2) $1,017,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2016 and $1,017,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for activities associated with17
the implementation of new school finance systems required by chapter18
236, Laws of 2010 (K-12 education funding) and chapter 548, Laws of19
2009 (state's education system), including technical staff, systems20
reprogramming, and workgroup deliberations, including the quality21
education council and the data governance working group.22

(3) $1,012,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2016 and $1,012,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the operation and expenses25
of the state board of education, including basic education assistance26
activities. Of these amounts, $161,000 of the general fund—state27
appropriation for fiscal year 2016 and $161,000 of the general fund—28
state appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided for29
implementation of Initiative Measure No. 1240 (charter schools).30

(4) $4,448,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2016 and $4,024,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely to the professional educator33
standards board for the following:34

(a) $1,050,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2016 and $1,050,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2017 are for the operation and expenses of the37
professional educator standards board;38
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(b) $2,372,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2016 and $2,372,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2017 are for grants to improve preservice teacher3
training and for funding of alternative routes to certification4
programs administered by the professional educator standards board.5
Alternative routes programs include the pipeline for paraeducators6
program, the retooling to teach conditional loan programs, and the7
recruiting Washington teachers program. Within this subsection8
(4)(b), up to $500,000 per fiscal year is available for grants to9
public or private colleges of education in Washington state to10
develop models and share best practices for increasing the classroom11
teaching experience of preservice training programs.12

(c) Retooling to teach conditional loans shall also be provided13
for educators pursuing a computer science endorsement.14

(d) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2016 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the professional educator17
standards board to develop educator interpreter standards and18
identify interpreter assessments that are available to school19
districts. Interpreter assessments should meet the following20
criteria: (i) Include both written assessment and performance21
assessment; (ii) be offered by a national organization of22
professional sign language interpreters and transliterators; and23
(iii) be designed to assess performance in more than one sign system24
or sign language. The board shall establish a performance standard,25
defining what constitutes a minimum assessment result, for each26
educational interpreter assessment identified. The board shall27
publicize the standards and assessments for school district use;28

(d) $1,001,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2016 and $577,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for paraeducator development. Of31
this amount $877,000 in fiscal year 2016 and $577,000 in fiscal year32
2017 are provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed Second33
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5179 (paraeducator development). If the34
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2015, the amounts provided in this35
subsection for Engrossed Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 517936
(paraeducator development) shall lapse.37

(e) The professional educator standards board, in its regular38
review and revision of teacher certification standards as required by39
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RCW 28A.410.210, shall develop standards for a K-12 computer science1
endorsement. Standards related to computer science shall be adopted2
by January 15, 2016. The revised standards shall be aligned with the3
computer science learning standards developed by a nationally4
recognized computer science education organization and updated to5
include the standards adopted by the office of the superintendent of6
public instruction under this section. In addition to appropriate7
computer science content, the computer science endorsement standards8
must facilitate dual endorsement in computer science and mathematics9
or science, or another related endorsement in a high-demand subject10
as indicated by a school district.11

(5) $266,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2016 and $266,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the implementation of14
chapter 240, Laws of 2010, including staffing the office of equity15
and civil rights.16

(a) $5,000 of the amounts provided in this subsection shall be17
provided to the Washington state school directors association for the18
creation of a model policy and procedures for language access by19
limited-English proficient parents. In developing the model policy20
and procedures, the school directors association shall consider any21
guidance materials created by the United States department of22
justice, the United States department of education, and the office of23
the superintendent of public instruction, regarding how school24
districts can effectively assess their language access needs and how25
to develop appropriately tailored language access plans. The model26
policy and procedures must at a minimum address:27

(i) Guidance and procedures for timely and accurate28
identification of limited-English proficient parents and guardians29
and their language access needs;30

(ii) A recommended process and procedures for when and how to31
access an interpreter;32

(iii) A prohibition on the use of students or children as33
interpreters for school-related communications;34

(iv) Procedures to ensure appropriate staff are aware of parents'35
or guardians' need for language assistance, including guidance for36
all school administrators, teachers, and other appropriate staff37
regarding when and how to access an interpreter or translation38
services in a timely manner; and39
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(v) A process for communicating with parents and guardians about1
their rights under federal and state law to be provided with2
accessible information that allows them to make informed choices3
regarding their child's education and how to access the resources and4
services available to them.5

(b) Within the amounts provided in this subsection, the office of6
the superintendent of public instruction shall:7

(i) Convene an advisory committee with representatives of8
parents, school administrators, school principals, classified and9
certificated staff, and other appropriate parties with interest in10
language access for limited-English parents to develop sample11
materials for school districts to disseminate to both school12
employees and parents regarding parents' rights under the model13
policy developed by the Washington state school directors'14
association and the resources available to assist parents and15
guardians in accessing the services available to them. The sample16
materials must be developed by July 1, 2016;17

(ii) Maintain and have available upon request a list of school18
districts that have and have not adopted the Washington state school19
directors' association's model policy;20

(iii) Adopt rules regarding school districts' communication of21
the language access policy and procedure to parents, students,22
employees, and volunteers; and23

(iv) Publish to the agency web site a listing of language access24
services providers available to school districts, including but not25
limited to, the telephonic, in-person, or video-remote interpreter26
services vendors on contract with the state of Washington, including27
contact information and training programs that are available to28
support school districts in preparing employees for how to access and29
effectively use an interpreter.30

(6) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2016 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the ongoing work of the33
education opportunity gap oversight and accountability committee.34

(7) $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2016 and $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the implementation of37
chapter 380, Laws of 2009 (enacting the interstate compact on38
educational opportunity for military children).39
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(8) $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2016 and $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the implementation of3
Initiative Measure No. 1240 (charter schools).4

(9) $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2016 and $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementing a comprehensive7
data system to include financial, student, and educator data,8
including development and maintenance of the comprehensive education9
data and research system (CEDARS).10

(10) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2016 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for project citizen, a program13
sponsored by the national conference of state legislatures and the14
center for civic education to promote participation in government by15
middle school students.16

(11) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2016 and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state18
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for19
collaborative schools for innovation and success authorized under20
chapter 53, Laws of 2012. The office of the superintendent of public21
instruction shall award $500,000 per year in funding for each22
collaborative school for innovation and success selected for23
participation in the pilot program during 2012.24

(12) $123,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2016 and $123,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter27
163, Laws of 2012 (foster care outcomes). The office of the28
superintendent of public instruction shall annually report each29
December on the implementation of the state's plan of cross-system30
collaboration to promote educational stability and improve education31
outcomes of foster youth.32

(13) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2016 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter35
178, Laws of 2012 (open K-12 education resources).36

(14) $93,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2016 and $93,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for chapter 185, Laws of 201139
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(bullying prevention), which requires the office of the1
superintendent of public instruction to convene an ongoing workgroup2
on school bullying and harassment prevention. Within the amounts3
provided, $140,000 is for youth suicide prevention activities.4

(15) $14,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2016 and $14,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter7
242, Laws of 2013 (state-tribal education compacts).8

(16) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2016 and $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for competitive grants to school11
districts to increase the capacity of high schools to offer AP12
computer science courses. In making grant allocations, the office of13
the superintendent of public instruction must give priority to14
schools and districts in rural areas, with substantial enrollment of15
low-income students, and that do not offer AP computer science.16
School districts may apply to receive either or both of the following17
grants:18

(a) A grant to establish partnerships to support computer science19
professionals from private industry serving on a voluntary basis as20
coinstructors along with a certificated teacher, including via21
synchronous video, for AP computer science courses; or22

(b) A grant to purchase or upgrade technology and curriculum23
needed for AP computer science, as well as provide opportunities for24
professional development for classroom teachers to have the requisite25
knowledge and skills to teach AP computer science.26

(17) $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2016 and $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the superintendent of public29
instruction to convene a committee for the selection and recognition30
of Washington innovative schools. The committee shall select and31
recognize Washington innovative schools based on the selection32
criteria established by the office of the superintendent of public33
instruction, in accordance with chapter 202, Laws of 2011 (innovation34
schools—recognition) and chapter 260, Laws of 2011 (innovation35
schools and zones).36

(18) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2016 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the Mobius science center to39
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expand mobile outreach of science, technology, engineering, and1
mathematics (STEM) education to students in rural, tribal, and low-2
income communities.3

(19) $59,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2016 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of5
public instruction to convene a task force to design a performance-6
based assistance and accountability system for the transitional7
bilingual instruction program. The office must submit a report with8
recommendations from the task force to the education and fiscal9
committees of the legislature by January 15, 2016.10

(20) $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2016 and $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the13
superintendent of public instruction to perform on-going program14
reviews of alternative learning experience programs and dropout15
reengagement programs. The amounts provided in this subsection are16
sufficient for the office of the superintendent of public instruction17
to conduct ongoing consolidated program reviews of alternative18
learning experience programs and dropout reengagement programs19
established under chapter 20, Laws of 2010. The office of the20
superintendent of public instruction shall include alternative21
learning education and dropout reengagement programs in its ongoing22
consolidated program reviews, as well as provide outreach and23
training to school districts regarding implementation of the24
programs. Findings from the program reviews will be used to support25
and prioritize the office of the superintendent of public instruction26
outreach and education efforts that assist school districts in27
implementing the programs in accordance with statute and legislative28
intent, as well as to support financial and performance audit work29
conducted by the office of the state auditor.30

