If20
chapter . . . (Substitute Senate Bill No. 5591), Laws of 2019 is not21
enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this subsection22
shall lapse.23

(14) $65,000 of the highway safety account—state appropriation is24
provided solely for the implementation of chapter . . . (Second25
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5497), Laws of 2019 (immigrants in the26
workplace). If chapter . . . (Second Substitute Senate Bill No.27
5497), Laws of 2019 is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount28
provided in this subsection shall lapse.29

(15) The appropriations in this section assume implementation of30
additional cost recovery mechanisms to recoup at least $11,903,000 in31
credit card and other financial transaction costs as part of charges32
imposed for driver and vehicle fee transactions beginning January 1,33
2020. At the direction of the office of financial management, the34
department must develop a method of tracking the additional amount of35
credit card and other financial cost-recovery revenues.

(a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source21
referenced on the respective project list;22

current fiscal biennium;28

(d) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the29
applicable project list;30

(e) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in31
session;32

(f) Transfers to a project may not be made with funds designated33
as attributable to practical design savings as described in RCW34
47.01.480;35

(g) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director36
of the office of financial management finds that any resulting change37
will not hinder the completion of the projects as approved by the38
legislature. Until the legislature reconvenes to consider the 202039

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unexpended 2017-2019 appropriation balance as approved by the office1
of financial management, in consultation with the legislative staff2

(iv) Object and subobject codes of expenditures; and27
(v) Anticipated deliverables.28
(3)(a) Each project must have an investment plan that includes:29
(i) An organizational chart of the project management team that30

identifies team members and their roles and responsibilities;31
(ii) The office of the state chief information officer staff32

assigned to the project;33
(iii) An implementation schedule covering activities, critical34

milestones, and deliverables at each stage of the project for the35
life of the project at each agency affected by the project;36

(iv) Performance measures used to determine that the project is37
on time, within budget, and meeting expectations for quality of work38
product;39
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(v) Ongoing maintenance and operations cost of the project post1
implementation and close out delineated by agency staffing,2
contracted staffing, and service level agreements; and3

(vi) Financial budget coding to include at least discrete program4
index and subobject codes.5

(4) Projects with estimated costs greater than one hundred6
million dollars from initiation to completion and implementation may7
be divided into discrete subprojects as determined by the office of8
the state chief information officer. Each subproject must have a9
technology budget and investment plan as provided in this section.10

(5)(a) The office of the state chief information officer shall11
maintain an information technology project dashboard that provides12
updated information each fiscal month on projects subject to this13
section:14

(i) Project changes each fiscal month;15
(ii) Noting if the project has a completed market requirements16

document;17
(iii) Financial status of information technology projects under18

oversight; and19
(iv) Coordination with agencies.20
(b) The dashboard must retain a roll up of the entire project21

cost, including all subprojects, that can be displayed the subproject22
detail.23

(6) If the project affects more than one agency:24
(a) A separate technology budget and investment plan must be25

prepared for each agency; and26
(b) The dashboard must contain a statewide project technology27

budget roll up that includes each affected agency at the subproject28
level.29

(7) For any project that exceeds two million dollars in total30
funds to complete, requires more than one biennium to complete, or is31
financed through financial contracts, bonds, or other indebtedness:32

(a) Quality assurance for the project must report independently33
the office of the chief information officer;34

(b) The office of the chief information officer must review, and,35
if necessary, revise the proposed project to ensure it is flexible36
and adaptable to advances in technology;37

(c) The technology budget must specifically identify the uses of38
any financing proceeds. No more than thirty percent of the financing39
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proceeds may be used for payroll-related costs for state employees1
assigned to project management, installation, testing, or training;2

(d) The agency must consult with the office of the state3
treasurer during the competitive procurement process to evaluate4
early in the process whether products and services to be solicited5
and the responsive bids from a solicitation may be financed; and6

(e) The agency must consult with the contracting division of the7
department of enterprise services for a review of all contracts and8
agreements related to the project's information technology9
procurements.10

(8) The office of the state chief information officer must11
evaluate the project at each stage and certify whether the project is12
planned, managed, and meeting deliverable targets as defined in the13
project's approved technology budget and investment plan.14

