officers;31
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(xi) The state chapter of the association of public safety 1
communications officials;2

(xii) The state chapter of the national emergency number 3
association; and4

(xiii) International brotherhood of teamsters local 117;5
(c) Two members representing the interests of tribal law 6

enforcement officers and agencies;7
(d) Two members representing the interests of tribal first 8

responders;9
(e) Two members from the Washington association of coroners and 10

medical examiners;11
(f) One member from the University of Washington department of 12

psychiatry and behavioral sciences, who has implemented a regional 13
state-funded law enforcement officer wellness program;14

(g) One member from the Washington federation of state employees, 15
representing the interests of the department of corrections' 16
community corrections officers;17

(h) The chief of the Washington state patrol, or the chief's 18
designee;19

(i) The secretary of the department of corrections, or the 20
secretary's designee; and21

(j) Any other members that the commission determines should 22
participate in the task force to represent the interests of first 23
responders.24

(3) The commission shall convene the initial meeting of the task 25
force no later than December 1, 2024.26

for mental health and substance use disorder professionals to 16
engender familiarity and cultural competency in the treatment of 17
first responder clients.18

(a) For purposes of this section, "sexual assault advocate" means 8
the employee or volunteer from a community sexual assault program or 9
underserved populations provider, victim assistance unit, program, or 10
association, that provides information, medical or legal advocacy, 11
counseling, or support to victims of sexual assault, who is 12
designated by the victim to accompany the victim to the hospital or 13
other health care facility and to proceedings concerning the alleged 14
assault, including police and prosecution interviews and court 15
proceedings.16

(b) A sexual assault advocate may disclose a confidential 17
communication without the consent of the victim if failure to 18
disclose is likely to result in a clear, imminent risk of serious 19
physical injury or death of the victim or another person.

Correct the title.26

EFFECT: (1) Expands the definition of "first responder" to 
include coroners and medical examiners and their agents and employees 
for the purposes of certain provisions related to first responder 
peer support trainings, resources, grants, and testimonial 
privileges.

(2) Expands the membership of the task force on first responder 
wellness to include two members, rather than one, representing the 
interests of tribal law enforcement officers and agencies; two 
members representing the interests of tribal first responders; and 
two members from the Washington Association of Coroners and Medical 
Examiners.

(3) Requires the task force on first responder wellness to 
develop and publish model policies for peer support services tailored 
to coroners and medical examiners in addition to model policies for 
other first responder professions.
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(4) Requires a peer supporter to be designated as such by the 
person's employing agency prior to providing peer support services, 
rather than prior to the incident that results in services.

(5) Provides that peer support services may be coordinated or 
designated among agencies pursuant to the Washington Mutual Aid Peace 
Officers Powers Act, an interlocal agreement, or other similar 
provisions, provided however that a written agreement is not required 
for the related testimonial privileges to apply.

(6) Expands the definition of "peer supporter" to include a 
nonemployee, rather than a nonemployee counselor, designated by a 
qualifying entity to provide emotional and moral support and services 
to a peer support services recipient.

(7) Adds an emergency clause and immediate effective date for the 
amendatory provisions of the bill related to the testimonial 
privileges for certain peer support communications.