(21) $31,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2016 and $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the33
superintendent of public instruction for statewide implementation of34
career and technical education course equivalency frameworks35
authorized under RCW 28A.700.070 for math and science. This may36
include development of additional equivalency course frameworks,37
course performance assessments, and professional development for38
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districts implementing the new frameworks. At least two of the1
science course frameworks must be in environmental science.2

(22) $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2016 and $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter5
103, Laws of 2014 (Substitute Senate Bill No. 6431) (youth suicide6
prevention).7

(23) $202,000 of the performance audits of government account—8
state appropriation is provided solely to address additional audit9
resolutions and appeals in the alternative learning experience10
programs.11

(24) $2,541,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2016 and $2,541,000 of the general fund—state13
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a corps of14
nurses located at educational service districts, as determined by the15
superintendent of public instruction, to be dispatched to the most16
needy schools to provide direct care to students, health education,17
and training for school staff.18

(25) $210,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2016 and $210,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a nonviolence and leadership21
training program provided by the institute for community leadership.22

(26) $933,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2016 and $933,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of Second25
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5252 (regional school safety). If the bill26
is not enacted by June 30, 2015, the amounts provided in this27
subsection shall lapse.28

(27) $1,221,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2016 and $1,221,000 of the general fund—state30
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for K-2031
telecommunications network technical support in the K-12 sector to32
prevent system failures and avoid interruptions in school utilization33
of the data processing and video-conferencing capabilities of the34
network. These funds may be used to purchase engineering and advanced35
technical support for the network.36

(28) $1,875,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2016 and $1,875,000 of the general fund—state38
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the39
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Washington state achievers scholarship program. The funds shall be1
used to support community involvement officers that recruit, train,2
and match community volunteer mentors with students selected as3
achievers scholars.4

(29) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2016 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state6
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for7
contracting with a college scholarship organization with expertise in8
conducting outreach to students concerning eligibility for the9
Washington college bound scholarship consistent with chapter 405,10
Laws of 2007.11

(30) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2016 is provided solely for the administration of the13
preliminary scholastic aptitude test to ninth and tenth grade14
participants in the college bound program. The superintendent of15
public instruction shall partner with a national nonprofit16
organization that offers the aptitude test and that will provide: (i)17
Early and annual feedback on student progress; (ii) detailed18
performance feedback connected to Washington's standards,19
instruction, and assessments; (iii) access to state-of-the-art20
learning tools including free, personalized practice; (iv) access to21
college and career planning tools; (v) personalized information22
packets to high-achieving, low-income students to increase the number23
of applications from this group of students to public four-year24
institutions of higher education and independent, nonprofit25
baccalaureate degree-granting institutions in Washington; and (vi)26
for income eligible students, the opportunity to take the preliminary27
scholastic aptitude test in eleventh grade at no cost, to take the28
scholastic aptitude test twice at no cost, and access to additional29
tools and score reports at no cost.30

(31) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2016, $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation32
for fiscal year 2017, and $206,000 of the dedicated marijuana account33
—state appropriation are provided solely for dropout prevention,34
intervention, and reengagement programs, including the jobs for35
America's graduates (JAG) program and the building bridges statewide36
program. Starting in school year 2014-15, students in the foster care37
system or who are homeless shall be given priority by districts38
offering the jobs for America's graduates program. The office of the39
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superintendent of public instruction shall convene staff1
representatives from high schools to meet and share best practices2
for dropout prevention. Of the amounts provided in this subsection,3
$103,000 of dedicated marijuana account—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2016 and $103,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—5
state appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the6
building bridges statewide program.7

(32) $1,800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2016 and $3,871,000 of the general fund—state9
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the10
Washington kindergarten inventory of developing skills. State funding11
shall support the statewide administration of the inventory under RCW12
28A.655.080(1) and the one-time implementation and training grants13
under RCW 28A.655.080(3) for schools implementing the inventory for14
the first time in the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium.15

(33) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2016 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely to subsidize advanced placement18
exam fees and international baccalaureate class fees and exam fees19
for low-income students. To be eligible for the subsidy, a student20
must be either enrolled or eligible to participate in the federal21
free or reduced-price lunch program, and the student must have22
maximized the allowable federal contribution. The office of the23
superintendent of public instruction shall set the subsidy in an24
amount so that the advanced placement exam fee does not exceed $15.0025
and the combined class and exam fee for the international26
baccalaureate does not exceed $14.50.27

(34) $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2016 and $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the30
superintendent of public instruction to support district31
implementation of comprehensive guidance and planning programs32
consistent with RCW 28A.600.045.33

(35) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2016 and $153,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed36
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5179 (paraeducator development). If37
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2015, the amounts provided in38
this subsection shall lapse.39
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(36) $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2016 and $53,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed3
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5688 (student skills). If the bill4
is not enacted by June 30, 2015, the amounts provided in this5
subsection shall lapse.6

(37) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2016 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a dual-language instruction9
pilot program. A maximum of two school districts may participate; one10
of which must be the Auburn school district. Each school district11
shall provide a sequentially articulated world language program in12
elementary schools that provides instruction in Spanish and a Chinese13
language. School districts participating in the program must agree14
to:15

(a) Assure that parents are informed of the availability of the16
language classes offered as a pilot program; and17

(b) Participate in an evaluation of the program as determined by18
the superintendent of public instruction.19
The superintendent of public instruction shall submit an annual20
report to the governor and the appropriate fiscal and education21
committees of the legislature summarizing the pilot program and its22
effectiveness. The report shall also include a recommendation as to23
whether or not the pilot program should be continued, expanded, or24
otherwise modified.25

(38)(a) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2016 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation27
for fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for a grant to an entity that28
is exempt from taxation under Title 26 U.S.C. Sec. 501(c)(3) of the29
federal internal revenue code of 1986, as amended, as of the30
effective date of this section, that is affiliated and in good31
standing with a national congressionally chartered organization's32
standards under 36 U.S.C., subtitle II, part B, and that:33

(i) Is facility-based and provides proven and tested34
recreational, educational, and character-building programs for35
children ages six to eighteen years of age;36

(ii) Provides after school and summer programs in a minimum of37
fifty communities statewide, with youth development services38
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available at least twenty hours weekly during the school year and for1
thirty hours weekly during summer programming;2

(iii) Has adopted standards for care that at a minimum include3
staff ratios, staff training, health and safety standards, and4
mechanisms for assessing and enforcing the program's compliance with5
the standards;6

(iv) Provides a process to receive and resolve parental7
complaints; and8

(v) Conducts national criminal background checks for all9
employees and volunteers who work with children.10

(b) The grant shall be used to pilot a program of academic,11
innovation, and mentoring. The purpose of the program is to enable12
eligible neighborhood youth development entities to provide out-of-13
school time programs for youth six to eighteen years of age that14
include educational services, mentoring, and linkages to positive,15
pro-social leisure and recreational activities. The programs must be16
designed for mentoring and academic enrichment that include at least17
two of the following three activity areas:18

(i) Science, technology, engineering, and math (STEM);19
(ii) Homework support and high-yield learning opportunities; and20
(iii) Career exploration.21
(c) The entity receiving the grant shall conduct the pilot in at22

least five communities statewide. The office of the superintendent of23
public instruction shall submit a report to the appropriate education24
and fiscal committees of the legislature by December 31, 2015, and a25
final report by December 31, 2016. The report shall outline the26
programs established, target populations, and pre- and post-testing27
results.28

(39) $1,122,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2016 and $1,117,000 of the general fund—state30
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office31
of the superintendent of public instruction to adopt computer science32
learning standards developed by a nationally recognized computer33
science education organization and computer science grants to school34
districts. Of these amounts, $1,000,000 in fiscal year 2016 and35
$1,000,000 in fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the computer36
science and education grant program to support the following three37
purposes: (a) Train and credential teachers in computer sciences; (b)38
provide and upgrade technology needed to learn computer science; and39
(c) for computer science frontiers grants, to introduce students to40
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and engage them in computer science. The office of the superintendent1
of public instruction must use the adopted computer science learning2
standards in implementing the grant, to the extent possible.3
Additionally, grants provided for the purpose of introducing students4
to computer science are intended to support innovative ways to5
introduce and engage students from historically underrepresented6
groups, including girls, low-income students, and minority students,7
to computer science and to inspire them to enter computer science8
careers. Grant funds for the computer science and education grant9
program may be expended only to the extent that they are equally10
matched by private sources for the program, including gifts, grants,11
or endowments.12

(40) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2016 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the15
superintendent of public instruction to partner with a nonprofit16
organization providing music curriculum for kindergarten and first17
grade students and establish a grant program that provides start-up18
costs and materials for integrated music curriculum that links19
together other core curriculum. Preference shall be given to Title 120
schools, head start programs, early childhood education and21
assistance program sites, high poverty schools, schools with high22
mobility, and schools with low student achievement.23

(41) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2016 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the Kip Tokuda memorial26
Washington civil liberties public education program. The27
superintendent of public instruction shall award grants consistent28
with RCW 28A.300.410.29

(42) $2,863,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2016 and $3,758,000 of the general fund—state31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 601.  The appropriations in sections 6053
through 611 of this act are subject to the following conditions and4
limitations:5

(1) "Institutions" means the institutions of higher education6
receiving appropriations under sections 605 through 611 of this act.7

(2) The legislature, the office of financial management, and8
other state agencies need consistent and accurate personnel data from9
institutions of higher education for policy planning purposes.10
Institutions of higher education shall report personnel data to the11
office of financial management for inclusion in the agency's data12
warehouse. Uniform reporting procedures shall be established by the13
office of financial management for use by the reporting institutions,14
including provisions for common job classifications and common15
definitions of full-time equivalent staff. Annual contract amounts,16
number of contract months, and funding sources shall be consistently17
reported for employees under contract.18

(3) In addition to waivers granted under the authority of RCW19
28B.15.910, the governing boards and the state board may waive all or20
a portion of operating fees for any student. State general fund21
appropriations shall not be provided to replace tuition and fee22
revenue foregone as a result of waivers granted under this23
subsection.24

(4)(a) For institutions receiving appropriations in section 60525
of this act, the only allowable salary increases provided are those26
with normally occurring promotions and increases related to faculty27
and staff retention.