(9) The office of the state chief information officer may suspend15
or terminate a project at any time if it determines that the project16
is not meeting or not expected to meet anticipated performance and17
technology outcomes. Once suspension or termination occurs, the18
agency shall unallot any unused funding and shall not make any19
expenditure for the project without the approval of the office of20
financial management.21

(10) The office of the state chief information officer, in22
consultation with the office of financial management, may identify23
additional projects to be subject to this section, including projects24
that are not separately identified within an agency budget.25

(11) The following department of transportation projects are26
subject to the conditions, limitations, and review provided in this27
section: Labor System Replacement, New Ferry Division Dispatch28
System, Maintenance Management System, Land Mobile Radio System29
Replacement, and New CSC System and Operator.30

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 702.  ACQUISITION OF PROPERTIES AND FACILITIES31
THROUGH FINANCIAL CONTRACTS32

(1) The department of transportation is authorized, subject to33
the conditions in section 305(2) of this act, to enter into a34
financing contract pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW through the state35
treasurer's lease-purchase program for the purposes indicated. The36
department may use any funds, appropriated or nonappropriated, in not37
more than the principal amounts indicated, plus financing expenses38
and required reserves, if any. Expenditures made by the department of39
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transportation for the indicated purposes before the issue date of1
the authorized financing contract and any certificates of2
participation therein may be reimbursed from proceeds of the3
financing contract and any certificates of participation therein to4
the extent provided in the agency's financing plan approved by the5
state finance committee.6

(2) Department of transportation: Enter into a financing contract7
for up to $32,500,000 plus financing expenses and required reserves8
pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to renovate the existing office9
building at 15700 Dayton Ave N, Shoreline.10

Sec. 703.  RCW 43.19.642 and 2017 c 313 s 703 are each amended to11
read as follows:12

(1) Effective June 1, 2006, for agencies complying with the13
ultra-low sulfur diesel mandate of the United States environmental14
protection agency for on-highway diesel fuel, agencies shall use15
biodiesel as an additive to ultra-low sulfur diesel for lubricity,16
provided that the use of a lubricity additive is warranted and that17
the use of biodiesel is comparable in performance and cost with other18
available lubricity additives. The amount of biodiesel added to the19
ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel shall be not less than two percent.20

(2) Except as provided in subsection (5) of this section,21
effective June 1, 2009, state agencies are required to use a minimum22
of twenty percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel23
purchases made by the agencies for the operation of the agencies'24
diesel-powered vessels, vehicles, and construction equipment.25

(1) The director shall forward all fees for vehicle registrations3
under chapters 46.16A and 46.17 RCW, unless otherwise specified by4
law, to the state treasurer with a proper identifying detailed5
report. The state treasurer shall credit these moneys to the motor6
vehicle fund created in RCW 46.68.070.7

(2) Proceeds from vehicle license fees and renewal vehicle8
license fees must be deposited by the state treasurer as follows:9

Sec. 708.  RCW 46.68.290 and 2017 c 313 s 709 are each amended to35
read as follows:36

(1) The transportation partnership account is hereby created in37
the state treasury. All distributions to the account from RCW38
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46.68.090 must be deposited into the account. Money in the account1
may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures from the account2
must be used only for projects or improvements identified as 20053
transportation partnership projects or improvements in the omnibus4
transportation appropriations act, including any principal and5
interest on bonds authorized for the projects or improvements.6

(2) The legislature finds that:7
(a) Citizens demand and deserve accountability of transportation-8

related programs and expenditures. Transportation-related programs9
must continuously improve in quality, efficiency, and effectiveness10

Performance audits include economy and efficiency audits and program24
audits.25

(b) "Transportation-related agency" means any state agency,26
board, or commission that receives funding primarily for27
transportation-related purposes.