Any salary increase granted under4
the authority of this subsection (4)(b)(ii) shall not be included in5
an institution's salary base for future state funding. It is the6
intent of the legislature that state general fund support for an7

(c) The project improves the ability of an agency to recover from31
major disaster;32

(d) The project provides future savings and efficiencies for an33
agency through reduced operating costs, improved customer service, or34
increased revenue collections;35

(e) Preference for project approval must be given to an agency36
that has prior approval from the office of the chief information37
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officer, an approved business plan, and where the primary hurdle to1
project funding is the lack of funding capacity; and2

(f) Expenditures made by an agency for one of the indicated3
purposes before the issue date of the authorized financial contract4
and any certificates of participation therein are intended to be5
reimbursed from proceeds of the financial contract and any6
certificates of participation therein to the extent provided in the7
agency's financing plan approved by the state finance committee.8

(2) The following state agencies may enter into financial9
contracts to finance expenditures for the acquisition and10
implementation of the following information technology projects for11
up to the respective amounts indicated, plus financing expenses and12
required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW: $61,500,000 for the13
department of revenue to continue replacement of the taxpayer legacy14
system. Proceeds from any financial contracts must be deposited into15
the information technology investment revolving account created in16
section 705 of this act.17

There is created an account in the custody of the state treasurer20
to be known as the judicial information system account. The21

(b) The commission and the department of corrections share the14
responsibility of developing and defining training standards and15
providing training for community corrections officers employed within16
the community corrections division of the department of corrections.17

Sec. 962.  RCW 43.135.025 and 2009 c 479 s 35 are each amended to18
read as follows:19

(1) The state shall not expend from the general fund during any20
fiscal year state moneys in excess of the state expenditure limit21
established under this chapter.22

(2) Except pursuant to a declaration of emergency under RCW23
((43.135.035)) 41.135.034 or pursuant to an appropriation under RCW24
43.135.045(2), the state treasurer shall not issue or redeem any25
check, warrant, or voucher that will result in a state general fund26
expenditure for any fiscal year in excess of the state expenditure27
limit established under this chapter. A violation of this subsection28
constitutes a violation of RCW 43.88.290 and shall subject the state29
treasurer to the penalties provided in RCW 43.88.300.30

(3) The state expenditure limit for any fiscal year shall be the31
previous fiscal year's state expenditure limit increased by a32
percentage rate that equals the fiscal growth factor.33

(4) For purposes of computing the state expenditure limit for the34
fiscal year beginning July 1, 2009, the phrase "the previous fiscal35
year's state expenditure limit" means the total state expenditures36
from the state general fund, the public safety and education account,37
the health services account, the violence reduction and drug38
enforcement account, the student achievement fund, the water quality39
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account, and the equal justice subaccount, not including federal1
funds, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2008, plus the fiscal2
growth factor. For fiscal years 2015, 2016, and 2017, the state3
expenditure limit shall be specified in the state omnibus operating4
appropriations act. The economic and revenue forecast council, in5
consultation with the state expenditure limit committee, shall6
prepare draft legislation for introduction in the 2016 legislative7
session that revises the state expenditure limit to synchronize the8
requirements of this chapter with the four-year balanced budget9
requirement under RCW 43.88.060 and the state budget outlook under10
RCW 82.33.060.11

(5) A state expenditure limit committee is established for the12
purpose of determining and adjusting the state expenditure limit as13
provided in this chapter. The members of the state expenditure limit14
committee are the director of financial management, the attorney15
general or the attorney general's designee, and the chairs and16
ranking minority members of the senate committee on ways and means17
and the house of representatives committee on ways and means. All18
actions of the state expenditure limit committee taken pursuant to19
this chapter require an affirmative vote of at least four members.20

(6) Each November, the state expenditure limit committee shall21
adjust the expenditure limit for the preceding fiscal year based on22
actual expenditures and known changes in the fiscal growth factor and23
then project an expenditure limit for the next two fiscal years. If,24
by November 30th, the state expenditure limit committee has not25
adopted the expenditure limit adjustment and projected expenditure26
limit as provided in subsection (5) of this section, the attorney27
general or his or her designee shall adjust or project the28
expenditure limit, as necessary.29

(7) "Fiscal growth factor" means the average growth in state30
personal income for the prior ten fiscal years.31

(8) "General fund" means the state general fund.32

Sec. 963.  RCW 43.155.050 and 2013 2nd sp.s. c 4 s 983 are each33
amended to read as follows:34

The public works assistance account is hereby established in the35
state treasury. Money may be placed in the public works assistance36
account from the proceeds of bonds when authorized by the legislature37
or from any other lawful source. Money in the public works assistance38
account shall be used to make loans and to give financial guarantees39
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to local governments for public works projects. Moneys in the account1
may also be appropriated to provide for state match requirements2
under federal law for projects and activities conducted and financed3
by the board under the drinking water assistance account. Not more4
than fifteen percent of the biennial capital budget appropriation to5
the public works board from this account may be expended or obligated6
for preconstruction loans, emergency loans, or loans for capital7
facility planning under this chapter; of this amount, not more than8
ten percent of the biennial capital budget appropriation may be9
expended for emergency loans and not more than one percent of the10
biennial capital budget appropriation may be expended for capital11
facility planning loans. During the 2011-2013 and 2013-2015 fiscal12
biennium, the legislature may transfer from the public works13
assistance account to the general fund, the water pollution control14
revolving account, and the drinking water assistance account such15
amounts as reflect the excess fund balance of the account. During the16
2011-2013 fiscal biennium, the legislature may appropriate moneys17
from the account for economic development, innovation, and export18
grants, including brownfields; main street improvement grants; and19
the loan program consolidation board. During the 2013-2015 fiscal20
biennium, the legislature may transfer from the public works21
assistance account to the education legacy trust account such amounts22
as specified by the legislature. During the 2015-2017 fiscal23
biennium, the legislature may appropriate moneys from the account for24
activities related to the voluntary stewardship program. During the25
2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may transfer from the26
public works assistance account to the state general fund such27
amounts as specified by the legislature. The legislature intends to28
provide financial assistance for local government infrastructure in29
future biennia through the loan guarantees and other provisions of30
Engrossed Senate Joint Resolution No. 8204 and Engrossed Senate Bill31
No. 5624. Therefore, in the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium the legislature32
intends to allocate ninety-four million dollars of future loan33
repayments paid into the public works assistance account to support34
basic education.35

Sec. 964.  RCW 43.215.090 and 2012 c 229 s 589 are each amended36
to read as follows:37

(1) The early learning advisory council is established to advise38
the department on statewide early learning issues that would build a39
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comprehensive system of quality early learning programs and services1
for Washington's children and families by assessing needs and the2
availability of services, aligning resources, developing plans for3
data collection and professional development of early childhood4
educators, and establishing key performance measures.5

(2) The council shall work in conjunction with the department to6
develop a statewide early learning plan that guides the department in7
promoting alignment of private and public sector actions, objectives,8
and resources, and ensuring school readiness.9

(3) The council shall include diverse, statewide representation10
from public, nonprofit, and for-profit entities. Its membership shall11
reflect regional, racial, and cultural diversity to adequately12
represent the needs of all children and families in the state.13

(4) Councilmembers shall serve two-year terms. However, to14
stagger the terms of the council, the initial appointments for twelve15
of the members shall be for one year. Once the initial one-year to16
two-year terms expire, all subsequent terms shall be for two years,17
with the terms expiring on June 30th of the applicable year. The18
terms shall be staggered in such a way that, where possible, the19
terms of members representing a specific group do not expire20
simultaneously.21

(5) The council shall consist of not more than twenty-three22
members, as follows:23

(a) The governor shall appoint at least one representative from24
each of the following: The department, the office of financial25
management, the department of social and health services, the26
department of health, the student achievement council, and the state27
board for community and technical colleges;28

(b) One representative from the office of the superintendent of29
public instruction, to be appointed by the superintendent of public30
instruction;31

(c) The governor shall appoint seven leaders in early childhood32
education, with at least one representative with experience or33
expertise in one or more of the areas such as the following: The K-1234
system, family day care providers, and child care centers with four35
of the seven governor's appointees made as follows:36

(i) The head start state collaboration office director or the37
director's designee;38

(ii) A representative of a head start, early head start, migrant/39
seasonal head start, or tribal head start program;40
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(iii) A representative of a local education agency; and1
(iv) A representative of the state agency responsible for2

programs under section 619 or part C of the federal individuals with3
disabilities education act;4

(d) Two members of the house of representatives, one from each5
caucus, and two members of the senate, one from each caucus, to be6
appointed by the speaker of the house of representatives and the7
president of the senate, respectively;8

(e) Two parents, one of whom serves on the department's parent9
advisory group, to be appointed by the governor;10