(d) Analysis and recommendations for pooling information16
technology systems used within the transportation-related agency, and17
evaluation of information processing and telecommunications policy,18
organization, and management;19

with statutory authority and recommendations for eliminating or22
changing those roles and functions and ensuring compliance with23
statutory authority;24

(f) Recommendations for eliminating or changing statutes, rules,25
and policy directives as may be necessary to ensure that the26
transportation-related agency carry out reasonably and properly those27
functions vested in the agency by statute;28

(g) Verification of the reliability and validity of29
transportation-related agency performance data, self-assessments, and30
performance measurement systems as required under RCW 43.88.090;31

(h) Identification of potential cost savings in the32
transportation-related agency, its programs, and its services;33

(i) Identification and recognition of best practices;34
(j) Evaluation of planning, budgeting, and program evaluation35

policies and practices;36
(k) Evaluation of personnel systems operation and management;37
(l) Evaluation of purchasing operations and management policies38

and practices;39
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(m) Evaluation of organizational structure and staffing levels,1
particularly in terms of the ratio of managers and supervisors to2
nonmanagement personnel; and3

(n) Evaluation of transportation-related project costs, including4
but not limited to environmental mitigation, competitive bidding5
practices, permitting processes, and capital project management.6

(9) The audited transportation-related agency is responsible for22
follow-up and corrective action on all performance audit findings and23
recommendations.

(12) During the 2017-2019 and the 2019-2021 fiscal ((biennium))9
biennia, the legislature may direct the state treasurer to make10
transfers of moneys in the transportation partnership account to the11
connecting Washington account.12

Sec. 709.  RCW 46.68.325 and 2017 c 313 s 710 are each amended to13
read as follows:14

(1) The rural mobility grant program account is created in the15
state treasury. Moneys in the account may be spent only after16
appropriation. Expenditures from the account may be used only for the17
grants provided under RCW 47.66.100.18

(2) Beginning September 2011, by the last day of September,19
December, March, and June of each year, the state treasurer shall20
transfer from the multimodal transportation account to the rural21
mobility grant program account two million five hundred thousand22
dollars.23

(3) During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may24
transfer from the rural mobility grant program account to the25
multimodal transportation account such amounts as reflect the excess26
fund balance of the rural mobility grant program account.27

(b) If high occupancy vehicle tolls are being collected on June12
30, ((2019)) 2021.13

(6) The department of transportation shall adopt rules that allow14
automatic vehicle identification transponders used for electronic15
toll collection to be compatible with other electronic payment16
devices or transponders from the Washington state ferry system, other17
public transportation systems, or other toll collection systems to18
the extent that technology permits.19

(7) The conversion of a single existing high occupancy vehicle20
lane to a high occupancy toll lane as proposed for SR-167 must be21
taken as the exception for this pilot project.22

(8) A violation of the lane restrictions applicable to the high23
occupancy toll lanes established under this section is a traffic24
infraction.25

(9) Procurement activity associated with this pilot project shall26
be open and competitive in accordance with chapter 39.29 RCW.27

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I-405/SR 522 to I-5 Capacity Improvements project (L2000234) for1
activities related to adding capacity on Interstate 405 between state2
route number 522 and Interstate 5, with the goals of increasing3
vehicle throughput and aligning project completion with the4
implementation of bus rapid transit in the vicinity of the project.5
The transportation partnership account—state appropriation funding is6
a transfer or a reappropriation of a transfer from the I-405/Kirkland7
Vicinity Stage 2 - Widening project due to savings, and will start an8
additional phase of this I-405 project.9

(b) Proceeds from the sale of any surplus real property acquired8
for the purpose of building the SR 167/SR 509 Puget Sound Gateway9
(M00600R) project must be deposited into the motor vehicle account10
for the purpose of constructing the project.11

(21)(a) In making budget allocations to the Puget Sound Gateway12
project, the department shall implement the project's construction as13
a single corridor investment. The department shall develop a14
coordinated corridor construction and implementation plan for state15
route number 167 and state route number 509 in collaboration with16
affected stakeholders. Specific funding allocations must be based on17
where and when specific project segments are ready for construction18
to move forward and investments can be best optimized for timely19
project completion.