(f) One representative of the private-public partnership created11
in RCW 43.215.070, to be appointed by the partnership board;12

(g) One representative designated by sovereign tribal13
governments; and14

(h) One representative from the Washington federation of15
independent schools.16

(6) The council shall be cochaired by one representative of a17
state agency and one nongovernmental member, to be elected by the18
council for two-year terms.19

(7) The council shall appoint two members and stakeholders with20
expertise in early learning to sit on the technical working group21
created in section 2, chapter 234, Laws of 2010.22

(8) Each member of the board shall be compensated in accordance23
with RCW 43.03.240 and reimbursed for travel expenses incurred in24
carrying out the duties of the board in accordance with RCW 43.03.05025
and 43.03.060, but compensation and reimbursement for travel expenses26
for board members under these statutes is suspended during the27
2015-2017 fiscal biennium.28

(9) The department shall provide staff support to the council.29

Sec. 965.  RCW 43.320.110 and 2011 2nd sp.s. c 9 s 909 are each30
amended to read as follows:31

There is created a local fund known as the "financial services32
regulation fund" which shall consist of all moneys received by the33
divisions of the department of financial institutions, except for the34
division of securities which shall deposit thirteen percent of all35
moneys received, except as provided in RCW 43.320.115, and which36
shall be used for the purchase of supplies and necessary equipment;37
the payment of salaries, wages, and utilities; the establishment of38
reserves; and other incidental costs required for the proper39
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regulation of individuals and entities subject to regulation by the1
department. The state treasurer shall be the custodian of the fund.2
Disbursements from the fund shall be on authorization of the director3
of financial institutions or the director's designee. In order to4
maintain an effective expenditure and revenue control, the fund shall5
be subject in all respects to chapter 43.88 RCW, but no appropriation6
is required to permit expenditures and payment of obligations from7
the fund.8

During the ((2011-2013)) 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the9
legislature may transfer from the financial services regulation fund10
to the state general fund such amounts as reflect the excess fund11
balance of the fund. During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, moneys12
from the financial services regulation fund may be appropriated for13
the family prosperity account program at the department of commerce14
and for the operations of the department of revenue.15

Sec. 966.  RCW 43.325.040 and 2013 2nd sp.s. c 4 s 984 are each16
amended to read as follows:17

(1) The energy freedom account is created in the state treasury.18
All receipts from appropriations made to the account and any loan19
payments of principal and interest derived from loans made under the20
energy freedom account must be deposited into the account. Moneys in21
the account may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures from22
the account may be used only for financial assistance for further23
funding for projects consistent with this chapter or otherwise24
authorized by the legislature. During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium,25
the legislature may appropriate moneys from the account to fund the26
state energy office in the department of commerce.27

(2) The green energy incentive account is created in the state28
treasury as a subaccount of the energy freedom account. All receipts29
from appropriations made to the green energy incentive account shall30
be deposited into the account, and may be spent only after31
appropriation. Expenditures from the account may be used only for:32

(a) Refueling projects awarded under this chapter;33
(b) Pilot projects for plug-in hybrids, including grants provided34

for the electrification program set forth in RCW 43.325.110; and35
(c) Demonstration projects developed with state universities as36

defined in RCW 28B.10.016 and local governments that result in the37
design and building of a hydrogen vehicle fueling station.38
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(3)(a) The energy recovery act account is created in the state1
treasury. State and federal funds may be deposited into the account2
and any loan payments of principal and interest derived from loans3
made from the energy recovery act account must be deposited into the4
account. Moneys in the account may be spent only after appropriation.5

(b) Expenditures from the account may be used only for loans,6
loan guarantees, and grants that encourage the establishment of7
innovative and sustainable industries for renewable energy and energy8
efficiency technology, including but not limited to:9

(i) Renewable energy projects or programs that require interim10
financing to complete project development and implementation;11

(ii) Companies with innovative, near-commercial or commercial,12
clean energy technology; and13

(iii) Energy efficiency technologies that have a viable repayment14
stream from reduced utility costs.15

(c) The director shall establish policies and procedures for16
processing, reviewing, and approving applications for funding under17
this section. When developing these policies and procedures, the18
department must consider the clean energy leadership strategy19
developed under section 2, chapter 318, Laws of 2009.20

(d) The director shall enter into agreements with approved21
applicants to fix the term and rates of funding provided from this22
account.23

(e) The policies and procedures of this subsection (3) do not24
apply to assistance awarded for projects under RCW 43.325.020(3).25

(4) Any state agency receiving funding from the energy freedom26
account is prohibited from retaining greater than three percent of27
any funding provided from the energy freedom account for28
administrative overhead or other deductions not directly associated29
with conducting the research, projects, or other end products that30
the funding is designed to produce unless this provision is waived in31
writing by the director.32

(5) Any university, institute, or other entity that is not a33
state agency receiving funding from the energy freedom account is34
prohibited from retaining greater than fifteen percent of any funding35
provided from the energy freedom account for administrative overhead36
or other deductions not directly associated with conducting the37
research, projects, or other end products that the funding is38
designed to produce.39
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(6) Subsections (2), (4), and (5) of this section do not apply to1
assistance awarded for projects under RCW 43.325.020(3).2

(7) During the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium, the legislature may3
transfer from the energy freedom account to the state general fund4
such amounts as reflect the excess fund balance of the account.5

Sec. 967.  RCW 43.330.250 and 2014 c 112 s 114 are each amended6
to read as follows:7

(1) The economic development strategic reserve account is created8
in the state treasury to be used only for the purposes of this9
section.10

(2) Only the governor, with the recommendation of the director of11
the department of commerce, may authorize expenditures from the12
account.13

(3) During the 2009-2011 and 2011-2013 fiscal biennia, moneys in14
the account may also be transferred into the state general fund.15

(4) Expenditures from the account may be made to prevent closure16
of a business or facility, to prevent relocation of a business or17
facility in the state to a location outside the state, or to recruit18
a business or facility to the state.

(b) The business or facility produces or will produce significant36
long-term economic benefits to the state, a region of the state, or a37
particular community in the state;38
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(c) The business or facility does not require continuing state1
support;2

(d) The expenditure will result in new jobs, job retention, or3
higher incomes for citizens of the state;4

(e) The expenditure will not supplant private investment; and5
(f) The expenditure is accompanied by private investment.6
(6) No more than three million dollars per year may be expended7

from the account for the purpose of assisting an individual business8
or facility pursuant to the authority specified in this section.9

(7) If the account balance in the strategic reserve account10
exceeds fifteen million dollars at any time, the amount in excess of11
fifteen million dollars shall be transferred to the education12
construction account.13

(8) During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may14
appropriate moneys from the account to fund economic development15
programs at the department of commerce.16

Sec. 968.  RCW 43.334.077 and 2008 c 275 s 7 are each amended to17
read as follows:18

The skeletal human remains assistance account is created in the19
custody of the state treasurer. All appropriations provided by the20
legislature for this purpose as well as any reimbursement for21
services provided pursuant to chapter 275, Laws of 2008 must be22
deposited in the account. Expenditures from the account may be used23
only for archaeological determinations and excavations of24
inadvertently discovered skeletal human remains, and removal and25
reinterment of such remains when necessary. Only the director or the26
director's designee may authorize expenditures from the account. The27
account is subject to the allotment procedures under chapter 43.8828
RCW, but an appropriation is not required for expenditures. During29
the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may appropriate moneys30
from the account to the operations of the department of archaeology31
and historic preservation.32

Sec. 969.  RCW 43.350.070 and 2011 c 5 s 916 are each amended to33
read as follows:34

The life sciences discovery fund is created in the custody of the35
state treasurer. Only the board or the board's designee may authorize36
expenditures from the fund. Expenditures from the fund may be made37
only for purposes of this chapter. Administrative expenses of the38
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authority, including staff support, may be paid only from the fund.1
Revenues to the fund consist of transfers made by the legislature2
from strategic contribution payments deposited in the tobacco3
settlement account under RCW 43.79.480, moneys received pursuant to4
contribution agreements entered into pursuant to RCW 43.350.030,5
moneys received from gifts, grants, and bequests, and interest earned6
on the fund. During the ((2009-2011)) 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the7
legislature may transfer to other state funds or accounts such8
amounts as represent the excess balance of the life sciences9
discovery fund. Any moneys remaining in the life sciences discovery10
fund as of July 1, 2015, must be transferred to the state general11
fund.12

Sec. 970.  RCW 61.24.172 and 2014 c 164 s 5 are each amended to13
read as follows:14

The foreclosure fairness account is created in the custody of the15
state treasurer. All receipts received under RCW 61.24.174 must be16
deposited into the account. Only the director of the department of17
commerce or the director's designee may authorize expenditures from18
the account. Funding to agencies and organizations under this section19
must be provided by the department through an interagency agreement20
or other applicable contract instrument. The account is subject to21
allotment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW, but an appropriation is22
not required for expenditures. Expenditures from the account must be23
used as follows: (1) No less than seventy-one percent must be used24
for the purposes of providing housing counseling activities to25
benefit borrowers, except that this amount may be less than seventy-26
one percent only if necessary to meet the funding level specified for27
the office of the attorney general under subsection (2) of this28
section and the department under subsection (4) of this section; (2)29
up to six percent, or six hundred fifty-five thousand dollars per30
biennium, whichever amount is greater, to the office of the attorney31

Funds provided under this subsection (3) must be used36
to supplement, not supplant, other federal, state, and local funds;37