(24)(a) The legislature recognizes that the city of Mercer Island7
has unique access issues that require the use of Interstate 90 to8
leave the island and that this access may be affected by the I-90/9
Two-Way Transit and HOV Improvements project. One of the most heavily10
traveled on-ramps from Mercer Island to the westbound Interstate 9011
general purpose lanes is from Island Crest Way. The department must12
continue to consult with the city of Mercer Island and the other13
signatories to the 1976 memorandum of agreement to preserve access14
provided to Mercer Island by the Island Crest Way on-ramp, and thus15
grandfather in the current use of the on-ramp for both high occupancy16
vehicles as well as vehicles seeking to access the general purpose17
lanes of Interstate 90.

(ix) SR 520/148th Ave NE Overlake Access Ramp (L1100101);33
(x) SR 28/SR 285 North Wenatchee Area Improvements (L2000061);34
(xi) I-5/Rebuild Chamber Way Interchange Improvements (L2000223);35
(xii) SR 28 East Wenatchee Corridor Improvements (T10300R);36
(xiii) SR 3 Freight Corridor (T30400R); or37
(xiv) SR 510/Yelm Loop Phase 2 (T32700R).38
(b) At least ten business days before advancing a project39

pursuant to this subsection, the department must notify the office of40
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financial management and the transportation committees of the1
legislature. The advancement of a project may not hinder the delivery2
of the projects for which the reappropriations are necessary for the3
2019-2021 fiscal biennium.4

(29) Within existing resources and in consultation with local5
communities, the department shall begin planning efforts, including6
traffic data collection, analysis and evaluation, scoping, and7
environmental review, for roundabouts at the intersection of state8
route number 900 and SE May Valley Road and at the intersection of9
state route number 169 and Cedar Grove Road SE.10

(30) The legislature continues to prioritize the replacement of11
the state's aging infrastructure and recognizes the importance of12
reusing and recycling construction aggregate and recycled concrete13
materials in our transportation system.14

To accomplish Washington state's sustainability goals in15
transportation and in accordance with RCW 70.95.805, the legislature16
reaffirms its direction to the department to lead the way in17
advancing the reuse and recycling of construction aggregate and18
recycled concrete materials whenever readily available, to use these19

E 40th Street in Pierce county to prevent vehicles from leaving the31
roadway and entering private property below the grade of the highway.32

(32) $350,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is33
provided solely for implementation of chapter 288 (Substitute Senate34
Bill No. 5806), Laws of 2017 (I-5 Columbia river bridge), listed as35
Replacement Bridge on Interstate 5 across the Columbia River project36
number (L2000259).37

(33) For the SR 520 Seattle Corridor Improvements – West End38
project (M00400R), the legislature recognizes the department must39
acquire the entirety of parcel number 1-23190 for construction of the40
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project. The department shall work with its design-build contractor1
to ensure to the maximum extent practicable that the building housing2
any grocery store or market currently located on parcel number3
1-23190 will be preserved. The legislature recognizes the city of4
Seattle has requirements in the project area that the department must5
address and that those requirements may affect the use of parcel6
number 1-23190 and may affect the ability of the department to7
preserve any grocery store or market currently located on the8
property. The department shall meet and confer regularly with9
residents in the vicinity of the parcel regarding the status of the10
project and its effects on any grocery store or market currently11
located on the property. The legislature strongly encourages the city12
to utilize maximum flexibility in how the department meets the city's13
requirements and to be an equal partner in efforts to preserve any14
grocery store or market on parcel number 1-23190.15

ACQUISITION OF PROPERTIES AND FACILITIES THROUGH FINANCIAL CONTRACTS31

(1) The department of transportation is authorized, subject to32
the conditions in ((section 305(3) of this act)) section 305(3),33
chapter 297, Laws of 2018, to enter into a financing contract34
pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW through the state treasurer's lease-35
purchase program for the purposes indicated. The department may use36

reserves, if any. Expenditures made by the department of2
transportation for the indicated purposes before the issue date of3
the authorized financing contract and any certificates of4
participation therein may be reimbursed from proceeds of the5
financing contract and any certificates of participation therein to6
the extent provided in the agency's financing plan approved by the7
state finance committee.8

The appropriations to the department of transportation in chapter15