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to be used for implementation and operation of the foreclosure1
fairness act; and (5) up to three percent to the department of2
financial institutions to conduct homeowner prepurchase and3
postpurchase outreach and education programs as defined in RCW4

The department shall enter into interagency agreements to6
contract with the Washington state housing finance commission and7
other appropriate entities to implement the foreclosure fairness act.8

During fiscal year 2016, the department of commerce may expend9
funds from the account to review deed of trust and foreclosure laws.10

Sec. 971.  RCW 66.08.170 and 2011 1st sp.s. c 50 s 959 are each11
amended to read as follows:12

There shall be a fund, known as the "liquor revolving fund",13
which shall consist of all license fees, permit fees, penalties,14
forfeitures, and all other moneys, income, or revenue received by the15
board. The state treasurer shall be custodian of the fund. All moneys16
received by the board or any employee thereof, except for change17
funds and an amount of petty cash as fixed by the board within the18
authority of law shall be deposited each day in a depository approved19
by the state treasurer and transferred to the state treasurer to be20
credited to the liquor revolving fund. During the 2009-2011 fiscal21
biennium, the legislature may transfer funds from the liquor22
revolving account [fund] to the state general fund and may direct an23
additional amount of liquor profits to be distributed to local24
governments. Neither the transfer of funds nor the additional25
distribution of liquor profits to local governments during the26
2009-2011 fiscal biennium may reduce the excess fund distributions27
that otherwise would occur under RCW 66.08.190. During the 2011-201328
fiscal biennium, the state treasurer shall transfer from the liquor29
revolving fund to the state general fund forty-two million five30
hundred thousand dollars for fiscal year 2012 and forty-two million31
five hundred thousand dollars for fiscal year 2013. The transfer32
during the 2011-2013 fiscal biennium may not reduce the excess fund33
distributions that otherwise would occur under RCW 66.08.190. Sales34
to licensees are exempt from any liquor price increases that may35
result from the transfer of funds from the liquor revolving fund to36
the state general fund during the 2011-2013 fiscal biennium.37
Disbursements from the revolving fund shall be on authorization of38
the board or a duly authorized representative thereof. In order to39
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maintain an effective expenditure and revenue control the liquor1
revolving fund shall be subject in all respects to chapter 43.88 RCW2
but no appropriation shall be required to permit expenditures and3
payment of obligations from such fund. During the 2013-2015 and4
2015-2017 fiscal biennia, the legislature may transfer from the5
liquor revolving fund to the state general fund such amounts as6
reflect the excess fund balance of the account.7

Sec. 972.  RCW 70.96A.350 and 2013 2nd sp.s. c 4 s 990 are each8
amended to read as follows:9

(1) The criminal justice treatment account is created in the10
state treasury. Moneys in the account may be expended solely for: (a)11
Substance abuse treatment and treatment support services for12
offenders with an addiction or a substance abuse problem that, if not13
treated, would result in addiction, against whom charges are filed by14
a prosecuting attorney in Washington state; (b) the provision of drug15
and alcohol treatment services and treatment support services for16
nonviolent offenders within a drug court program; (c) the17
administrative and overhead costs associated with the operation of a18
drug court; and (d) during the 2011-2013 biennium, the legislature19
may appropriate up to three million dollars from the account in order20
to offset reductions in the state general fund for treatment services21
provided by counties. This amount is not subject to the requirements22
of subsections (5) through (9) of this section. During the 2013-201523
and 2015-2017 fiscal ((biennium)) biennia, the legislature may24
transfer from the criminal justice treatment account to the state25
general fund amounts as reflect the state savings associated with the26
implementation of the medicaid expansion of the federal affordable27
care act and the excess fund balance of the account. Moneys in the28
account may be spent only after appropriation.29

(2) For purposes of this section:30
(a) "Treatment" means services that are critical to a31

participant's successful completion of his or her substance abuse32
treatment program, but does not include the following services:33
Housing other than that provided as part of an inpatient substance34
abuse treatment program, vocational training, and mental health35
counseling; and36

(b) "Treatment support" means transportation to or from inpatient37
or outpatient treatment services when no viable alternative exists,38
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and child care services that are necessary to ensure a participant's1
ability to attend outpatient treatment sessions.2

(3) Revenues to the criminal justice treatment account consist3
of: (a) Funds transferred to the account pursuant to this section;4
and (b) any other revenues appropriated to or deposited in the5
account.6

(4)(a) For the fiscal biennium beginning July 1, 2003, the state7
treasurer shall transfer eight million nine hundred fifty thousand8
dollars from the general fund into the criminal justice treatment9
account, divided into eight equal quarterly payments. For the fiscal10
year beginning July 1, 2005, and each subsequent fiscal year, the11
state treasurer shall transfer eight million two hundred fifty12
thousand dollars from the general fund to the criminal justice13
treatment account, divided into four equal quarterly payments. For14
the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2006, and each subsequent fiscal15
year, the amount transferred shall be increased on an annual basis by16
the implicit price deflator as published by the federal bureau of17
labor statistics.18

(b) In each odd-numbered year, the legislature shall appropriate19
the amount transferred to the criminal justice treatment account in20
(a) of this subsection to the division of alcohol and substance abuse21
for the purposes of subsection (5) of this section.22

(5) Moneys appropriated to the division of alcohol and substance23
abuse from the criminal justice treatment account shall be24
distributed as specified in this subsection. The department shall25
serve as the fiscal agent for purposes of distribution. Until July 1,26
2004, the department may not use moneys appropriated from the27
criminal justice treatment account for administrative expenses and28
shall distribute all amounts appropriated under subsection (4)(b) of29
this section in accordance with this subsection. Beginning in July 1,30
2004, the department may retain up to three percent of the amount31
appropriated under subsection (4)(b) of this section for its32
administrative costs.33

(a) Seventy percent of amounts appropriated to the division from34
the account shall be distributed to counties pursuant to the35
distribution formula adopted under this section. The division of36
alcohol and substance abuse, in consultation with the department of37
corrections, the Washington state association of counties, the38
Washington state association of drug court professionals, the39
superior court judges' association, the Washington association of40
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prosecuting attorneys, representatives of the criminal defense bar,1
representatives of substance abuse treatment providers, and any other2
person deemed by the division to be necessary, shall establish a fair3
and reasonable methodology for distribution to counties of moneys in4
the criminal justice treatment account. County or regional plans5
submitted for the expenditure of formula funds must be approved by6
the panel established in (b) of this subsection.7

(b) Thirty percent of the amounts appropriated to the division8
from the account shall be distributed as grants for purposes of9
treating offenders against whom charges are filed by a county10
prosecuting attorney. The division shall appoint a panel of11
representatives from the Washington association of prosecuting12
attorneys, the Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs,13
the superior court judges' association, the Washington state14
association of counties, the Washington defender's association or the15
Washington association of criminal defense lawyers, the department of16
corrections, the Washington state association of drug court17
professionals, substance abuse treatment providers, and the division.18
The panel shall review county or regional plans for funding under (a)19
of this subsection and grants approved under this subsection. The20
panel shall attempt to ensure that treatment as funded by the grants21
is available to offenders statewide.22

(9) Counties must meet the criteria established in RCW11

(10) The authority under this section to use funds from the13
criminal justice treatment account for the administrative and14
overhead costs associated with the operation of a drug court expires15
June 30, ((2015)) 2017.16

with health care service contractors licensed by the office of the13
insurance commissioner and qualified to participate in both the14
medicaid and medicare programs.15

(b) If Washington has been selected to participate in phase two16
of the federal demonstration project for persons dually-eligible for17
both medicare and medicaid, the department and the authority may18
initiate the MICP. Participation in the project shall be limited to19
persons who are eligible for both medicare and medicaid and to20
counties in which the county legislative authority has agreed to the21
terms and conditions under which it will operate. The purpose of the22
project shall be to demonstrate and evaluate ways to improve care23
while reducing state expenditures for persons enrolled both in24
medicare and medicaid. To that end, prior to initiating the project,25
the department and the authority shall assure that state expenditures26
shall be no greater on either a per person or total basis than the27
state would otherwise incur. Individuals who are solely eligible for28
medicaid may also participate if their participation is agreed to by29
the health care authority, the department, and the county legislative30
authority.31

(4) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as32
calculated by the department pursuant to the appropriations in this33
act, bear a reasonable relationship to the costs incurred by34
efficiently and economically operated facilities for providing35
quality services and will be sufficient to enlist enough providers so36
that care and services are available to the extent that such care and37
services are available to the general population in the geographic38
area. The legislature finds that cost reports, payment data from the39
federal government, historical utilization, economic data, and40
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clinical input constitute reliable data upon which to determine the1
payment rates.2

(5) The department shall to the maximum extent practicable use3
the same system for delivery of spoken-language interpreter services4
for social services appointments as the one established for medical5
appointments in section 213 of this act. When contracting directly6
with an individual to deliver spoken language interpreter services,7
the department shall only contract with language access providers who8
are working at a location in the state and who are state-certified or9
state-authorized, except that when such a provider is not available,10
the department may use a language access provider who meets other11
certifications or standards deemed to meet state standards, including12
interpreters in other states.13

(6) The department shall facilitate enrollment under the medicaid14
expansion for clients applying for or receiving state funded services15
from the department and its contractors. Prior to open enrollment,16
the department shall coordinate with the health care authority to17
provide referrals to the Washington health benefit exchange for18
clients that will be ineligible for the medicaid expansion but are19
enrolled in coverage that will be eliminated in the transition to the20
medicaid expansion.21

(7)(a) The appropriations to the department of social and health22
services in this act shall be expended for the programs and in the23
amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, ((2014)) 2015,24
unless specifically prohibited by this act, the department may25
transfer general fund—state appropriations for fiscal year ((2014))26
2015 among programs after approval by the director of financial27
management. However, the department shall not transfer state moneys28
that are provided solely for a specified purpose except as expressly29
provided in (b) of this subsection.30

(b) To the extent that transfers under (a) of this subsection are31
insufficient to fund actual expenditures in excess of fiscal year32
((2014)) 2015 caseload forecasts and utilization assumptions in the33
long-term care, foster care, adoptions support, medicaid personal34
care, and child support programs, the department may transfer state35
moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose. The36
department shall not transfer funds, and the director of financial37
management shall not approve the transfer, unless the transfer is38
consistent with the objective of conserving, to the maximum extent39
possible, the expenditure of state funds. The director of financial40
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management shall notify the appropriate fiscal committees of the1
senate and house of representatives in writing seven days prior to2
approving any allotment modifications or transfers under this3
subsection. The written notification shall include a narrative4
explanation and justification of the changes, along with expenditures5
and allotments by budget unit and appropriation, both before and6
after any allotment modifications or transfers.7

(1) Within amounts provided for the foster care and adoption29
support programs, the department shall control reimbursement30
decisions for foster care and adoption support cases such that the31
aggregate average cost per case for foster care and for adoption32
support does not exceed the amounts assumed in the projected caseload33
expenditures.34

(2) $668,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2014 and $668,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2015 are provided solely to contract for the operation of37
one pediatric interim care center. The center shall provide38
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residential care for up to thirteen children through two years of1
age. Seventy-five percent of the children served by the center must2
be in need of special care as a result of substance abuse by their3
mothers. The center shall also provide on-site training to4
biological, adoptive, or foster parents. The center shall provide at5
least three months of consultation and support to the parents6
accepting placement of children from the center. The center may7
recruit new and current foster and adoptive parents for infants8
served by the center. The department shall not require case9
management as a condition of the contract.10

(3) $538,500 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11

The appropriations in this subsection are subject to the16
following conditions and limitations:17

(a) $104,999,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2014 and $88,895,000 of the general fund—state19
appropriation for fiscal year 2015 are provided solely for persons20
and services not covered by the medicaid program. To the extent21
possible, levels of regional support network spending shall be22
maintained in the following priority order: Crisis and commitment23
services; community inpatient services; and residential care24
services, including personal care and emergency housing assistance.25
This is a reduction in flexible nonmedicaid funding of $4,343,000 for26
fiscal year 2014 and $20,446,000 for fiscal year 2015. This reduction27
reflects offsets in state funding related to services that will now28
be funded with federal dollars through the affordable care act29
medicaid expansion. This reduction shall be distributed as follows:30

(i) The $4,343,000 reduction in fiscal year 2014 and $10,223,00031

It is the legislature's further intent12
that costs otherwise allowable for rate-setting and settlement13
against payments under chapter 74.46 RCW shall not be disallowed14
solely because such costs have been paid by revenues retained by the15
nursing home from these supplemental payments. The supplemental16
payments are subject to retrospective interim and final cost17
settlements based on the nursing homes' as-filed and final medicare18
cost reports. The timing of the interim and final cost settlements19
shall be at the health care authority's discretion. During either the20
interim cost settlement or the final cost settlement, the health care21
authority shall recoup from the public hospital districts the22
supplemental payments that exceed the medicaid cost limit and/or the23
medicare upper payment limit. The health care authority shall apply24
federal rules for identifying the eligible incurred medicaid costs25
and the medicare upper payment limit.26

(15) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient27
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2013-201528
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals,29
including those owned or operated by the state, except those30
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric31
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the32
governor and legislature by November 1, 2013, and by November 1,33
2014, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this34
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its35
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care36
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature37
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and38
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal39
year 2014 and fiscal year 2015, hospitals in the program shall be40
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paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of1
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-2
service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent3
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital4
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid5
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that6
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments7
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the8
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount9
will be determined by the total of (a) the inpatient claim payment10
amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the11
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates12
developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the13
2013-2015 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July14
1, 2013, (b) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate15
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital16
during fiscal year 2005, and (c) all of the other disproportionate17
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital18
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share19
hospital programs exist in the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium. If payments20
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no21
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal22
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for23
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during24
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will25
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during26
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the27
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and28
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and29
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The30
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven31
months after the end of the fiscal year. A final settlement shall be32
performed. To the extent that either settlement determines that a33
hospital has received funds in excess of what it would have received34
as described in this subsection, the hospital must repay the excess35
amounts to the state when requested. $11,928,000 of the general fund—36
state appropriation for fiscal year 2014 and (($14,821,000))37
$21,666,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year38
2015 are provided solely for state grants for the participating39
hospitals.40
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(16) The health care authority shall seek public-private1
partnerships and federal funds that are or may become available to2
provide on-going support for outreach and education efforts under the3
federal children's health insurance program reauthorization act of4
2009.5

(17) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity6
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to7
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a8
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth,9
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse,10
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight,11
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health12
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery13
of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health14
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding15
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for16
those services.17

(18) $170,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2014, $121,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2015, and $292,000 of the general fund—federal20
appropriation are provided solely to implement Engrossed Substitute21
House Bill No. 1519 (service coordination organizations) and Second22
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5732 (behavioral health services). If23
neither of the bills is enacted by June 30, 2013, the amounts24
provided in this subsection shall lapse.25

(19) $57,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2014, $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2015, and $55,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are28
provided solely to develop a report on state efforts to prevent and29
control diabetes. The authority, the department of social and health30
services, and the department of health shall submit a coordinated31
report to the governor and the appropriate committees of the32
legislature by December 31, 2014, on the following:33

(a) The financial impacts and reach that diabetes of all types34
and undiagnosed gestational diabetes are having on the programs35
administered by each agency and individuals, including children with36
mothers with undiagnosed gestational diabetes, enrolled in those37
programs. Items in this assessment must include: (i) The number of38
lives with diabetes and undiagnosed gestational diabetes impacted or39
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covered by the programs administered by each agency; (ii) the number1
of lives with diabetes, or at risk for diabetes, and family members2
impacted by prevention and diabetes control programs implemented by3
each agency; (iii) the financial toll or impact diabetes and its4
complications, and undiagnosed gestational diabetes and the5
complications experienced during labor to children of mothers with6
gestational diabetes places on these programs in comparison to other7
chronic diseases and conditions; and (iv) the financial toll or8
impact diabetes and its complications, and diagnosed gestational9
diabetes and the complications experienced during labor to children10
of mothers with gestational diabetes places on these programs;11

(b) An assessment of the benefits of implemented and existing12
programs and activities aimed at controlling all types of diabetes13
and preventing the disease. This assessment must also document the14
amount and source for any funding directed to each agency for the15
programs and activities aimed at reaching those with diabetes of all16
types;17

(c) A description of the level of coordination existing between18
the agencies on activities, programmatic activities, and messaging on19
managing, treating, or preventing all types of diabetes and its20
complications;21

(d) The development or revision of detailed policy-related action22
plans and budget recommendations for battling diabetes and23
undiagnosed gestational diabetes that includes a range of actionable24
items for consideration by the legislature. The plans and budget25
recommendations must identify proposed action steps to reduce the26
impact of diabetes, prediabetes, related diabetes complications, and27
undiagnosed gestational diabetes. The plans and budget28
recommendations must also identify expected outcomes of the action29
steps proposed in the following biennium while also establishing30
benchmarks for controlling and preventing all types of diabetes; and31

(e) An estimate of savings, efficiencies, costs, and budgetary32
savings and resources required to implement the plans and budget33
recommendations identified in (d) of this subsection (17).34

(20) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the35
authority shall identify strategies to improve patient adherence to36
treatment plans for diabetes and implement these strategies as a37
pilot through one health home program to be identified by the38
authority. The authority shall report to the governor and the39
legislature in December 2014 on the progress of strategy40
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implementation. The authority shall report to the governor and1
legislature in December 2015 on patient outcomes and cost savings2
derived from new adherence strategies in the health home model and3
make recommendations for improving the strategies.4

(21) Effective January 1, 2014, managed care contracts must5
incorporate accountability measures that monitor patient health and6
improved health outcomes, and shall include an expectation that each7
patient receive a wellness examination that documents the baseline8
health status and allows for monitoring of health improvements and9
outcome measures.10

(22) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2014 and $25,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are12
provided solely for the development of recommendations for funding13
integrated school nursing and outreach services. The authority shall14
collaborate with the office of the superintendent of public15
instruction to develop recommendations for increasing federal16
financial participation for providing nursing services in schools17
with the goals of integrating nursing and outreach services and18
supporting one nurse for every four hundred fifty students in19
elementary schools and one nurse for every seven hundred fifty20
students in secondary schools. In developing these recommendations,21
the authority shall inquire with the federal centers for medicare and22
medicaid services about state plan amendment or waiver options for23
receiving additional federal matching funds for school nursing24
services provided to children enrolled in apple health for kids. The25
recommendations shall include proposals for funding training and26
reimbursement for nurses that provide outreach services to help27
eligible students enroll in apple health for kids and other social28
services programs. The authority and the office of the superintendent29
of public instruction shall provide these recommendations to the30
governor and the legislature by December 1, 2013.31

(23) $430,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2014 and $500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are33
provided solely to complete grant requirements for the health34
information exchange.35

(24) $143,000 of the medicaid fraud penalty account—state36
appropriation and $423,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation37
are provided solely for the rebasing of outpatient and inpatient38
payment methods.39
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(25) (($1,163,000)) $1,075,000 of the medicaid fraud penalty1
account—state appropriation and (($9,710,000)) $9,143,000 of the2
general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely to implement3
the conversion to the tenth version of the world health4
organization's international classification of diseases.5

(26) $111,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2014, $35,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2015, and $359,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are8
provided solely to update the medicaid information technology9
architecture state self-assessment and to develop the five year road10
map for the medicaid information technology architecture architect.11

(27) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2014, $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2015, and $126,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are14
provided solely to support the Robert Bree collaborative's efforts to15
disseminate evidence-based best practices for preventing and treating16
health problems.17

(28) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the18
authority shall increase reimbursement rates for primary care19
services provided by independent nurse practitioners to medicare20
levels for the period from July 1, 2013, to December 31, 2014.21

(29) The authority shall seek a medicaid state plan amendment to22
create a professional services supplemental payment managed care23
program for professional services delivered to managed care24
recipients by University of Washington medicine and other public25
professional providers. This program shall be effective as soon as26
administratively possible and shall operate concurrently with the27
existing professional services supplemental payment program. The28
authority shall apply federal rules for identifying the difference29
between average commercial rates and fee-for-service medicaid30
payments. This difference will be multiplied by the number of managed31
care encounters and incorporated into the managed care plan32
capitation rates by a certified actuary. The managed care plans will33
pay the providers the difference attributable to the increased34
capitation rate. Participating providers shall be solely responsible35
for providing the local funds required to obtain federal matching36
funds. Any incremental costs incurred by the authority in the37
development, implementation, and maintenance of this program shall be38
the responsibility of the participating providers. Participating39
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providers shall retain the full amount of supplemental payments1
provided under this program, net of any costs related to the program2
that are disallowed due to audits or litigation against the state.3

(30) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the4
authority to provide an adult dental benefit beginning January 1,5
2014.6

(31) To the extent allowed under federal law, the authority shall7
require an adult client to enroll in full medicaid coverage instead8
of family planning-only coverage unless the client is at risk of9
domestic violence.10

(32) The authority shall facilitate enrollment under the medicaid11
expansion for clients applying for or receiving state funded services12
from the authority and its contractors. Prior to open enrollment, the13
authority shall coordinate with the department of social and health14
services to provide referrals to the Washington health benefit15
exchange for clients that will be ineligible for the medicaid16
expansion but are enrolled in coverage that will be eliminated in the17
transition to the medicaid expansion.18

(33) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2014, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2015, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are21
provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of22
a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll23
in the apple health for kids program.24

(34) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the25
authority shall reduce premiums for children with family incomes26
above 200 percent of the federal poverty level in the state-funded27
children's health program who are not eligible for coverage under the28
federal children's health insurance program. Premiums in the state29
and federal children's health insurance program shall be equal.30

(35) The appropriations in this section reflect savings and31
efficiencies by transferring children receiving medical care provided32
through fee-for-service to medical care provided through managed33
care.34

(36) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2014, $436,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2015, and $170,561,000 of the general fund—federal37
appropriation are provided solely for the provider incentive program38
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and other initiatives related to the health information technology1
medicaid plan.2

(37) $1,528,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2014, $2,206,000 of the general fund—state appropriation4
for fiscal year 2015, and $17,912,000 of the general fund—federal5
appropriation are provided solely to implement phase two of the6
project to create a single provider payment system that consolidates7
medicaid medical and social services payments and replaces the social8
service payment system. The amounts provided in this subsection are9
conditioned on the authority satisfying the requirements of the10
project management oversight standards and policies established by11
the office of the chief information officer.12

(38) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the health13
care authority and the department of social and health services shall14
implement the state option to provide health homes for enrollees with15
chronic conditions under section 2703 of the federal affordable care16
act. The total state match for enrollees who are dually-eligible for17
both medicare and medicaid and not enrolled in managed care shall be18
no more than the net savings to the state from the enhanced match19
rate for its medicaid-only managed care enrollees under section 2703.20

(39) The health care authority shall not initiate any services21
that require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless22
expressly authorized in this act or other law. The health care23
authority may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through24
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the25
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the26
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the health27
care authority receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys,28
those moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in29
any other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal30
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon31
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of32
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees.33
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes34
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be35
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis36
by state funds.37
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(40) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the1
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by2
naturopathic physicians.3

(41) Within amounts appropriated, the health care authority shall4
conduct a review of its management and staffing structure to identify5
efficiencies and opportunities to reduce full time equivalent6
employees and other administrative costs. A report summarizing the7
review and the authority's recommendations to reduce costs and full8
time equivalent employees must be submitted to the governor and9
legislature by November 1, 2013.10

(42) (($16,580,000)) $10,871,000 of the health benefit exchange11
account—state appropriation and (($3,409,000)) $9,244,000 of the12
general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely to support the13
operations of the Washington health benefit exchange from January 1,14
2015, to June 30, 2015. The Washington state health insurance pool15
administrator shall transfer $20,838,000 of pool contributions to the16
treasurer for deposit into the health benefit exchange account in17
calendar year 2014. The receipt and use of medicaid funds provided to18
the health benefit exchange from the health care authority are19
subject to compliance with state and federal regulations and policies20
governing the Washington apple health programs, including timely and21
proper application, eligibility, and enrollment procedures. Within22
the amounts provided in this subsection, $321,000 of the health23
benefit exchange account—state appropriation and $688,000 of the24
general fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for print25
services and postage for modified adjusted gross income medicaid26
eligibility correspondence sent from the health benefit exchange.27

(43) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the28
authority shall continue to provide coverage after December 31, 2013,29
for pregnant teens that qualify under existing pregnancy medical30
programs, but whose eligibility for pregnancy related services would31
otherwise end due to the application of the new modified adjusted32
gross income eligibility standard.33

(44) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to34
restore medicaid coverage under the breast and cervical cancer35
treatment program.36

(45) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2014 and $40,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are38
provided solely for the authority to create a new position to provide39
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adequate oversight and assistance to managed care organizations,1
rural health clinics, and federally qualified health centers under a2
new administratively streamlined payment methodology. Effective July3
1, 2013, or upon obtaining any necessary federal approval, but in no4
case during the first quarter of a calendar year, the authority shall5
implement an administratively streamlined payment methodology for6
federally qualified health centers and rural health clinics. The7
authority's payments to managed care organizations shall include the8
full encounter payment comprised of both the standard and enhancement9
payments for federally qualified health centers and rural health10
clinics as defined in the medicaid state plan and in accordance with11
section 1902(bb) of the social security act (42 U.S.C. 1396a(bb)). At12
no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have any13
claim to the supplemental payment portion of the rate which will be14
reconciled to ensure accurate payment and full pass through of the15
obligated funds. For any services eligible for encounter payments, as16
defined in the medicaid state plan, managed care organizations shall17
be required to pay at least the full published encounter rates18
directly to each clinic or center, and payments will be reconciled on19
at least an annual basis between the managed care organization and20
the authority, with final review and approval by the authority. At21
the option of any clinic, the enhancement payment can be received22
from the managed care organization on a per member per month basis23
for all assigned managed care enrollees in an amount prescribed by24
the authority. Nothing in this section is intended to disrupt25
mutually agreeable contractual arrangements between managed care26
organizations and clinics that impact how the standard payment for27
services is paid. The authority will require participating managed28
care organizations to reimburse federally qualified health centers29
and rural health clinics for clean claims in strict adherence to the30
timeliness of payment standards established under contract and31
specified for the medicaid fee-for-service program in section32
1902(a)(37) of the social security act (42 U.S.C. 1396a(a)(37)), 4233
C.F.R. Sec. 447.46, and specified for health carriers in WAC34
284-43-321. The authority shall exercise all necessary options under35
its existing sanctions policy to enforce timely payment of claims.36
The authority shall ensure necessary staff and resources are37
identified to actively monitor and enforce the timeliness and38
accuracy of payments to federally qualified health centers and rural39
health clinics. By January 1, 2014, and after collaboration with40
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federally qualified health centers, rural health clinics, managed1
care plans, and the centers for medicare and medicaid services, the2
authority will produce a report that provides options for a new3
payment methodology that rewards innovation and outcomes over volume4
of services delivered, and which maintains the integrity of the rural5
health clinic and federally qualified health center programs as6
outlined under federal law. The report will detail necessary federal7
authority for implementation and provide the benefits and drawbacks8
of each option.9

(46) $3,605,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2014 is provided solely to proportionally reduce the11
amounts that rural health clinics owe the state under the calendar12
year 2009 recoupment.13

(47) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to14
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles15
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment16
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan17
in the current medicaid benefit plan beginning January 1, 2014.18

(48) The appropriations in this section reflect savings and19
efficiencies achieved by modifying dispensing methods of20
contraceptive drugs. The authority must make arrangements for all21
medicaid programs offered through managed care plans or fee-for-22
service programs to require dispensing of contraceptive drugs with a23
one-year supply provided at one time unless a patient requests a24
smaller supply or the prescribing physician instructs that the25
patient must receive a smaller supply. Contracts with managed care26
plans must allow on-site dispensing of the prescribed contraceptive27
drugs at family planning clinics. Dispensing practices must follow28
clinical guidelines for appropriate prescribing and dispensing to29
ensure the health of the patient while maximizing access to effective30
contraceptive drugs.31

(49)(a) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2014 and $75,000 of the general fund—federal33
appropriation are provided solely for preparing options with an34
expert consultant for possible implementation of a targeted premium35
assistance program and possible implementation of the federal basic36
health option. $75,000 of the amounts appropriated in this subsection37
is provided solely for the development of options related to the38
targeted premium assistance program. The authority shall develop39
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options for a waiver request to the federal centers for medicare and1
medicaid services to implement a targeted premium assistance program2
for the expansion adults, identified in section3
1902(a)(10)(A)(i)(VIII) of the social security act, with incomes4
above one hundred percent of the federal poverty level, and for5
children covered in the children's health insurance program with6
incomes above two hundred percent of the federal poverty level, with7
a goal of providing seamless coverage through the health benefit8
exchange and improving opportunities for families to be covered in9
the same health plans. The options must include the possibility of10
applying premiums for individuals and cost-sharing that may exceed11
the five percent of family income cap under federal law, and the12
options must include recommendations to make the targeted premium13
assistance program cost neutral. The authority shall submit a report14
on the options to the legislature and the governor by January 1,15
2014. The authority is encouraged to be creative, use subject matter16
experts, and exhaust all possible options to achieve cost neutrality.17
The report shall also include a detailed plan and timeline. $75,00018
of the amounts appropriated in this subsection is provided solely for19
the development of options related to the federal basic health20
option. The authority shall prepare options for implementing the21
federal basic health option as federal guidance becomes available.22
The authority shall submit a report on the options to the legislature23
and the governor by January 1, 2014, or ninety days following the24
release of federal guidance. The report must include a comparison of25
the premiums and cost-sharing under the federal basic health option26
with the premium assistance options described in this subsection,27
options for implementing the federal basic health option in28
combination with a premium assistance program, a detailed fiscal29
analysis for each coverage approach, including the estimated costs30
for system design and implementation, and information about impacted31
populations.32

(b) Where possible, the authority shall leverage the same expert33
consultants to review each proposal and compare and contrast the34
approaches to ensure seamless coordination with the health benefit35
exchange.36

(c) The authority shall collaborate with the joint select37
committee on health care oversight in the development of these38
options.39
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(50) $171,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2015 and $145,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are2
provided solely to implement Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 63123
(mental health, chemical dependency) and Engrossed Second Substitute4
House Bill No. 2315 (suicide prevention). If Second Substitute Senate5
Bill No. 6312 (mental health, chemical dependency) is not enacted by6
June 30, 2014, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.7

(51) $604,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2014, $597,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2015, and $18,320,000 of the general fund—federal10
appropriation are provided solely to implement Engrossed Second11
Substitute House Bill No. 2572 (health care purchasing, delivery). If12
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2014, the amounts provided in13
this subsection shall lapse.14

(52) $306,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2015 and $306,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are16
provided solely to implement Substitute House Bill No. 2310 (provider17
safety equipment). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2014, the18
amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.19

(53) $390,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2015 and $3,510,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation21
are provided solely for medicaid clients to select the medicaid22
managed care organization of their choice within the Washington23
healthplanfinder online marketplace.24

(54) $561,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2015, $2,000 of the general fund—local appropriation, and26
$693,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided27
solely for the authority to add autism screenings for children age28
eighteen months beginning July 1, 2014.29

(55) By December 1, 2014, the authority shall report to the30
legislative fiscal committees with options for reducing payments to31
hospital owned physician practices or clinics that are higher than32
the maximum resource based relative value scale fee rates received by33
nonhospital owned physician practices or clinics for the same34
procedures. The authority shall include options for exempting certain35
hospital owned clinics from the reductions and the fiscal impacts of36
those options. The authority shall not enter into or renew any37
contracts under RCW 74.60.160 that would restrict the authority's38
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ability to implement any of these options in the 2015-2017 fiscal1
biennium.2

(56) The appropriations to the authority in this act shall be3
expended for the purposes and in the amounts specified in this act.4
To the extent that appropriations in this section are insufficient to5
fund actual expenditures in excess of caseload forecasts and6
utilization assumptions, the authority, after May 1, ((2014)) 2015,7
may transfer general fund—state appropriations for fiscal year8
((2014)) 2015 that are provided solely for a specified purpose. The9
authority shall not transfer funds, and the director of financial10
management shall not approve the transfer, unless the transfer is11
consistent with the objective of conserving, to the maximum extent12
possible, the expenditure of state funds.

Sec. 1901.  RCW 69.50.540 and 2013 c 3 s 28 are each amended to3
read as follows:4

All marijuana excise taxes collected from sales of marijuana,5
useable marijuana, and marijuana-infused products under RCW6
69.50.535, and the license fees, penalties, and forfeitures derived7
under chapter 3, Laws of 2013 from marijuana producer, marijuana8
processor, and marijuana retailer licenses shall every three months9
be disbursed by the state liquor control board as follows:10

(1) One hundred twenty-five thousand dollars to the department of11
social and health services to design and administer the Washington12
state healthy youth survey, analyze the collected data, and produce13
reports, in collaboration with the office of the superintendent of14
public instruction, department of health, department of commerce,15
family policy council, and state liquor control board. The survey16
shall be conducted at least every two years and include questions17
regarding, but not necessarily limited to, academic achievement, age18
at time of substance use initiation, antisocial behavior of friends,19
attitudes toward antisocial behavior, attitudes toward substance use,20
laws and community norms regarding antisocial behavior, family21
conflict, family management, parental attitudes toward substance use,22
peer rewarding of antisocial behavior, perceived risk of substance23
use, and rebelliousness. Funds disbursed under this subsection may be24
used to expand administration of the healthy youth survey to student25
populations attending institutions of higher education in Washington;26

(2) Fifty thousand dollars to the department of social and health27
services for the purpose of contracting with the Washington state28
institute for public policy to conduct the cost-benefit evaluation29
and produce the reports described in RCW 69.50.550. This30
appropriation shall end after production of the final report required31
by RCW 69.50.550;32

(3) Five thousand dollars to the University of Washington alcohol33
and drug abuse institute for the creation, maintenance, and timely34
updating of web-based public education materials providing medically35
and scientifically accurate information about the health and safety36
risks posed by marijuana use;37
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(4) An amount not exceeding one million two hundred fifty1
thousand dollars to the state liquor control board as is necessary2
for administration of chapter 3, Laws of 2013;3

(5) Of the funds remaining after the disbursements identified in4
subsections (1) through (4) of this section:5

(a) Fifteen percent to the department of social and health6
services division of behavioral health and recovery for7
implementation and maintenance of programs and practices aimed at the8
prevention or reduction of maladaptive substance use, substance-use9
disorder, substance abuse or substance dependence, as these terms are10
defined in the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders,11
among middle school and high school age students, whether as an12
explicit goal of a given program or practice or as a consistently13
corresponding effect of its implementation; PROVIDED, That:14

(i) Of the funds disbursed under (a) of this subsection, at least15
eighty-five percent must be directed to evidence-based and cost-16
beneficial programs and practices that produce objectively measurable17
results; and18

(ii) Up to fifteen percent of the funds disbursed under (a) of19
this subsection may be directed to research-based and emerging best20
practices or promising practices.21

In deciding which programs and practices to fund, the secretary22
of the department of social and health services shall consult, at23
least annually, with the University of Washington's social24
development research group and the University of Washington's alcohol25
and drug abuse institute;26

(b) Ten percent to the department of health for the creation,27
implementation, operation, and management of a marijuana education28
and public health program that contains the following:29

(i) A marijuana use public health hotline that provides referrals30
to substance abuse treatment providers, utilizes evidence-based or31
research-based public health approaches to minimizing the harms32
associated with marijuana use, and does not solely advocate an33
abstinence-only approach;34

(ii) A grants program for local health departments or other local35
community agencies that supports development and implementation of36
coordinated intervention strategies for the prevention and reduction37
of marijuana use by youth; and38

(iii) Media-based education campaigns across television,39
internet, radio, print, and out-of-home advertising, separately40
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targeting youth and adults, that provide medically and scientifically1
accurate information about the health and safety risks posed by2
marijuana use;3

(c) Six-tenths of one percent to the University of Washington and4
four-tenths of one percent to Washington State University for5
research on the short and long-term effects of marijuana use, to6
include but not be limited to formal and informal methods for7
estimating and measuring intoxication and impairment, and for the8
dissemination of such research;9

(d) Fifty percent to the state basic health plan trust account to10
be administered by the Washington basic health plan administrator and11
used as provided under chapter 70.47 RCW;12

(e) Five percent to the Washington state health care authority to13
be expended exclusively through contracts with community health14
centers to provide primary health and dental care services, migrant15
health services, and maternity health care services as provided under16
RCW 41.05.220;17

(f) Three-tenths of one percent to the office of the18
superintendent of public instruction to fund grants to building19
bridges programs under chapter 28A.175 RCW; and20

(g) The remainder to the general fund.21
(6) During the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium, the legislature may22

redistribute to the education legacy trust account any of the23
distributions in this section.24

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1902.  If any provision of this act or its25
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the26
remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other27
persons or circumstances is not affected.28

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1903.  This act is necessary for the immediate29
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of30
the state government and its existing public institutions, and takes31
effect immediately except for section 974 (RCW 77.12.203) of this32
act, which takes effect July 1, 2015.33
